Swanstrom and President of New lérlp
Sooclety Attack the 01d One.

Seventy-five persons, mostly women,
attended a meeting of the Henry Bergh
Humane Society in Memorial Hall, Bcher-
merhorn street, Brooklyn, last night.
Former President of the Borough J. Fd-
ward Swanstrom presided and said the new
soclety intended to be an efficient agency
in suppressing cruelty to animals, which,
he said, the society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Animals no longer attempted
to be. ;

David Belais, president of the new society,
said he wanted to defend himself from the
attacks of President Haines of the Noclety
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals.

“Mr. Haines,” he said,” published the fact
that the organizers of this new society
were discharged employees of his society,
My wife and myself started this society and
we ‘were never employed by Mr. Haines's
societv. He also says that ‘disgruntied
members of his society’ are now in this
society. This is inconsistent, as every one
knows that members of his society have no
voice in the management of its affairs.
We offered Mr. Haines this platform to make
good his statement, but he has failed to put
in an appearance ”

Mr. Belais then told of many cases of
cruelty to animals to which the attention
of Mr. Haines'ssoclety been called, but
to which it had failed to attend. He said
that Mr. Hainea had said that hia society
had about one hundred and forty agents in
its employ.

“The truth is,” said Mr. Belais, “that the
rociety haa only about eight agents, and if
they get all told $10,000 a year it is a very
good sum. . The incoms of the society last
year was $196,000. We do not attack the
society, but we do attack ite methods ”

and Seventieth street, Manhattan.

$100,000 FOR EMPLOYEES.

Ameriean Smelting and Refining Com-
pany Sharing Surpluos Profits.

The American Smelting and Refining
Company, through one of its officers, stated
yesterday that within a few days it will
divide among its most valued employees
something more than $100,000.

KATE TAVLOR'S TRIAL BEGUN.
The District Atterney Says She Was Asmisted
n Killing Her Husband.

MoNTIOELLO, N. Y., May 23.—At 4:16
this afternoon, after five hours and forty-
five minutes devoted to examining jurors,
the twelfth man was acoepted for the Taylor
murder trial. One hundred jurors of the
panel of 200 extras were examined.

District Attorney Anderson opened the
case al 4:30 with a description of the crime
and the motives which prompted it, which
lasted for fifty minutes.
