Special Cadle Despatches 0 T BuM,
1oNDON, May 35~—Although the rumors
of s great battle persist there is nothing to
be obtained that can be regarded as con-
firming them. All the Bt. Petersburg
special despatohes refer to these rumors
and say that it is the popular belief that
something sensational has happened. All
alike are unable to trace the source of the
rumors. The current vemsions, moreover,
are so antithetical In regard to the locality
and the losses as to nullify oneanother.

Skirmishes reported by Gen. Kuroki
and Gen. Kouropatkin make up the total
actual news. There is not a word on which
reliance’can be placed regarding what is
happening at Port Arthur and in that
neighborbood, although| there are plenty
of storjes from outslde souroes.

The Telegraph’s Newchwang oorrespond-
ent, who admits that he his informa~
tion from Russian and Chinese sources,
reports that the Japanese land operations
against Port Arthur are meeting with little
siccess. Gens. Stosesel and Fook con-
tinue to make well directed, desperate
sorties ageinst the Japanese, who fight with
s stubborn determination almost unknewn
in history. Several hundreds have been
killed in the last few days.

The correepondent adde that Japansse
reenforoements are arriving daily at Pit-
sewo and Pulandien. The Russian tor-
pedo flotilla is oruising off Port Arthur.

BUMORS OF BIO BATTLES.

S1. PeTerssuRa, May 34.—The author-
itiea of the Red Cross have received a
startling rumor from Mukden that the
japanese advanoce guard met the Russians
1t Fengwangcheng, on the Lisoyang road,
and were defeated with a loss of 15,000 men,
the Russians losing 8,000.

Panis, May 24—The Journal's St. Peters-
burg correspondent telegrapbs that it is
rumored there that the Japanesse made an
attack on Port Arthur and were repulsed.
They returned to the attack with no greater
suocosss and fafled in a third assault alse.
According to cne account they lost 14,000
men and according to another 3,000. The
General Staff declares that it knows noth-
ing of any such engagement.

SETMONOSEKY, Japan, May 24.—Aotive
preparations are progressing for the re-
duction of Port Arthur. It is understood
that the place will be attacked by part of
the fifth division belonging to the Third
Army. The force has beén carefully
chosen, It consists mainly of veterans of
the Chinese-Japanese war, who were drawn
from the Yamaguchi prefecture, and who
have served the longest possible period
with the colors. !

Very heavy artillery is belng landed on
the Liaotung peninsula, Much of the pre-
liminary work will be done by the artillery
and engineers. The Japaness are deter-
mined to reduce the fortresa by storm
no matter what the cost in life.

The Second Army ‘will not share in the
operations at Port Arthur, but will join
the First Army, whioch is now movigg on
Harbin. The Japanese land plans have
not heen modified. The temporary seem-
ing inaction is merely due to the unex-
pectedly successful course of events. The
sinultaneous restarting of aggressive land
operations will be shared by all the land
forces

The recent naval losses have in no way
aflecte:l Admiral Togo’s general plans.

JAPANESE LOSE BSUPPLIES.

SMOKE STRANGLES FIREMEN.

Four Dragged Out of Cellar Where Naphtha
Blew Up—One May Die.

Four firemen were overcome yesterday
afternoon in a fire in a cellar of the White
Sewing Machine Company, at 216 West
Forty-eighth street. The blaze was caused
by the explosion of an eight-gallon tank of
naphtha, There were fifty-four employees
in the bulilding, but they all got out in
safety. On ths ground floor were a number
of automobiles, which were run out by
the employees.

When Engine 54, which was the first to
arrive, got to the wuilding, heavy olouds
of smoke were coming from the basement.
The firemen pulled two “lines of hose into
the cellar, but the smoke was so dense that
they oould not work.

Lieut. Patrick Brennan of Engine 54 was
the first man carried out. He was at the
head of his company when he was over-
come. Then Fred Vit and Cornelius Ahearn
of the same company and George Shettle
of Truck 4 dropped. They fell near the
entranoce to the cellar and were dragged out
by Capt. Hayes of the West Forty-seventh
street station and Detective Sergeants
England and Sheehan.

Lisut. Brennan, Ahearn and Shettle
were revived in the street by an ambulance
surgeon. Vit was taken to Roosevelt,
Hoepital, and it was said there last night
that he is in a serious condition.

The fire did about $2,000 damage. .

Mr. Dill
heard" Mr. Wren's story and asked to
see the papers. He looked them over and
smiled broadly.

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CHINESE LABOR ON THE CANAL.

Admival Walker Doetn’t Think It Pessible
te Employ Oaly Americans,

WasmiNaron, May 24.~The question of
labor on the Panama Canal has been
brought to the front by the report that
Daniel Davenport of Bridgeport, Conn.,
exsoutive agent of the American Anti-
Boycott Association, has raised the ques-
tion whether the eight hour law of 1802
applies to the canal,

Admira} Walker, president of the com-
mission, says that he cannot tell what action
the commission will také on that point.
There has been some talk also of an attempt
lt:‘umn the work on’ the canal to American

hor,

“Such action as that,” said the Admiral,
“would, I believe, prevent the constryction
of the canal. We anticipate hiringa num-
ber of laborers from the megroes of the
Southern States,but we could not get enough
to build the canal. The negroes of the
South would not leave their present em-
ployment for this work in sufficlent num-
bers.” The Admiral thought that at the
beginning the work would be done by
negroes from Jamaica, but that later Chi-
ness coolies would be secured.- At present
about 700 persons aré employed on the
canal, and before long's number will be
added to work with the surveying parties.

