TOOK NANSHAN HILL BY. STORM.

Japan's Officisl Reports Tell of the Repulse
of the Russians,

WasHINGTON, May 27.—The Japanese
Legation to-day received official reports
from Tokio of the capture of Kinchau,
The first despatoh follows:

“Torzo, May 27.

*The commander of the army attacking
Kinchau reports as follows:

®:On May 21 reconnoissance was made
and the enemy’s cannonading showed that
they had at Nanshan Hill, south of Kinchau,
four 15 centimetre shrapnel guns, ten 9
to 16 centimetre cannon (10.8 centimetre
shells proved the range of 8,500 metres),
twenty 12 centimetre quiok-firing, besides
at least ten fort gums. At the foot of the
hill there were wire netting and mines.

“‘On May 22 the attacking force HYegan
the operations as had beeh prearranged.
On May 23 reconnoissance was made,which
discovered the enemy's right wing on Huas-
hangtow,with about eight heavy guns facing
the sea. Fragments of the enemy’s shells
showed that they had 20 centimetre guns,
18 oentimetre short cannon, 1044 ocenti-
metre cannon and 7 centimetre quick-
firers. Small bodiee of infantry and artil-
lery of the enemy were observed stationed
at Kinchau.

*On the morning of May 26 our forces
attacked Kinchau, engaging with the ene-
my's artillery on Nanshan Hill. At dawn of
May 26 we began cannonading which lasted
five hours. While three Japanese warships
assisted the land forces from  Kinchau
Bay, the enemy’'s gunboats attacked our
left wing from Talienwan. We took Kin-
ohau at 6:30 A. M. of the same day, and after
ssvere fighting occupied Nanshan Hill
and pursued the enemy.'”

Further details wére received this after-
noon. The second despatoh follows:

. *Reports from the officer commanding
the Japanese foroes concerned in the attack
on Kinchau say that the enemy had built
several covered trenches around the forts
on Nanshan Hill and held the place stub-
bornly under these strong defences. Never-
theless, after a severe attack, the Japanese
forces took the enemy's position by storm,
driving them toward Nankueling. This
severe fight oontinwed for sixteen hours.

*Admiral Togo telegraphs that a report
bas been sent to him by the Captain com-
manding the detached squadron, consist-

ing of four gunboats and a torpedo flotilla,

to the effect that the fleet reached Kinchau
Bay and cooperated with our army in’ the
attack on Nanshan Hill on May 26, and upon
withessing our army take the forts on the
hill the squadron withdrew from the soene
of fire.

“The Captain of the gunboat Chokai

- was killed and nine others were killed and

wounded. No injury was inflicted on the
vessels of the squadron.”

NORTHERN ARMY'S MOVEMENTS.

Townsend died,
and Dyet sucoeeded to the trusteeship. On
his death, a few years later, Levy became
exeoutor in turn,

Ten days before Levy's sulolde one of the
residuary legatees discovered that Levy
had sold the property and that the sale had
realized $32,500. A lawyer was employed
to ask Levy for an accounting. The latter
asked time in which to make the settle-
ment, but each day he was approached by
this lawyer demarding a settiement.

The lawyer, so Levy's companions now
say, appeared outside of Lawyer Koones's
office on Wedneaday aftermoon and sent
word to Levy by the office boy. Levy,
with J. F. Dorthy and H. C. Mason were
with Koones, who had been trying to
negotiate a loan of $450,000 for them.

“Oh, yes,"” said Levy to the boy when he
delivered the message, “tell him I got his
note this morning and also his letter of
yesterday. Tell him that matter is to be
fixed up in a few minutes.”

Levy, Dorthy and Mason were the pro-
moters of the Auditorium Am isement
Company. They had partly erected a
big building at 126th strest and Seventh
avenue, but strikes in the building trades
had left them in need of ready cash.
