ANSWER

Proposed Judiclal Commissions for the
Preshytery, the Synod and the General
Assembly—Memorial Praying the Sen-
ate to Expel Apostie Reed Smoot.

BurraLo, May 28.—There was a great
thinning out in the ranks of the commis-
sloners when this morning's session of the
General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church in the United States was called to
order. Probably half of the delegates were
not in their seats The exodus began as
soon as the Assemnbly passed upon the great
question of union. Those who remained,
however, attended a very interesting
sengion,

The commissioners took a strong position
aguinst polygamy and demanded the ex-
pulsion of Senator Smoot from the Senate.
They also went on record against the pro-
tost of a few commissioners to the action
of the Assembly on the question of union
with the Cumberland Presbyterian Church.

The report of the special committee on
judicial commissions was then taken up.
The report was presented at the ression of
the Assembly late Friday afternoon and
was under consideration when the Assem-

bly adjourned.

It is proposed in this report to create a
judicial commission for the presbytery, the
synod and the General Assembly to hear all
quesations of doctrine and heresy and other
matters pertaining to the laws of the
Church. The judicial commission in the

reshytery is to be composed of four min- |
ieters and three layinen, in the synod of
xix ministers and five laymen, and in the |
Cieneral Assembly of eight clergymen and
geven laymen, and it is to be the duty of
these commissions to hear all cases of a
judicial nature heretofore tried before the
units of the Church,

Tt is argued that the creation of such
eommisgions would relieve thé entire
fudimmr)’, especially the General Assem-
)y, of a great deal of detail business, and
that gecrecy would be insured in the trial
of cases, especially those involving ques-
tions of morality that might cast scandal,
not only on the persons involved, but on
the entire church.

The committee recommended the adoption
of a resolution to send a number of over-
tures down to the presbyteries for action.
Those overtures look to a change of the book
of discipline along the lines suggested in
the report. :

The Hon. Robert A. Brown favored the
report, but he was opposed to drawing the
color line against the laity or “Jim Crowing”
them. He eaid the representation on {ﬁe
judicial commission should be equally

ivided between ministers and laymen,

The report of the committee was then

The Rev. DroRobert F. Coyle, chairman
of the commit on bills and overtures, )
reported upon a large number of overtures.
Among them were the following:

Taking no action on a petition recom-
mending the unseating of United States
Senator Smoot of Utah,on the ground that
the petition did not come before the com-
mittee from any ecclesiastical body, and
therefore could not be considered. The
chairman of the committee, however,
Jaid the paper before the assembly for its
congideration.

Judge Wilson of Philadelphia said that
while he was in hearty sympathy with the
sentiments expressed in the paper it was not
within the province of this body to defire
the per alties to be provided by the United
States Senate in a matter of this kind, On
his motion, therefore, the paper was recom-
mitted. :

Later in the session the committee re-
rorted back a memorial to the United States
Senate praying for the expulsion of Senator
Ropd Smoot and the enactment of more
stringent criminal laws against lgyamy.

John 1. Platt of Poughkeepsie oppored
the report. “I am against it,” he raid.
Whereupon there was a temporary uproar
and some confusion.

“Hold on, gentlemen," added Mr. Platt.
“I have a right to my opinion. I hold
that this i= a political question with which
this assembly has nothing to do!

A delegate called for a rising vote on a
motion to adopt the report of the committee.

When the vote was taken only five com-
mls:llonem opposed the adoption of the re-
pert.

The committee also reccmmended the
adoption of an overiura objecting to the
carting of the Liberty Bell from Philadel-
phia to St. Louis and its exhibition on Sun-
days in various places en route,

e committee reported in favor of recom-
mending the adoption of an gyerture in
regard to the Lewis and Clark exposition,
to be held in Portland, Ore., next year.
The overture asks that the Logislature, of
Oregon pass a law compelling the expositicn
to close on Sundays. This recommendation
was adopted by a rising vote.
