FILLY MIMOSA.

Alse Cashes & Big Wager on Dainty, and
Continues to Be the Reigning Sensa-
tion—John A. Drake Buys & Half
Interest ia Britisher for $13,800.

Joe Yeagor hed another successful day
at Uravesend yesterday afternoon. His
operations have been the talk of the turf for
weeks, but his luck still clings to him, and
everything he touches seems to turn to gold.
No plunger in recent years has had things
break so conveniently for him, and the wise
men are wondering what the end will be.
“Pittsburg Phil® has been scknowledged
as the greatest and most successful plunger
of modern times, but just now Yea er has put
the silent man from the Smoky City decidedly
in the backgreund.

At the recent sale of the Whitney horses
Yeager bought the three-year-old filly Mi-
mosa, by Hamburg—Castalia, for $3,500,
Trainer R. F. Campbell took her in charge,
and the other day she worked six furlongs in
1:12%, This performance was known only to
Yeager and a few of his associates, and when
the layers quoted 5 to 1 against her in the
first race yesterday the plunger began cutting
loose his mone’, His busy commissioners
hurried from book to book until they bad
succeeded in placing $10,000 on the filly, whose
price dropped to 11 to 5. She won handily,
and Yeager cleaned up $30,000, according to
the eatimate put upon his winnings in the ring

It waa just Ye ger's luck that the favorite,
Unmasked, ran his poorest race of the season,
for the Domino gelding was 'he only thing
Mimosa had to fear in the race. Hildebrand,
Yeager's celebrated jockay, rode the Ham-
burg filly, and also had the mount on Uraziallo
in the third race, Yeager backing this colt
for a big bunch, only to see him run third.
Yeager did not get in another plunge after
that until the fifth race, when he plumped
down a $10,000 wager on Dainty, backed down
from 16 to 5 to2 to 1, who was brought
home guccessfully by Hildebrand.

“With blinkers on,” said Mr. Fitzgerald
after the races, “Unmasked is a savage ani-
mal, He isliable to jump on any of the horses
at the post and cut them down.
