The new theatre ordinance recent ly passed
by the Aldermen was approved yesterday-

It provides that every theatre built In
the future shall have open courts or thor-
oughfares on all four sides the
the courts to be determined by
capacity of tho theatre For theatres
seating not more than 1000 the surrounding
courts must be ten feet for 1400
twelve feet and for still larger theatres
fourteen feet
