TEST BASEBALL CASE ARGURD.

DID IT? DISTURB THE PEACE OF
THE SABBATH?

That Is the Very Gist of the Law, Says
Justice Gaynor, and Yet It Is Not
Averred in Any of the AmMdavits
—~Court Asks the Lawyers for Briefs,

SBupreme Court Justioe Willlam J. Gay-
nor, in Brooklyn yesterday, heard argument
in the ocase of Frank Dillon and Edward
Poole, members of the Brooklyn baseball
team, who were charged with violation of
the Sunday law by participating in the
game at Washington Park on Sunday, May
20. ‘This is the case which, by an under-
standing, was to be made a test of the
legality of ball playing on Sunday when
money is required for admission.

Bernard J. York, counsel for the Brook-
lyn Baseball Club, moved for the discharge
of the accused on the ground that there was
no allegation that the peace and ropose of
the Sabbath had been disturbed by the
game. He cited Justice Gaynor’s own de-
ciafon, in which he held that such an alle-
gation must appear in the complaint, and
also cited a similar decision in a like case
by Justice Barnard sixteen years ago.

“Is-there no allegation in the complaint
that there has been a disturbanoe of the
tranquillity of Sunday?” asked Justice

Gn{uor.

“We cannot successfully maintain that
there is,” replied District Attorney Clarke.
“I am g0 informed by Police Cap White;
po if this complaint is to stand or fall by that,
we.&p0 out of court, for we are absolutely
unable to show by the people in the vicinity
m}hey are disturbed by Sunday base-

Justice Gaynor said that he had abso-
lutely no intention of differing with the de-
cision of Justice Barnard in the Dennin
case, but, on the contrary, intended to stand
by it, being forced to do so, whether he
wanted to or not.

Mr. York contended that the mere fact
that Dillon and Poole were paid for their
services made no difference, for to declare
them guilty would be in effect to hold that
-gw ;sllmday shows at Coney Island were un-

wiul.

“Baseball playing,”said Mr. York, “in-
stead of being injurious to morals has a
good influence and toward better
citizenship. We now recognize the neces-
sity for innocent recreation on Sunday.
No one in the vicinity of \\'ashimﬁon Park
ocomplaing that their religious liberty is
disturbed and it is necessary to go miles
from the grounds to get some one as a
witnees in this prooeediui.'

District Attorney Clarke said that the
only point that interested him as a prose-
outing officer was where the playing of base-
bell on Sunday was a violation of the law,
the complaint had been made and it was
his duty to see that the law was enforoced.
“What are you going to do with the Dennin
case?” asked Justice Gaynor.

“There was no admission fee charged in
that case,” replied Mr. Clarke, *“Baseball of
itself is not a crime. It is criminal only
when carried on in a business way on Sun-
day. Then it becomes unlawful.

“These defendants,” said Mr. York, “are
not charged with conducting a game of
baseball for profit. If an admission fee
was charged these defendants are not
responsfble for it.” Mr. Clarke said that
his contention was that baseball conducted
for an admission fee on Sunday, was pro-
hibited under the statute.

“T understand,” said Justioe Gaymor,

“that some people came forward and in-
stigated the police in this matter., Is none
of them willing to swear that the re;;oce of
the Sabbath was interfered with? It is a
very strange thing if they won't, It
very strange that ministers who want this
law enforced are not willing to swear that
the repose of the day is interfered with.
very gist of the law.”
Lawyer John M. Perry, representing dthe
under-
stood the church people were willing to
swear that the game at Washington Park
disturbed the peace of the day.

“I could get no such evidenoce as that,®
Mr. Clarke said.

Justice Gaynor rald that he would take
the case under advisement, directing coun-
se] to look thoroughly into the law and
submit briefs.

THE KIND OF MAN POUCH WAS.

Light on the Character of the Father Who
Killed His Four Children.

EL1ZABETH, N. J., June 7—Albert Pouch,
who was shot by his father, Joseph M.
Peuch, at Reselle, N.J,, yesterday, after the
latter had killad his other three children
by poison and pistol shot, died this morn-
ing. He was 14 years old and the oldest
of -the four children, The four bodies,
together with that of the father, who killed
himself, will be taken to Brooklyn to-mor-
row for burial in Greenwood Cemetery.

Some of the letters left by Pouch, which
were brought to light to-day, showed the
premeditation with which he planned his
mad deed. A letter to his brother Frank
E. Pouch, an undertaker of 305 Adams
atrest, Brooklyn, gave directions for his
burial, designated the kind of flowers he
wished to be used, directed how he and the
children were to be dressed and where

the oclothing ocould be found. He
specified that white carnations be used on
his own coffin, explaining that these were
his wife's favorite flowers. He said that
he told his wife, who died under suspicious
ofrcumstances a little more than a month
ago, that he and the children would be with
her inside of three months. He wished to
be buried in his Masgonic apron and desired
the funeral services to be held in a Presby-
terian church.

