of fish While no fish affords better
sport to the angler than the ouananiche
there is certainly none that Is
when hooked or more uncertain as to the

The ouananiche is even more of a leaper

than the salrooo Scarcely distinguIshable
from it In color or appearance except
It la of more athletic build it aeems at time
to struggle with the angler as much
air as in the water for Ufe and liberty-
It has been compared to Rudyard Kipling
description of the Fuzzy of the
Soudan an India rubber idiot on the
spree

The skyward gyrations of the ouananlcba
begin as soon as It feels the hook and even
when apparently sate In the bottom of the
Landing net It may leap out of it again
The acme of excitement when a
brace of ouananlche are hooked at the same
time At times It U one up and one down
or perhaps it may be both of them out qf
the water at the same time their shimmer-
ing sides glistening in the amid the
spray of

bows of a waterfall
