CRETE NOW IN BAD HANDS.

PRINCE . GEORGE, SEIZING ALL
POWER, INSULTS THE PEOPLE.

Puts Greeks In the Impertant Offices, and
Reoeives With Scorn and Abuse Cretan
Petitioners for Redress—Forgets the
Pledge He Made tv the Powers.

Spectad Cabdle Despatch to THE SUN.

LoNDON, June 11.—Nearly six years ago
the European Powers exchanged mutual
congratulations at the thought that they
had ended the Cretan troubles when they
selected Prince George of Greece as High
Commissioner of that country. The Cre-
tans received the Prince with the heartiest
weloome. When he took over the ad-
ministration from the hands of the inter-
national Admirals he was pledged to de-
vote himself to “the pacification of the
island and the welfare and prosperity of
its population,”

This population, which had so long
aspired for autonomous constitutional gov-
ernment, thought then that they had at-
tained their ambition, but they now realize
that they are under the worst form of
tyranny, that of a petty despot. Soanxious
were the Cretans to gratify Prince George
that they granted his every demand. First,
the whole Constitution was drawn up under
his supervision. Then his allowance was
rajsed from £6,000 to £8,000, which is one
twenty-fifth of the total revenues of the
island.

Then, successively, he secured the sover-
elgn privilege not to be responsible or
subject to any restraint and to appoint
directly ten members of the Cretan Parlia-
ment. He also insisted on restriction
of the press which amounted to suppression.
Subsequently he replaced the higher ad-
ministration Cretan officials by Greeks
from Athens and twenty-one out of thirty-
nine are now Greeks. Then he secured
fifty per cent. higher pay for the Greek
than the Cretan officials and reduced the
Council, or Ministry, which by the Consti-
tution must be composed of Cretans, to
subservient clerks by depriving them of
all initiative, diminishing the number from
five to three and curtailing their salaries.

Finally he asked the right to appoint
Mayors and numerous members of all
oounty borough councils, who from' time
immemorial had been elected by the people.
This was granted with the deepest sense
of repugnanoce.

So far as Parliament is concerned Prince
George has reduced it to the merest farce.
He appoints ten of the seventy-two memn-
bers. enters vigorously into electioneering
campaigns and can insure the return of
a majority by the assistance of the ecclesi-
astical dignitaries. The Mayors and Coun-
cillors are all appointed by himself But
Parliament has no power anyhow, for
under Prince George's revised Constitution
Parliament, which is elected every second
year, has only one session of two months
and any bill not sanctioned by the Prince
within two months of the close of the ses-
slon ‘is considered rejected With every
desire in the world for peace it is only natural
that the Cretans should finally have reached
the conclusion that some effort must be
made to obtain relief.

The political friends of Prof. Jannaris
raised remonstrances against the auto-
cratic administration of Prince George.
Prof. Jannaris was promptly imprisoned,
but prominent Cretans have actually dared
to prooceed to draw up a respectful petition
to the Prince asking for a just application
of the Conpstitution. Five leading men
presented ,this on May 12 to the Prince.
He received them with scorn, contumely
and abuse, épeaking in a manner only to be
expected from a lunatic.

He first asked the senior member of the
committee, the white-haired Papayannis,
the president of the revolutionary com-
mittee of the great rising of 1886, to say
what the petition was about, addressing
bim as an old fool and an old wretch He
then attachked another member as a dema-
gogue wihout patriotism, self-respect or
sense. When the latter remonstrated against
this language the Prince replied: “Shut
up, you villian; but for you and (an unprint-
able word) old priest Kalaidas there would
be no troubles.”

The committee then said in plain lan-
guage that they must go. The Prince in
thunder tones told them to go, but subse=-
quently kept them there while he perused
the petition, punctuating the reading with
insults to the men standing before him
and winding up with the following grand
outburst of megalomania:

“You must know that neither your strug=
gles in arms nor the Greeco-Turkish War
gave you the present régime. It is I who
liberated you, 1 through my personal re-
lations with the Czar. Were it not for me
you would not have been free to this day.
This is why you must bow your heads.”

“ROVAL MILKMAN” IN LONDON.

Archduke Frederick’s Visit Does
Arouse Enthusiasm.
Speciat Cable Despatch lo THE SUN.

LoxDoN, June 11.—There ia considerable
disappointment in court circles over the
vigit of the Archduke Frederick of Austria
to King Edward. It was much desired
that the Emperor should come himself,
but if this were impossible the Archduke
Francis Ferdinand, the heir to the throne,
would have been much more acceptable.
The truth is that Frederick is extremely
unpopular at home and has not made a
good impression in London.

