GOSSIPOF THE RACETRACK,

LAYERS HAVE A PHENOMENAL
DAY AT GRAVESEND.

Drake, the Heaviest Loser, Beta $30,000
on Falvage—Yeager 920,000 to the
Bad—8mathers Pikes on Witcherart
and Plunges on Stelen Moments,

The bookmakers sald after yesterday's
operations at Gravesend that they had not
experienced a more sucoessful day in two
years. They simply killed the favorites
and even a majority of the place books won
handsomely on the day. For several days
the luck had been gradually turning in the
layers' favor, but yesterday's good fortune
oame as an avalanche and a fortune was lost
by plungers and public alike.

Frank Lauterman, one of Joe Yeager's
associates, made the most successful book
during the afternoon. He laid against all
of the choices and cleaned up a profit of $35,000.
Dan Donnelly, who was loser by $60,000 dur-
Ing the first week of the present meeting,
got back half this amount. Lauterman and
Donnelly, therefore, headed the list of win-
ners among the pencillers, Yeager, on the
other hand, had another bad day, quitting
sbout $20,000 loser. He began by losing
$4,000 on his filly Mimosa in the first race
Then he dropped $5,000 on Conjurer in the
seoond. Ha let the third go, but after plac-
ing a heavy wager on Schulamite in the As-
toria Stakes he tried to save his money by
backing Incantation at the last moment, only
to have Chrysitis beat them both. 8tolen
Moments burned up some more of Yeager’s
money, but he cut down his losses by laying
against Salvage In the last race. If Salvage
had won Yoager would have probably lost
$30,000 or more on the day.

John A. Drake was the heaviest loser
among the plunging regulars. In the last
race he unbelted on Balvage. His commis-
sioners, according to the authority of several
bookmakers who handled some of the money,
got down $30,000 on the Balvator ocolt, who
was backed from 7 to 5 to 7 to 10 &8 moment
before the field waa sent away. 1t was not
ong ago that Drake’s racing partner, Gates,
wagered 840,000 on Waterside, from the same
stable, but Gates was lucky enough to win.
Drake also dropped about 85,000 oh Astarita
in the first race, while Bennington also lost a
big commission on the Bathampton filly, as
well as on Salvage.

E. E. Smathers also figured among the
unsuccessful. When his filly Witcheraft,
at odds varying from 25 to 1 to 15 to 1, won
the first race, Smathers had only a nominal
bet on her to win, and a small commission
on her to show, for he did not see how she
could beat Mimosa and Astarita. Later
Smathers bet $10,000 on Stolen Moments,
only to see Mrs. Curtis's filly disappolnt the
form players again. Sol Lichtenstein put a
plunge bet on Mimosa, and so did other book-
makers who like to speculate from t ground
now and 'then. Emergency, from L. V.
Bell's stable, was backed down to fives, pre-
sumably by money from his owner and friends.
E. R. Thomas had a solid wager on Palm-
bearer, and then played St. Bellane to show.

If Gay Lothario had won the fifth race
Joseph Gatems, Smathers's partner, would
have won $10,000. He had 3280 on straight
at 40 to 1 and $100 third at 8 to 2, getting his
money back. John E. Madden cleaned up
with Councilman in the last race. His agenta
got the coln down so cleverly that the ring
did not take a tumble until the race was
actually under way. Madden never employs
the same commissioner twice in succession
when he sends In his checks, and thereby
keeps his plans well under cover. He has
won three races, each the last event on the
card, since Thursday, putting over Dorothy
Gray at 20 to 1, Flybaock at 8 to 1 and Council-
man at 12 to 1. In each instance the oritics
have regarded the running of these two-
year-olds as a distinct change in form.
Councilman’s performance was such a stun-
ping surprise, wheg his previous performan o®
was looked up, that the talented people were
busy talking about it all last evening.

Before the races Sol Lichtenstein expressed
the opinion in the paddock that Proper would
surely run third in the Suburban Bandiocap.
George Langdon, who was present, promptly
lald $1,000 to $500 on the proposition with
“The Counsellor.”
