Mr. Flamm
declared that he stood by the rail and saw
Mr. Loomis descending the gangway with
a crowd of other passengers. He added

William H. Ellis of New Yo:k, another
fellow passenger, who first reported Mr.
Loomis's disappearancé, refused to be
interviewed again. He spent the day,
accompanied by a member of the American
Embassy, in inquiring at hotels where he
thought it likely passengers by the Kaiser
Wilhelm I1. were staying in order to obtain
evidence of Mr. Loomis's disappearance.
He has taken over Mr. Loomis's property.
Mr. Loomis was bound to Abyssinia on a
hunting trip, and Mr. Ellis is also going
to the same oountry.
