They're a Cold People and Laugh Aceording
to Precedence—This Is the Real
Country for the Colored Brother Afe
ter All—=Seventh Avenue Rejolees.

Seventh avenue does not nead to be told
to-day that Willlams and Walker came
tack from England on the Cunarder Au-
rania yesterday. Seventh avenue knows.
The avenue was #o well informed on the
subject yesterday, and was so joyous that
an automobile procession, in which the
sixty-two members of the Willlams & Wal-
ker theatrical troupe were making a tri-
umphal progress uptown from the pier, had
to be broken up and dispersed.

Williams and Walker, with the sixty
other American negroes who make up their
theatrical company, have been abroad
since April, 1003, In that time they have
filled a nine monthy engagement at the
Shaftesbury Theatre, London, and have
toured the provinces with great: profit to
he company's treasure chest.

Of all thesa things the press agent of
Hurtig & Seamon will sing loud to any
one who will let himself get locked into a
raom to listen. But the unprofessional
ohservers of the returning Dahomeyans
were more interestod yesterday in study-

Tha outward «igus were generaliy re-
vardad as rather amusing, George Walker,
for instance, wore a wonderful coat which
he proudly displayed as having had * macle
in London after original designs<.” He
deacribed it as bhaving “a Norfolk front,
kinder symbolical of the Southern origin
of most of the company, and a Richmond
hack, with historic reference to the recent
visit to England.”

Mr. Walker informed his man-
agers yesterday, with indiscreet contidence,

Williams in the first of the sixtecn suto-
mobiles which delighted Seventh avenue
yesterday afternoon, togQk instant note
of this costume, and the rapid breaking up
of the crowd was in no small measure due
to the harte of many Seventh avenue and
Fifty-third street exquisites to get to their
tailor shops with the utmost speed.

Most negroes who have sought glory
abroad for their literary or dramatic abili-
ties have come back emphasizing the social
courtesy with which they have been re-
ceived on the other side. They have dwelt
upon the absence of any “color line” in
England, and have delighted their auditors
by gravely announcing .that they have
met and mingled familiarly with royalty
and have found the King or the Prince of
Wales “a perfect gentleman.” Williams
lnthn.l.ker abandoned this custom-beaten

To be sure they did give a performance
on the lawn at Bucking Palace on the
birthday of a y oungster of whom Mr.
Walker spoke cheerfully yesterday as
“little Prince Eddie of Wales.” And Ada
Overton Walker did give lessons in cake
walk dnncin%}o Lady Constance McKenzie,
Miasa Muriel Wilson and other persons with
a desire for novelty. They had crowded
houses almost all of their time abroad and
made a Jot of money.

“But,” said George Walker yesterday,
“we have not returned with any delusions
. .about not being the best land in the

world for a man or a woman of our color
to live in. There is a color line here, yes.
but if a negro wants a job in this oounua.
he can get it, if he can do the work. C})
will not forced to etarve to death just
because of his color.

“Now, we were treated with the greatest
kindness and appreciation in kngland.
We were amunlnﬁ. We were curiosities,
We were freaks, If you choose to put it
that waiy. But everywhere I went, every
step of way, I felt that if I were not in
the theatrical profession, if I were not,with
the rest of our company, more or less of a
novelty, I would be allowed to starve to
death before I would ever get a chance
to do a lick of work to earn the price of a
meal. They are a cold, cold people.

“Yes,” chipped in Mrs. Walker, “they
won't laugh in a theatre until Mrs, So-
and-So has laughed. They are all watch-
fing her. If she doesn’'t laugh, then their
eyes dance and they are entertained, but
they must not show it. If she laughs, then
everybody hufhs. It isn't a free country.”
#=“But did Williams and Walker ever make
Mrs. So-and-So laugh?” asked the inter-
viewer.

“Sure we did," rejoined the head of the
house of Walker. “But what we mean is
that we resented their waiting for some
one else to give the cue before they dared
express their own real feeling, e may
get all kinde of talk atout the color line
over here. For myvsell and for Bert Wil-
liame, I will say that we have never had
any trouble and that 1 never knew the self-
reapecting sensible colored man who did.

“But we know that at bottom the people
of the United States, no matter how much
they may differ in color, have some heart
M\({thlt you can find it if you look for it
in the right way, and if | could say, without
deprecating the many kindnesses we re-
ceived on the other side, that the same
kindnesa was not alwave discernible over
there—it would exp.css exactly what my
feelings were.”

It was just a yvear ago to-day that the
Willlams & Walker company was com-
manded to appear Lofore the royal family
at Buckingham Falace. The event is
fittingly commemorated on the stationery
of the company by the emblazoning thereon
of the royal coat of arms and intertwining
therein the Willlams & Walker firm name,
with the date of the royal appearance duly
insgribed bhelow. There was a report on
Broadway last night that all the members
of the company fmd their undergarments
emblazon with the same device,
thelr monograms.

Mr. Walker uxglainod firther what he
meant by saying that Britiehers did not give
the negro a square deal as a man and a
brother.

“You let a black man get into an auto-
mobile and start off with it over there,”
said he. “The folks on the street will

tare and shiver like they were going to
throw a fit. I don't know, but 1 hope that
we taught them a little something about
the mental capacity of the American negro.
They are used to colored folks from all
sorts of outlandish countries. They would
cotne up to us with all sorts of foreign
tongues.

“‘No friend,’ says 1. ‘Not that for me.

“He fell back and was clean astonished.

“No, this is the colored man's country
for a fair chanoe, just as it is the white
man’s. We may not know all there is to
know, but we knew when we are well off.”
