A crowd of children singing and waving
Hag on home from a May party-
In St Marys Park were parading along
St avenue The Bronx at oolock
yesterday rfternoon when a middleaged
nan hatlem and shrieking like a maniac
rushed out of Southern Boulevard into
138th street waving a big revolver at the
trolley cars

The children were cornIng from a picnic
given by Eugene J McOoire Tammany
leader of the Thlrt fourth district Per
hape 9000 of them had reached the place
where the man appeared when the yella
of men and women and blAsts of factory
whUtlee gave the alarm The children ran
In very direction

Juet then a New York New Haven and
Hartord passenger train was approaching
the croselng at St Ann avenue and 188th
street The gates had been lowered but
twenty or thirty of the little scrambled
under them

The gtemen and several factory em-
ployees on their way homo from work
wont head first under the gates or over
them after the children It was a matter
of ten seconds perhaps but enough for
the men to throw the children off tho track
the they could and get off safely
themselves Then filLy or sixty men from
the nearby factories mad in front of
the gates and held back tho children that
still kept coming

The man with the revolver who was
Mark Fox of 1871 Webster avenue kept
striding along U8th street pointing the gun
ht paaeeraby waving It at the trolley oars
and every now and then giving a yell Uke
a Sioux Indian A block from Southern
Boulevard Inspector Beasley of the Union
Railway Company saw him and whistled
until his wind gave out By that time the
crowd bad packed the streets for blocks
around nobody wanting to get within
range of the waving gun but everybody
stuck In the jam

once at Adams and once at Thompson
One bullet went through tho hat of Stephen
