THE GREAT HERMIS BEATEN,

LIGHATLY WEIGHTED COLONIAL
GIRL WINS 850,000 RACE.

Son of Hermenee Carries Crushing Impost
of 180 Pounds and Runs Second In
World’s Fair Handlcap—Time 2:09 1-4
on Heavy Track—Jookey Gets 810,000

81. Louls, June 35.—Before 50,000 shriek-
ing, yelling, hat throwing, handkerchief
waving men and women, Colontal Girl, C. E.
Rowe & Co.'s grand looking five~year-old
mare, with a killing drag in the weights, to-
day lowered the colors of Hermis, the pride
of the East. The race was the World's Fair
Handicap of $50,000, the biggest prize ever
put up in a handicap in this country.

With his crushing impost of 130 pounds,
the grund son of Hermence ran a magnificent
race. Off quickly at the starter's signal
with Jockey Redfern sitting in the saddie
like a statue, Hermis dashed away in the
Jead of his fleld. The gap was three lengths
as they went by the stand the first time,
t:ld going up the backstretch it was widened

four lengths, 1

Coloniul Girl, well in hgnd and ably ridden
by Jockey A. W. Booker, was in second place.
Passing the half mile pole, after a distance of
six furlongs had been covered, the mure
began gradually to creep up. Foot by foot
sha gained, and dashing around the far turn
she had lessened the advantage of the flying
chestnut in front to three lengths,

At the three-eighths pole, Colonial Girl
seemed to falter, probably because she struck

as though the mighty Hermis had the race
won. But once around the last turn the race
immediately assumed a different aspect. As
soon as the firmer footing was reached the
mare began to forge ahead. y ¥
Instead of cutting down the lead of Hermis
by inches, she began to outstride him by feet,
and at the furlong pole she had him hooked.
Up to this stage it looked as though Hermis
bad been running easily, but when the mare
finally got to him it-looked as though he was

by a good two and a half lengths, Hermis
easily held the place by four lengths from
Moharib, J. W. Bchorr's three-year-old, a
colt to which .he was conceding but sevém
pounds on the scale. The others were fairly
well bunched in behind Moharib, but, as
far as first money was concerned, were neyer
contenders. Witful, especially, ran disappoint-
ingly. The Chicago delegation, which was
very large, played Hildreth’'s mare very
heavily.

The race resulted in a distinctly 8t. Louis
victory. It is the first time since racing
has been a recognized sport here that a 8t.
Louis man has won & big prize. Colonial
Girl is principally owned by Otto Stifel, a
8t. Louis brewer,who started his récing ca-
reor back in the days when that good colt,
Pop Gray was a two-year-old.

He was then a partner with John W, 8chorr
in the ownership of the Gambrinus Btable.
It was a disastrous venture for Mr, Stifel,
who'lost very heavily. Since then he has
been interested in racing, but on a very
small scale. Colonial Girl is the first really
good horse, as far as results go. he has ever
owned, The mare was developed here as a
two-year-old and raced here the following
year by J. W. Rogers, who sold her to Messrs.
Rowe and Stifel last year.

There was a strong impression here that
she would not run on a soft track, Mr. Rowe
said she nould not, and last night, after it
rained, Mr. Stifel stayed at the track until
very late at night, urging the men who were
working to do their best, and promising
rewards in caas the footing was firm this
afternoon. When the mare raced hore 1
Mr. Rozers's hands, howaver, she us
to like soft going, and hor reputed dislike
for it now is a reputation she ha fned since
she hus been principally rarcd elrew mr% a

While the race was run over a very bad
track, perhaps the worst since'the meeting
began, it was a vqri fair contest. Hermis
was absolutely without excuse.” He . was
off on the first stride, made the pace na\t
best suited him, and carried his speed for
a mile as though the race were,a mere ex-
ercise gallop for him. As a spectacle, the
race was of no greater interest than any
ordinary selling race, except in the class of
the horses engaged And the money at stake.
