Although the
latter horse was making his first appearance
sinoce last September he ran a remarkably
good race considering the fact that Joyner,
his trainer, was afrald he would not be able
to get the fast son of Watercress—Zealindia
to the post. Great credit must be given to
Jack Joyner in getting him to a race.

Waterboy opened up at 4to 6, but the gam-

blers did not want him, and the price went
Broomstiock was quoted at

back to 18 to 10.
11 to 8, and Reliable, the great sprinter and
welght carrier, went up to 5 to 1 and was
pounded down to 18 to 6; Rapid Water was

The start was good, and Broomstick showed
in front as the field raced to the main track—
the start was made in the mile chute—with
Waterboy second and Repld Water third.

Tireless, also heavily played, at 20 to
1, was second, and Whineray third. The
field broke to a good start, and, coming to the
first jump, Mr, Page, who had the mount on
Cock Robin, the favorite, stumbled and fell.
Portunately, Mr. Page escaped injury. Mean-
while, Conover went to the front and set a
merry pace. He inoreased his lead at every
quarter mile and fenced In beautiful style.
