COMMENCEMENT DAY AT YALE
AND HARVARD UNIVERSITIES.

Secretary Taft Tells the Yale Boys How
Their Cablegram Cheered Him When
11l in Manila—Honorary Degrees Glven
to Eminent Men at Both Places.

NEw HAVEN, June 20,—At Yale's annual
commencement to-day 625 diplomas were
presented and many honorary degrees
given,

Judge Henry E. Howland, "84, of New
York, it was announced this afternoon
at the Alumni dinner, was elected member
of the Yale Corporation, defeating James L.
Houghtaling, '76, of Chicago. Judge How-
land's vote wasa 2,617 and Mr. Houghtaling's
2,043, 1t was a contest in which the Eastern
alumni won over the Western men.

At the alumni dinner there were 1,600
present.  President Hadley presided.
Among the speakera were former President
Dwight, Judge Howland, former Governor
of Connecticut George P. McLean, President
King of Oberlin, Secretary of War Taft,
Chief Justice Arellano of the Philippine
Islands and Pardelde Tavera, senior Filipino
member of the Philippine Commission.

Secretary Taft said it was a great pleasure
for him to be at Yale once more to see the
new and the old things, the new mace and
the new dining hall. He said that his ap-
pointment as Governor-General of the
Philippinee carried with it no eacrifice,
except the loss of attending the Yale bi-
centennial,

“During the bicentennial celebration
things were not going well in the Philip-
pines,” he said, “and I was sick in bed,
and everything loked gloomy.

NEW LEADERIN TAILORS' STRIKE.

Charles F. Relchers Chosen by the Cutters
—Both Sides Resolve to Fight It Out,

The striking clothing cutters made
Charles F. Reichers, ex-preaident of the
United Garment Workers, who led the cloth-
ing strikes of 1868 when 40,000 garment
workers were out, leader of the present
strike yesterday. Reichers is also re-
garded as the leader of the tailors' strike.

At noon 809 non-union tailors, *“inside
workers,” in the factory of Alfred Benja-
min & Co., held a meeting, passed reso-
Jutions and quit work in a body The reso-
lutions were to the effect that as the manu-

CHARGES AGAINST DOGS’ HOME

AFFAIRS AT BIDE-A-WEE ARE
‘UNDER INVESTIGATION.

Bergh Society’s Agent Reporta Males and
Females Herded Together, Food In-
sufMcient and Mange and Distemper
Prevalent—Reforms Are [Promised.

An anonymous letter complaining of the
state of affairs in the Bide-a-Wee Home for
dogs and cats, in Chrisfleld street, near
Central avenue, Yonkers, was received by
President John B, Haines of the Society
for the Prevention of Cruelty to Animals
about a week ago, and he immediately
ordered an investigation. Agent Garn
Jost of the society, who lives at 20 Victor
street, Yonkers, submitted a report yes-
terday.

Jost, in his report, says that on Friday,
June 24, he went to the Bide-a-Wee Home,
He found A, Wildermuth in charge and
obtained permission to make an inspection.
There were four kennels. In one there
were eight dogs which were in good health.
Jost was ‘told the dogs were boarders.
The second kennel contained seven dogs,
the third eight and the fourth fifteen. In
these three kennels males and females
were mixed together, and some of the ani-
mals in each were suffering from distemper

and the mange.
While Jost was at the fourth kennel
the dogs began to fight. “A little black
dog,” Jost eays, “was almost killed. There
were & number of dogs involved in the fight,
and among them a fox terrier puppy that
was Ladly diseased of the mange and &
black mongrel pup. They did not &
ear as if tﬁey had proper attention. The
ennel between the house and the
was exposed all day to the hottest rays

of the sun.

“I was informed by A. Wildermuth,
the manager, that the dog{g were picked
up in the streets of New York and that
some were sent there by people who did
not want them. Dr. Miller, a veterinary
surgeon of New York, who is the doctor
for the home, receives them, and then they
are sent to the Bide-a-Wee Home, whether
they are healthy or sick.” )

Wildermuth told Jost that while the
dogs are at the home he doctored them.
“I am not a doctor,” Jost quoted Wilder-
muth as saying, “but I understand their
treatment. No dootors have been here
for four or five months. They send all
kinds of diseased dogs to the home for me
to care for. One dog died of distemper
three weeks ago. About that time there
was a fight in the kennels and three of
the dogs were killed. They are fed on
bread and meat, and in my opinion they
are not properly cared for. Seventy-five
»ounds of meat are supp to be sent
\ere every week, but some weeks they do
not send 8o much, and when there is nc¢*
enough I have to let them go without.”

“I then told Wildermuth,” Joet's report
continues, “that he must send word at once

Degrees to the Number of 1,160 Awarded
—Honors 10 Well Known Men,

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., June 29.—This was
Harvard's 268th commencement day, and
hundreds of graduates were back in Cam-
bridge for the event. It rained heavily,
but the weather had no effect on the pro-
gramme.

