Apparenitly not a move has been mads
vot townrd carrying out Becretary Cortel-
vou's order for a reinspection of steam-
hoata doing an excursion business in and
about New York harbor, The order was tele-
graphed from the Department of Commeroe
and Labor on Wednesday to Inspeotor-
Cieneral Goorge Uhler, who waa in New York
that day. So far as could be discovered
veatorday, Inspector-teneral Uhler has not
taken the least step toward obeying it.

James A, Dumont, inspector of hulls at
this port, in his office In the Federal Bulld-
ing yesterdny was asked:

“Has the inspection of steamboats at this

port ordered by Secretary Cortelyou
begun?”

“1 have no official knowledge,” was the
reply, “that any such order has been insued.

All I know is what [ have seen in the papers.
Sineo such an order would not well be exe-
cuted without my knowledge, I infer that
the reinspection to which you refer has not
begun. It should be borne in mind that
the work of this department is governed
only by acts of Congress, The laws of the
land are our warrants for the performance
of our duties.”

“Do you mean to say that Secretary Cor-
telyou had no authority under the law

to order a reinspection of the passenger

steamers at this port?” .

“I do not mean to say anything of the
kind," was the reply, “because a statement
of that kind might be regarded as a criti-
cism by me of the act of a superior officer.
I make no such criticism. All I will say
is to repeat that the work of this depgrb
ment is governed entirely by acts of Con-

ress,”

. There were persons connected with the
United States Steamboat Inspection Ser-
vice at this port who were willing to talk,
anonymously, about Secretary Cortelyou's
order. One of them said:

] suspect that the secretary and chair-
man of the Republican national committee
had been advised that it was up to the
Washington authorities to do something
strenuous about the Slocum disaster, so
he issued that order to Gen. Uhler, but,
as a matter of fact, the order has absolutely
no force. _

“The Inspector-General and all the other
inspectors can twiddle their fingers at the
Secretary if they want to, but, of course,
they won't.

TRACKED WIFE 10 KILL HER.

GEORGE LESTER MAY DRIVEN TO
FURY BY DRINK.

Follows Wife Who Refused to Live With Him
to Her Home, Shoots Her From the Foot
of the Stairs and Rushes Upstalirs
to Finlsh the Work—His S&ulclde.

OCEAN GROVE, N. J,, July 1.—Little was
talked of here to-day but Oeorge Lester
May’s murder of his wife last night and his
suicide. Mrs. May had attended religious
services at the Auditorium. She returned
to the home of her parents, with whom she
had been living since her separation from
her husband nearly two years ago, about
100'clock. May was lurking near the house.
He concealed himself in the shrubbery
as she passed. Then he followed her into
the house. She went to the second floor
with her four-year-old son, and had stopped
at the head of the main stairway to take
off the child's coat when her husband burst
in the front door.

Without a word May raised his revolver

and fired a shot, which struck his wife
in the shoulder. She turned screaming
and ran into a bedroom. Before she could
close the door May, who had come up the
stairs two steps at a time, was in the room.
Seizing his wife about the neck he forced
her head back and as she opened her mouth
to scream he jammed the muzzle of the
revolver into it and fired.
Then as the woman staggered down the
stairs and fell dead across the threshold,
he walked over to her dresser and, standing
before the mirror, put the muzzle of the
istol in his own mouth and shot himself.
n all this time it is said he had n ot uttered
a word.

The Mays were married in Brooklyn
six years ago.. Two years ago they sepa-
rated, the young wife returning to the home
of her parents because of the dissipated
habits of her husband. May strove to
effect a reconciliation in vain. Of late he
had been without employment. He worked
in Asbury Park two years ago and came
here hoping to get work. Mrs. May !
of hia arrival on Tuesday. She met him
a day later, He again renewed his efforts
at reconciliation, and when his wife refused
to listen to him he threatened to kill her,
Mrs. May went before Justice of the Peace
Moran of Neptune township yesterday
and asked t} . her husband be appre-
hended, decla'i' : that she feared for her
life. The Jusuce dprommed to have May
arrested to-day and she returned home.
When May heard that a warrant had been
sworn out for his arrest he bought a flask
of whiskey with the last money he had.

By the early evening he had drunk him,
solf  into a fury. He watched his wife
come out of her home, at 79 Pilgrim Path-
way, and was seen following her through the
unlighted streets of Ocean Grove a little
later. He did not enter the Auditorium after
his wife, but returned to a dark sf;o& opposite
her cottage and waited for her return.
Neighbors saw a man lurking about, but
no one warned the police.
May was entirely without money and,
although he wore a new suit of clothes,
the pitiful makeshifts in his other clothing
discl is poverty.
