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BRYAN SPEAKS THOOGH ILL.’

MAY HAVE PNEUMONIA, BUT I8
AT CONVENTION. '

Contraoted & Heavy Cold, Which Has Set-
tled on His Lunges—Throat in Had
Condition—Parker Compliontions 1Ine
crease His Temperature Somewhat,

4r. Loovis, July 9~Willlam Jennings
Aryan is a sick man. The strain of the
past forty-eight hours has been too much
for him, and he is now in the care of a physi-
cian He is threatened with pneumonia.
His throat is so sore that he can hardly
speak above a whisper, and he is physically
tired out. The physician, Dr. Dwight
Johneon of St Louis, who is a first cousin
of the Nebraskan, told him to-day that he
would have to rest and must not see any
visitors or attempt to do any talking.

Despite his condition Mr. Bryan appeared
in the convention to-night, making a dra-
matic entrance. He spoke with great
difficulty, but opposed vigorously sending
any message te Judge Parker from the
convention.

Efforts made to see Mr. Bryan to-day,
(o get his views as to Judge Parker's
nomination, were fruitless. His brother,
Thomas Bryan of Salem, Ill., was in charge
of the door to the Bryan rooms in the Jeffer-
son Hotel, and he told those who called that
it would be impossible to gain admittance
to Mr, Bryan. All that could be obtained
was a statement that Mr. Bryan had sald,
when told that his views were desired,
that he could not see what more there was
to be said after his speech in the convention
at daybreak this morning. That, he re-
marked, represented his position, and
there was nothing more to add to it

But there was much left undetermined by
Mr. Bryan in his references to his position
in the campaign and his attitude toward
the party’s candidate. He said yesterday,
after the platform was adopted by the
committes on resolutions, that he was
satisfled with it and would support it.
He declined positively, however, to say
whether he would support the candidate,
giving as a reason for his refusal that
the candidats had not been named. His
speech before the convention this morn-
ing was made prior to the taking of the
ballot which resulted in a Parker victory.

In that speech Mt. Bryan did not say
whether he would support Judge Parker.
He did say that if the Eastern Democrats
were willing to take a gold man, he was
willing to let them have their way, adding:

*1 will trust to his honesty in all ques-
tions.”

Mr. Bryan made it plain, however, that
he was opposed to the nomination of Parker,
who, he indicated, was the only one of all
the candidates presented who was not
satisfactory. This, of course, was a hit
at David B. Hill. Mr. Bryan has said that
he was not opposed to Parker personally,
It to the company he kept, and he spe-
cifically mentioned Mr. Hill and August
Belmont as the aforesaid company. But
Mr. Bryan, in stating that he would trust
to the honesty of the candidate selected
on all questions, obviously meant that be
would trust to the honesty of the candidate
if the latter stood by the platform adopted.

Before the complication leaving it in
doubt whether Judge Parker would acoept
the nomination it was believed generally
here that Mr. Bryan will go no further than
he did in his speech of last night until Judge
Parker's response to the convention's
notificatiod of his selection has been read
hy Mr, Bryan. What he will do then will
depend upon what Judge Parker says. If
Judge Parker should insist on a gold plank,
or say in his speech of acoeptanoce that
the platform made no reference to the
monay question because it was
as a dead issue and out of the fleld of politics,
Mr. Bryan is likely to say something. 1n
hi< battle w th Hill in the resolutions com- |
mittee he insisted that the eilver issue must
not be repudiated even in that uncertain
and dubious way.

It was by holding over Hill's head the
income tax club that he secured the elimi-
nation of the so called recognition of the
gold standard, For Judge Parker to affirm
in his first formal utterance on political
issues that which Bryan had fought against
would undoubtedly bring from the Nebras-
kan a vigorous response.

The opinion among the politicians here
is that Mr. Bryan will not bolt the ticket
even if Judge Parker says things that are
offensive to him. James C. Dahlman,
national committeeman from Nebraska,
who is one of Mr. Bryan's closest friends
and political supporters, has told the dele-
gates who insisted upon some expression
that Bryun would not bolt. Bryan, how-
ever, has refused to give any indication
his ideas or intentions beyond what he has
sald in speeches.

Just why Mr. Bryan is oocupying such an
uncertain position is accounted for by some
political observers on the ground that he
wants to keep Mr. Hill and Judge Parker
to a strict observance of the dictates of
the platform as adopted last night. If
be saild now that he would support the
candidate, it might tempt Judge Parker
to express some anti-silver or pro-gold
views, the political wiseacres hold, and their
theory is that he is making his position
purposely uncertain without any thought
of bolting #& any time just to keep Judge
Parker in line with a strict interpretation of
the declaration of principles.

Mr. Bryan said after the convention ad-
journed this morning that be was suffering
under a greater physical strain than ever
before, even in his record breaking speech-
making and travelling campaign of 1806,
When he came out of the resolutions com-
mittee room at noon yesterday, after hav-
ing been in there since 8 o'clock the night
before, he admitted that he was thoroughly
tired out. He went to bed when he got
to the Jefferson, but the few hours sleep
he secured did not help him much.

PARKER'S ACTION MAKES HIM WORSS.

The news of Judge Parker's action in-
creased Mr. Bryan's temperature. He
got a private tip on the Parker telegram
befora it became known generally in the
convention. When the convention took a
recess a great crowd of Bryan admirers
rushed over to his rooms in the hotel. They
—era very much excited and inclined to
cheer, but restrained themselves when
they learned of his condition.

