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FLYBACK BEATEN BY HOMO

R. THOMASS 817,000 COLT
TRIMMED AT BRIGHTON.

Sheriff Bell Takes Handicap, In Which
Dalesman Is Last—Hatehet and Dinah
Shad, Backed Down, Add to the Gen-
eral Discomfture of the Layers.

After the last race at Brighton yesterday
F. R. Thomas seemed to be perplexed. Last
Monday he bought the two-year-old colt
Flyback, by Requital-Dalsy Rose, from
John E. Madden for $17,000. Flyback won
the $20,000 Great Trial Stakes at Sheepshead
Bay and Madden said the colt might win the
Futurity. Thomas concluded to see Flyback
perform in his colors and started him yester-
day in a handicap for two-year-olds at nix
furlongs, In which the son of Requital picked
up 128 pounds, giving eight pounds to 8. 8,
Brown's Agile and sixteen to C. T. Patterson 's
Humo. Flyback was ridden by Goorge
Odom, who was met aside by Thomas last
year because of alleged incompetent handling
of Hermis. He opened at 7 to 10, but went
back to 9 to 10 and even money because of
a great plunge on Humo, who was hammered
down from 6 to 1 to 13 to 5., Hildebrand had
the leg up on Humo and he took him out in
front for a hard race with the favorite. They
left the others quickly and Flyback main-
tained a slight advantage to the last elghth
pole, where he began to tire. Both jockeys
went to the whip and in a terrific drive Humo
won by a length In 1:14. Flyback was eight
Jengths before Agile.

Every winner on the card was heavily
played and the ring lost big money in spite of
the defeat of four favorites. Mattie Cor-
bett's Dalesman was disgracefully beaten
in the handicap at a mile and a furlong: He
was quoted at 7 to 10 at the opening, but went
up to even money, the wise money going on
Sheriff Bell, # to 32, at the last moment. Audi-
ence and Palmbearer were both well backed,
too, but Hildebrand, after putting up a su-
perb ride, landed Sheriff Bell winner in a
drive by a half a length. Audience, who car-
ried top weight according to the scale, finish-
ing in the place, a lengthand a half in front of
Palmbearer. Dalesman, after showing the
way for three-quarters of a mile, chucked it
up as soon as Audience challenged. He came
fn last. The time was 1:54 2-5.

Hildebrand also rode Virgo, even money
favorite, to victory in the third race for two-
year-olds at five and a half furlongs, leading
all the way and having two lengths at the
end. Perry McAdow, 25 to 1, took the place
by a head from Cloverhampton, 40 to 1,
with Tommy Waddell, Lang Dolan and Gray
Lad following closely in a compact bunch,
The time was 1:08.

Hatchet, backed down from 6 t8 1 to 2to 1
favorite, took the first race for maiden three-
year-olda at a mile and a sixteenth. Martin
brought him up in the stretch and he beat
Prince Salm Salm, 4 to 1, by a half a length in
148 8-5. Tide, 20 to 1, was third. Bound
Brook, 7 to 1, was jammed to the rail on the
backstretch and Travers got a bad fall, but
escaped with a few bruises, though he was
carried unconscious to the paddock.

Dinah Shad, another good thing, backed
from 20 to 1 to eights, won the second race
for three year old fillles at six furlongs. Burns
kept her under restraint until he reached the
turn where he ran over Missing Link, 6 to 1,
and Margaret O., 100 to 1, and won driving
byalength in 1:15. Missing Link was second
eight lengths better than Margaret O., who
was a head in front of Aflea, 60 to1, Ducheas
Ollle, 7 to 6 favorite, was thrown into the
fence and badly cut down, her near hind leg
and hip being covered with blood when she
pulled up. .

A poor start killed the chances of Cham-
plain, 3 to 1, favorite in the fifth race at a
mile and a sixteenth. Hildebrand threaded
his way through the big fleld until he was
up with the leaders at the end of the back-
stretch, but the colt had nothing left after
that ard finished outaide of the money.
Agnes D., 10 to 1, by a brilliant run through
the stretch under Miles's pllotage, took this
race by a head from Atwood, 4 to 1, second
choice, who in turn was a head before Naughty
Lady, backed down to sevens. The time
was 1:47 ¢-5.

OF THE RACRTRA

TWO KILLINGS WITH HATCHET
AND DINAH SHAD.

Gideon, Lewisohn, Rose, Hayes, MoCarren
and Others Clean Up—Yeager Bets
810,000 on Hume, Thomas Losing
Heavily on Fly Back—Other Big Wagers

The bookmakers at Brighton recelved a
series of body blows yesterday that made
number throw up the sponge, while the rest
looked over their flattened bankrolls last
night with wry faces. It Is seldom that so
many good things caught at long prices have
gone over the plate one after another. It
ssomed as if there was a general conspiracy
to smash the ring to pleces, and when the
day's work was done there were many lucky
speculators who had money to burn.

The first race provided a genuine killing.
L. V. Bell's Prince Salm Balm opened the
choloe at fives and was backed down to fours,
the place books taking in a load at 8 to &.
Meanwhile, Hatchet, a three-year-old colt
by Looohatchee—Charma, owned by Willlam
Finnell, a nephew of John Daly, wus ready
for a tremendous coup. Billy Schaut, owner
of Glisten, was next o the trick, and he told
his friends that if Hatchet wore blinkers there
was nothing to It. Accordingly there was
a crowd of sharp eyed men around the scales
when Martin welghed out. As the jockey
did not weigh with blinkers the word was
passed around that there was “nothing do-
ing.” But a few moments before the horses
were saddled Martin’s valet hurried up to the
olerk of the scales with a pair of network blink-
ers that were as light as a feather. He sald
that Hatchet would wear them, and they were
accordingly put on in the paddock at the last
moment, By this time the betting commis-
sions of David Gideon and Jesse Lewisohn
had been the rounds, backing Hatchet down
from 10 to t to twos, The hustlers in the ring
got onto the play and followed suit. When
Hatchet finished In front sideon and lLewi-
sohn together took $80,000 from the books,
while Bob Rose won $16,000. The whole
amount paid out on the success of the colt
footed up $560,000,

In the second race there was another kill-
ing of even greater proportions. Ed Graves
started Dinah Shad for the first time this
year, with Burns up. Frank Hayes began
the play by taking the King Eric filly to show
at 3 to 1. Then he backed her all over the
ring in the place books at @ to 1 and finally
played her to win at 10 to 1. She had opened
at 20 to 1, but closed at eighta, Hayes clean-
ing up $20,000. Senator P. H. McCarren
also backed this good thing. M. L. Hayman
got down enough to take $15,000 out of
the ring. Others who had the tip went up
and down the line until many layers refused
to take any more money. Joe Yeager was not
in the know, it ssemed, for he played Duchess
Ollie, ridden by Hildebrand, for a bunch,
said to be $5,000. Yeager was so cut up over
the rough riciing which sent the mare home
bleeding ths! he only placed a small bet on
Virgo. Me also had $2,000 on Bheriff Bell
at 6 to 1. It was in the last race, however,
that Yeager slaughtered some of the bookies,
Humo opened at 6 to 1, but very little money
was taken at those figures. Yeager set the
pace with a $10,000 plunge, the odds dropping
to 18 to 5. He won all of $20,000 to the race
and finished a big winner on the day.