NOINSURANCE AGAINST HANGING

Court Rules That Murderer’s Estate Cen-
not Collect en a Pelicy.
PHILADELPHIA, May 24.—Judge Ralston,
in the Common Pleas Court to-day, on re-
fusing judgment for want of a sufficient
afidavit of defence in a sult brought by the
executor of Robett Kilpatrick against the
Metropolitan Life Insurance Company upon
& policy issued by them, made the ruling
that the estate of & man executed for mur-
der cannot oollect insurance. He based
his ruling upon the ground of publie good.
Kilpatrick took out the policy in 18%0.
In it was a clause providing that after two
years the policy should be non-contestable
exoept for non-payment of ‘premiums or
fraud. In 1008 Kilpat#{ck was hanged for
murder. The company refused to pay and
Kilpatrick's executors brought suit.

After citing a line of cases bearing upon
the subject, Judge Ralston said:

“We consider, therefore, that upon grounds
of publio policy the law of Pennsylvania
forbids recovery upon a policy where the
insured has been executed for crime, and
this whether the policy contains a clause
upon the subject or not, and even if it stipu-
lates that the company shall be liable in such
a contingency. The rule for judgment is
discharged.” .

A WOMAN HURT AS IN CASE OF
MRS. GOTSHALL.

Son of Late Judge Hilten Relenly When
Small Culprit Begs Off--Vain Search
fer Young Ruffian Who Struck Mrs.
Gotshall—Automebiic Reute Plan.

Albert Hilton of 1047 Fifth avenue, son
of the late Judge Hilton, was struck on the
head with a stone while speeding down
Washington avenue at 182d streat laat night
in his automobile.

In the automobile with Hilton were two
women. One of thelatter wasstruck in the
face with the missile that hit Hilton,

Hilton saw a small boy throw the
stone and chased him. At 176th street he
overtook the boy and called to Bleycle
Policernan Kupfrain to put the youth under
arrest.

The boy was taken to the Tremont station,
where he sald that he was Frank Baley,
7 years old, of 783 East 182d street. The
little fellow cried and begged Hilton not to
have him arrested, saying that hr didn'¢
throw the stone at the automobile.’ Hilton
at first was intent on making an example
of him, but finally withdrew the ocom-
plaint and young Baley was released.

Hilton sustained a bad scalp wound.

The two women remained in the machine
while Hilton was in the stationhouse. The
one that was struck eaid she thought the
boy had thrown a sharp stick and not a
stone as Hilton said.

William C. Gotshall, president of the
Port Chester Rallroad Company, accom-
pagied by Detective Sergeants Munday
and Fogarty and several detectives from
the East 104th street station, made a search
yestorday of the meighborhood in which
his automobile was beset by a mob on Bun-
day. The purpose was to seek the boy
who threw the stone which seriously in-
jured Mrs. Gotshall, '

As soon as the detectives began search-
ing the houses on First avenue, between
104th and 105th streets, residente who had
children tried to bar their way, and the
boys suddenly vanished. Careful inquiry
was made in all the houses along the block,
but not a boy- was to be found. Mr,
Gotshall said he got a good look at the
boy who threw the stone, and he would
have no trouble in picking him out from a
crowd of boys. After spending several
hours in going through the neighborhood,
the detectives had to give up the search.
Thoy returned last night and kept it up,
and the houses will be gone through until
the boy is found. He was seen to dls-
appear in one of ‘the tenements on the
block.

Mre. Gotshall is slowly recovering from
the accident, but it will be several days
before she will be able to go out.

Leuisiana Heme Sends Oné Forth, Clean
and Healthy.

NBw ORLEANS, May 24.—For the first
time in history, 1t is said, a leper will be
ordered from a lazzaretto completely cured.
This week the Louisiana lepers’' home at
Indian Camp will discharge one of its
patients, a Creole boy, a native of New
Orleans, aged 15, who has been affticted
with leprosy for four years and who has
been under treatment at Indian Camp’
for nearly two years. 1

When he went to the asylum his body ("

was the color of coffee and was covered
with leprous ulcers; his face was blotched,
puckered up with open sores; he had noeye-

ows nor eyelashes. Now he is clean to
look at; his face is clear, with aslight touch
of color; his eyebrows and eyelashes have
grown, his eye is clear instead of glassy,
afld he has regained control of his facial
muscles.

Five more patients are on the road to
recovery, and will be discharged within a
year.

1t is said that the treatment which has
caused such results is nothing new, but
-imply the persistent application of the
treatment used for leprosy since the world
began. The only difference is that in the
Louisiana home the dfsease has beén treated
steadily, systematically and constantly.
Absolute cleanliness, pure food and pleasant
surroundings as faras posaible are provided.