He direoted that the hymns *“Nearer,
My God, to Thee” and “Gates Ajar,” be
sung, and left instructions that all of the
d should be buried in the same plot in
Greenwood Cemetery. He had written
an- inscription to be 1phoed on the tomb-
stone of his wife, It cantains only the
dateg of her birth and death. He wrote
that he was prepared to meet his God, that
he was a Christian and had done a Christian

complained that a Roselle minister

?eople of Roselle, he said, were not Chris-
ians or they would have called to inquire
if his children had attended SBunday school.

Neighbors threw some additional light
to-day on the character of Pouch. Ac-
cording to them, he was perpetually wail-
ing. against what he termed the greed of
corporations. Heoonstantly asserted that
the majority of men did not get their due
in worldly goods.

*He was the sort of man,” said one of
his neighbors, “who, if he were getting $10
a week in the employ of A man whose ﬁuni-
ness netted a profit of $25 a week, would
grumble because he did not receive $12.50."

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FULTON SUBMERGED ALL NIGHT:

Submarine Remains Under Water for Over
Twelve Hours—Trial Successful,

NEwporT, R. 1,, June 7.—There was an
interedted crowd gathered on the dock at
the torpedo station this morning to see what
would take place when the submarine tor-
pedo boat Fulton came to the surface after
her submersion of the night, she containing
besides the members of the crew, Naval
Constructor J. J. Woodward, a member of
the Naval Trial Board.

It was then
learned that everything had passed off
nicely on board the boat, and only once
during the night was the foul air pumped
out and fresh air let in from the air cham-
ber, and this only being done as it was re-
quired by the board.

VANDERBILT AUTO RACE OPEN

RESTRICTIONS PLACED ON THE
FIRST TWO CONTESTS.

Cup Must Be Competed For in This Country
Twice and Will Then Become s Really
International Trophy—First Compe=
tition Will Be Held On October 8.

On Oct, 8 the first great automobile road
race, that for the trophy presented by W. K.
Vanderbilt, Jr., will be held In this country,
and the cars that were not permitted to go
abroad wil. then have a chance to prove
thelr abilities. This was settled upon yester-
day afternoon after a final conference between
Mr. Vanderbilt and the racing board of the
American Automobile Assoclation, and a
meeting of the executive committee of the A.
A. A., at which the agreement was ratified.

The articles of the deed of gift have been
finally approved and signed and the con-
ditions drawn up. The conditions of the.race
are, in outline: .

The trophy will be officially known as the
*William K Vanderbilt, Jr., cup” It is to
be raced for annually through the American
Automobile association, or its successor,
and the Automobile Club of France will be the
foreign representative of the American Auto-
mobile Association. The date of Oct. 8 has
been fixed for this year and the entries will
close Sept. 8, but in future years the date
for the race will be between Aug. 15 and
Oct. 15, and the entries wil' close on March 15.
The distance of the race will be not less than
250 miles and not more than 300 miles, It must
be'.lmlg on the highway and in no part upon
& lrack.

It will be an open race from the beginning,
but it will be so restrioted during the first
two years that it will hardly rank as an in-
ternational race until 1906, During 1004
and 1905 the race must be held on American
soil. Thereafter it may be held here or abroad
at the option of the holder of the cup. All
members of clubs recognized by or afilliated
with the American Automobile Association
and all clubs recognized by or afliated with
the Automobile Club of France will be eligible
to compete, This opens the race to all those
to whom the Bennett cup race is open. Not
more than ten cars from any one country can
compete. Every challenge and entry must
be accompanied by a fee of $300, for each
car, half of which will be returned if the
car actually starts.

When the contest |a held In the United
States the American Automobile Association
will select the course, secure the necessary
permit, assume all expenses except the per-
sonal ones of competitors, decide the awards
of places in the order of finish, attend to the
policing of the course, the appointment
of officials, the charge of neutral zones, or
controls, &o, When the race is held abroad
these duties will develve upon the Auto-
mobile Club of France.

The commission governing the contests
will be tn 1004 the racing board of the Ameri-
can Automobile Assoclation, of which W. K
Vanderbilt, Jr., is now a member: in 1005, the
racing board of the A. A. A., W. K. Vanderbilt,

be named by its president. During the future
years that the race is held here the commis-
sion will be the same as in 1005 During the
vears that it is held abroad the commission
will consist of the race committee of the Au-
tomobile Club of France, one member of the
A. A. A. and W. K. Vanderbilt, Jr.

The competing cars may be of any horse-
power but must weigh not less than 881 pounds
nor more than 2,204 pounds Each competing
oar must carry two passengers, weighing not
less than 132 pounds aniece,

Numbers will be assigned to the cars by lot
and the number drawn will represent the order
of its start in the race. he cars_will be
gtarted at one minute intervals. The car
covering the course in the least time will be
the winner of the cup. The first car will be
started in the race at daylight, or as soon
thereafter as the commission derma proper.
The races in this country will be governed
by the rules of the A. A. A.; abroad they will
be under the rules of the French clubs.

The course for the race has not yet been
selected, but it will almost beyond doubt be
on lLong Island.

The cup offerad for the race has been com-
leted and is said to be a more costly one than
he Bennett cup. _In a few days it will be put

on exhibition at Tiffany's for a period.