He lived at Presburg in what amounted
to royal poverty until about six years ago,
when the death of Archduke Albrecht, his
uncle, made him perhaps the richest man in
Austria. He became an immense landed
proprietor and made the fullest commercial
use of the products of his farms and fac-
tories. The common people were unable
to compete with him in the general markets
because he, as &8 member of the royal family,
was exempt from taxation, which is ex-
tremely heavy in Austria. There have
been many public protests, of the dairy-
men, especially, and he has earned the
sobriquet of the Royal Milkman.

His treatment in London has only been
such as is required by strict etiquette.
King Edward did not meet him or accom-
pany him to Aldershot, although he came
as the representative of the Austrian Em-

peror.

SIMS DIVORCE.

All Papers Scaled Except Decree In Former
New Yorker's Favor.

George Vernon Sims, who formerly re-
sided here, but is now said to be prominent
in business in London, has obtained a di-
vorce from Gwenneth Hodgson Sims, whom
he married in this city about fifteen years
ago. Supreme Court Justice Gildersleeve
signed the final decree yesterday, awarding
the custody of the one child, a son, to the
father.

Mr. Sims charged his wife with miscon-
duct in London. All the papers and testi-
mony have been ordered sealed by the
court. Mrs. Sims denied her husband's
allegations, but the referee, Warren Leslie,
reported in the husband’'s favor. Mrs,
Sims is said to be at present in England.

(George Vernon Sims used to be a member
of the Manhattan Club in 1801 and had a
residence at 32 East Twenty-sixth street.

TWO TALES OF ROBBERY.

Man Who Says Thief Took & 1,230 From
Him Accused of Stealing 81,000.

Adolph Schueler, the saloonk=eper who
was found with his hands tied behind his
back near the Morris Canal at Pacific avenue,
Jersey City, early yesterday morning,
and who said he had been chloroformed
and robbed of $1,230, was arraigned before
acting Police Justice Ransom in the First
Criminal Court later in the'day on complaint
of ex-Alderman Patrick J. Norton, a saloon-
keeper, who accused him of the larceny of
$1,000. He was held in $1,000 bail to appear
for hearing next Tuesday morning.

Norton said that he had been in the habit
of lending Schueler large sums of money for
four years. He had confidence in him and
couldn't refuse his request on Friday morn-
ing to let him have $1,000 in bills, so he could
ob lge some of his customers, who are rail-
road men, by cashing their checks. Nor-
ton suspected, he said, that he wouldn't see
his money again and went on a still hunt
for Schueter. Failing to find him, he swore
out a warrant for his arrest.

Sohueler said he was having troubles of
his own while Norton and the police were
scouring the city for him,

“After paying out all the money I had
for railroad checks,” he said, “1 took the
checks to the Hudson County National
Bank, deposited them and drew out $1,230
against my deposit. About noon I met a
man who said he knew where I could get a

galoon in the neighborhood of the
sugar house. 1 got iunto a covered wagon
with him, and we drove off. We haan't
gone far before he slapped a wet ‘handker-
chief over my face, and I don't remember
nny‘thin? else until I came to in the swamps,
Then I found my hands tied, and 1 yelled
murder.”

The lice were not greatly impressed
with Schueler's story, and Norton did not
mince words in saying that he didn't Lelieve
it. A policeman who examined the knots
on the rope gaid he could huve pulled his
left hand through the noose with very little
effort,

Storles Told In Port Richmond of Things
That Happened us Miss Overton, Two
Other Teachers and an Escort Were
Heturning AKrom & Candy Pull,

Whether Eugene . Putnam, principal
of Public School 20, at Port Richmond,
Staten Island, was really *boisterous” in
his conduct and “incolLerent” in his speech
on the night of May 11 last is a question
of great contemporary interest to Mr.
Putnam, the Board of Education officials
on Staten Island and to Port Richmond
in general.

Mr Putnam is accused by Miss Mabel L.
Overton who used to be a teacher in the
school, but who has recently been serving
as Mr. Putnam'’s secretury, as described
above, Charges have been preferred
against him with the Board of Education
by District Superintendent Darwin L.
Bardwell and he has been suspended from
the principalship without pay pending an
investigation by the committee on ele-
mentary education of the main board.

This isn’t the first time that Mr., Put-
pam’s conduct has been the subject of in-
vestigation by school authorities. Two years
ago Miss Ella P. Kelly, a teacher in the
Port Richmond school, then as now under
the direction of Mr. Putnam, acoused him
of having embraced and kissed her. The
Port Richmond Board of School trustees
investigated the charges, found that two
years had elapsed since the time of the
alleged kissing and embracing without
anything being said about it by Miss Kelly
and finally exonerated Mr.Putnam com-

pletely.
Miss Overton, whose statements in the
present case are furnishing material for

thought in Port Richmond, isn't raising all
the rumpus because she wants to If
she had her way about it nobody wonid
know anything about. her belief that the
principal, was “boisterous” and “ incoherent”
on the Lith. She's a good friend_of the
yrincipal’ 80 the principal says. Hea has
nown her family for a long time,and one
of his children, for he's married, is said to
be named after Miss Overton,

The trouble with Miss Overton was that
she was unfortunate in having friends
with her on the 1ith who used no dis-
crimination whatever in calling for help
when Miss Overton thought Mr. Putnam
was petting too “boisterous.” They even
hunted up a policeman, who wanted to
arrest Mr, Pntnam, and, worse by far than
that, they got a former trustee of the school,
who did not love Mr. Putnam, to rush in
as the chief rescuer.