The morning exercises were held in
Sanders’'s Theatre, where the degrees were
given out and the commencement addresses
were delivered. AL 10 o'clock the corpora-
tion and the board of overreers went from
University Hall to meet the recipients of
degrees and the invited guests. As usual
the Commonwealth was represented, as
were the countiea of Buffolk and Middleses
and the cities of Boston and Cambridge.

The commencement procession, with
men marching in gnwns representing every

ossible academic degree, wended its way

eath umbrellas to the theatre, where
1,160 degrees were awarded. Last year
Harvard conferred a total of 1,137.

After the morning exerciscs the clasaes
held their annual reunions in the vard.
At 1 o'clock the Harvard Alumni Asso-
ciation met in Harvard Hali and the [uw-
rence Scientifle Association in University
Hall, to elect officers for the ooming year.

Gov. Garvan Praises Roosevelt’s Selection
of Cortelyou to Run the Campaign.

AMHERST, Mass, June 20.—William H.
loody, Secretary of the Navy, and Gov.
Aaicius F. 1. Garvan of Rhode Island, were
the principal speakers to-day at the Am-
herst College alumni dinner. Gov. Garvan,
who' {s & member of the class of '62,said
that young ocollege men who aspire to
political leadership would find, as a rule,
that the political leaders, whether college
graduates or not, are unscrupulous in their
‘methods. But the selection by President
Roosevelt of Mr. Cortelyou, rather than a
political wire puller, to manage his cam-
, he said, gvu rise to the hope that

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drew the noticesa.

The New York Clothing Trade Associa-
tion held a meeting in the Lafayette-Bre-
voort Hotel and passed a resolution pledging
jta members to stand by the open shoﬁ.
Each member is under a bond which he
will forfeit if he breaks away from the as-
sociation., The firm of Alsburg, Moritz
& Co., which the unions say has resigned
from the association, was represent at
the meetini.

Samuel Fleischman, secretary of the
association, said later that this firm had
sent in its resignation a month ago when
there was no sign of a strike. The as-
sociation had three months to act on the
resignation, and the firm, at the meeting,
bhad pledged itself to remain in the as-
sociation while the strike lasted.

About 600 cutters, the secretary an-
nounced, had been secured in place of the
1,500 who had struck.

MORE MEN OUT OF WORK.

Weather and Slr;iu Made Men Idie In the
First Quarter of 1004,

ALBANY, June 20.—The quarterly report
of the State Labor Commissioner says:

The outdoor tradea—bullding and engi-
neering work—suffered from the extreme
severity of the winter, and there was some
depression in the {ron and steel and wood
workin industries. The proportion of
unionists idle during the first three months
of 1004 was 14.8 per cent. as oontrasted with
8.5 per cent. in the correspondmg period of
1003—the beat vear of the past decade. Of
the 55710 workers who did not work at all
in January, February or March, 34,365 be-
longed to the building trades and 10,631 to
the transport trades--chiefly lake naviga-
tion. Nearly all of this idleness was due to
weather conditions, as proiﬂoted buildin
operationas compared favorably with those o
previous years.

At the end of March no fewer than 25723
union work erswere idle on account of disputes,
and the total number idle for all causes was
103,906, or 27.2 per cent. of the number report-
ing, as compar with 12.1 per cent, a year
ago.

In discussing the question of wages the
bulletin says:

No noteworthy reductions in wages in this
State have been made and wage rates now
stand at the highest point of the decade.
Earnings per day have oeen higher this year
than heretofore in substantially every In-
dustry covered b{ the utunntlus of organized
wage workers, In the bullding Industry
er diem earnings rose from
rst three months of 1008 to
$3.41 In 1004, although the proportion of
unskilled workers had increased in the inter-
val. In transportation per diem earnings
increased from $2.33 in 1903 to $2.86 in 1904,

For the entire body of male members of
trade unions reporting the duration of em-

loyment the average earnings for the quar-
or were $175, as contrasted with $156 a year
ago. Women, however, were not affected
by the stoppage of building operations or
trade disputes and averaged $124 in the first
quarter of 1004, as compared with $118 a year
8go.

Lamkin, a veterinary surgeon, and found
the dogs still in precisely the same con-
dition, They didn't look as if they had
had any medical treatment for five days.
Dr. Lamkin says that two or three of the
dogs could not be cured. I was informed
that Mrs. Kippe and Dr. Miller were there
at 6 P. M. last night.”

Jost said over the telephone last night
that he understood that the home is sup-
ported by contributions from Helen Gould
and several other wealthy patrons. He
said that he inspected the p about a
year ago, when it was started, and found
everything in a healthful condition. One
of the “boarder” dogs, he said, was the
property of Mrs. Jett, a former superin-
tendant of the home, who resigned.