Those who came to see Mr. Bryan in ref-
erence to the action of Judge Parker were
Chairman Head of the Tennessee delega-
tion, Chairman Craig of the North Carolina
delegation, Gen. J. A. Weaver of Iowa,
ex-Senator J. K. Jones, chairman of the
na‘ional committee; J.G. Jo! n of Kansas,
of the executive committee f the national
committee, and ex-Gov. Benton MoMillin
of Tennessee.

On account of Mr. Bryan's condition he
was not allowed to talk much about what
the Judge had done, but he said enough to
show his position. Mr. Johnson said after
seeing the Nebraskan:

“Mr. Bryan said he would take no part in
this contest except to authorize that he
would vote against any proposition to
modify or change the platform in any way.
He said this was the Parker people’s fight
®ud not his, and they ocould fight it out to

CONVENTION

Some of the Hungry and Thirsty Had
Thelr Appetites Satisfied—Jim Ham
12wis Provided “Dog Sandwiches” for
Friends—Evening Clothes of Women.

ST, Louis, July 9.—John I. Martin, ser-
geant-at-arms of the Democratic national
convention, had arranged a surprise for
last night's session, Martin was sergeant-
at-arms of the Democratic national con-
ventions held in Chicago in 1896 and in Kan-
sas City in 1900. It is his ambition to be the
sergeant-at-arme of every Democratic
national convention for the rest of his life.

The sergeant-at-arms is selected by the
national committee, and it is very necessary
for the successful candidate to be friendly
personally and politically with the com-
mitteemen. Willlam Jennings Bryan oon-
trolled the national committes during the
Kansas City and the present St. Louis oon-
ventions, and Mr. Maztin was aoceptable
to Mr. Bryan. Otherwise, he would hot
have been appointed.

The Bryan people will not be in control
of the national committee which will select
the officers of the national convention to
be held in 1908. The Parker people will
control it. Mr. Martin, having a natural
and laudable ambition to suoceed himself
for four years, had arranged for a great
ovation in honor of Parker when the New
York jurist was declared to be the party’s
nominee. He had secured hundreds of
flags—of red, white and blue cambric flags.
They were to be given to the spectators
while the balloting was going on and were
to be waved and waved and waved when
Parker's selection was anhounced.

STOLE MARTIN 8 FLAGS FOR COCKRELL,

EVENING DRESS AT DAYLIGHT.

Parker's nomination was announced at
$:48 A. M., and a minute later the conven-
tion took a recess for eight hours. Most
of the mere spectators at the all night ses-
sion had gone dressed in their best. Women
were there in evening gowns. The jewels
they wore around their necks or in their
hair looked as uncanny in the early morn-
ing light as their silk and satin gowns looked
out of plaoce.

But the women didn’t mind. They were
happy over having witnessed a history-
making session and they were too sleepy to
care much any way. The people who had
slept the good sleep during the night and
who were up betimes to begin the day’s
work gazed for a minute or two with wonder-
ing eyes at the low cut gowns and the jewels
and the white shoes, and then ceased to
wonder.

SENATOB OLARK AND JIM HAM.

In all that great collection of humanity

in the Colissum during the all night session

only two men were observed who wore
evening oclothes. They were William

Andrews Clark, millionaire and BSenator
of the United States from Montana, and
James Hamilton Lewis, former Repredenta-
tive in Congress from the State of Washing-

ton and now, practising attorney of Chicago.
Mr. Clark sat with the Montana delegation
on the floor of the convention hall. Mr,
Lewis sat with the distinguished spectators
on the platform.

In addition to wearing clothes alike Mr.
Clark and Mr, Lewis bore a striking resem-
blance in another particular. Both have pink
whiskers, and in cut and arrangement they
were similar. There is a slight color shade
between them, but not enough to attract
attention except on close inspection. Mr.
Clark's are a reddish pink, while those of
Mr. Lewis are a pinkish pink.

All through the night Mr. Lewis sat bolt
upright in his conspiouous place on the
platform and made himself agreeable to
those in his vicinity. In the early morning
hours he carelessly tossed a twenty dollar
note to a messenger boy and told him to
buy sandwiches with it. The boy returned
with a newspaper full. of sandwiches of
the variety familiarly and generally known
as "hot dogs,” only they were cold. But
hungry people were not inclined to be
particular, and the invitation by Mr. Lewis
to partake of his bounty was acocepted
gladly by those about him.

It was an interesting sight to see women
in evening clothes ravgnously attack the
cold sausage and bread. BStill the sight,
however interesting, was not one to delight
most of those on the floor and in the audi-
ence, They were hungry, too, but so situa-
ated that they couldn't go out or send out
for a snack. It didn't make them feel any
better to see others satisfying their appe-
tites.

Mr. Lewis ate nothing. He waved aside
the importunities of his platform aoquain-
tanoes to partake of his own bounty. Saus-
age ia a greasy thing, and some pink whiskers
te preserve their contour must be kept dry.
One more thing about the evening clothes
of Senator Clark and Mr. was that
these two ngtables came out of the hall
into the t daylight of the street. Their
expanses of white shirt bosom agd their
black clothing, with silk roll to the ooat
collar and silk piping on the trousers, looked
queerer to mannish eyes, at least at that time
of day, than did the evening gowns of the
vemen.

THE THIRSTY AND THE HUNGRY.

Along about 4 o'clock, when the hum of
life of a newly opened day came through
the doors and windows of the Coliseum
from the streets, people bagan to get hungry
and thirsty.