The report of Mr. Putnam's boisterousness
and incoherency spread through Port Rich-
mond. Miss Overton didn't tell about it;
she couldn't stop it. The story floated up
with the tide to Stapleton and came to
District Superintendent Bardwell's ears,
He went to Port Richmond and looked
things over, and as a result Miss Overton
was summoned to his office, along with
others who thought Mr, Putnam was boister-
ous, and they were questioned.

The story which the district superin-
tendent got, as near as it could be learned,
was this: Miss Overton on the might of
May 1ith was returning home from a tuﬂ{
kmﬂ with two other teachers in the s 00l,
Miss Fuller and Miss Chapman, and an
escort, Mr. Halloran. In New street, right
in front of former trustee E. P, D()yfe's
house, the party met Priicipal Putnam.

He was, according to the statements
made to the dis’rict superintendent, “bois-
terous” and “incoherent” and “not at all
like him=elf.” He bbed Miss Overton
by the shoulders and talked “incoherently”
about school matters and about Port Rich=
mond in general. Tha' the place was a
mighty poor one to live in and that he
was going away, far away, seemed, to bo
the burden of his complaint.

Miss Overton's two women friends got
seared and ran to ex-Trustee Doyle’s house.
Mr. Doyle was just going to bed, but he
came out. He asked what was the matter.
Miss Overton said that Mr. Putnam was
only ecolding her for some mistakes
which she had made in school. Mr. Doyla
also seemed to get the impression that

Mr. Putnam was “boisterous” and “in-
coherent.”

He went back to the house and was again
called out. Then Policeman Smith was
called, and Mr. Putnam went away, while
Mr. Dovle accompanied Miss Overton
to her house. Facts disclosed thus far

fail to show where the escort was or what
became of him.

Mr. Putnam lives in a pleasant house
in Prohibition Park. He was not receivggg
visitors yesterday, but it is underst
that he explains the alleged “boisterousness”
and *incoherency” by the fact that he had
been taking some drug for a pain, and the
eflect was more powerful than he had
anticipated.

Mrs, Putnam said, however, that there
was “a nigger in every fence,” and that
her husband would come out in the end
all right. She didn't even remember of
secing him incoherent or boisterous, either.

Mr, Putnam has been at the Port Rich-
mond school nine years and has had re-
markable success as a teacher, it is said.
He Is middle aged. He will contest the
accusations, and has engaged counsel,

TIBET'S FUTILE RESISTANCE.

BRITISH WILL SOON MARCH TO
THE SACRED CITY.

Reenforcementis Now on the Way to the
Present Mission—Russia’s *“Unofficial”
Convention With the Dalal Lama
—An Agent in the Tibetan Capital,

Special Cadle Despatch to THE SUN.

LoNDON, June 11.—The Tibetans are ap-
parently determined to continue their course
of gallant but futile suicide, for it cannot
be called war, till the British mission enters
Lhassa as a conquering force, British
reinforcemente am now on the way to
Cayangtse. When they arrive the ad-
vance will be resumed and the Tibetans
will have a rude awakening from the trust
now reposed in proclamations to the effect
that several members of the mission have
been taken prisoners and that Russians
have landed at Calcutta. It is impossible
to withhold sympathy for this misguided
people, who are h#pless victims of the
rivalry of two great Powers,

Col. Younghusband’s reports disclose the
relations of the Russian Government with
Tibet for the past five years. They show
also that Count Lamsdorfl, the Russian
Minister of Foreign AfTairs, waa able to de-
clare that no convention existed about
Tibet—in fact, that Russia had no designs
whatever on Tibet when Lord Landsowne
in 1803 drew his attention very directly to
the matter.

with the Dalai Lama did exist, the latter
| having even consented to the residence
of a Russian Prince at Lhassa, This,
however, was stopped by the national
council, who are pledged to exclude all
foreigners and refused to make an ex-
ception in favor of a Russian.

Russia's agent has been and is, accord-
ing to Col. Younghusband, a Mongolian
Buriat now known as Dorjieff, a Russian
subject, who left the monastery at Lhassa
to collect money in Russia. He has twice
been received by the Czar and the simple
Tibetans readily accepted his assurances
that a Russian offer of help against England
