The short
interest now apparent is said to be the largest
that has existed at any time since this up-
ward movement began. The borrowing
demand for stocks in the loan department
yesterday afternoon was considerably in-
creased. It embraced the entire active list.
Atchison, St. Psul, Union Paclfio, Bteel pre-

‘ferred, Baltimore and Ohio, and Pennsylvania

were the stocks most wanted, Brokers
supposed to be acting for an old bull crowd
that turned on the market a week or so ago
were said to be heavy borrowers. Btooks
were wanted in large amounts. One house
borrowed 5,000 Steel preferrsd, There are
times when a heavy borrowing demand for
stooks is not indicative of an extended short
interest. Borrowing operations on a large
scale are sometimes conducted with the
object of creating the impression that the
market is heavily oversold when it is not,
and that is called “rigging the loan market.”
Brokers say, however, that the present bor-
rowing demand for stocks is genuine. After
a 10 point decline an apparent short Interest
no larger than that which is now reported
would be warrant enough for predicting a
sharp rally on the oversold condition of the
market, but this shert interest exists after
a 10 point advance, and is evidently larger
now than when the advanoe started.

London sent a lower range of prices for
the opening of this market, and in the fore-
pnoon the International houses eold possibly
40,000 shares of stock here. Of Bteel pre-
ferred alone they were reported to have sold
7.000 shares, and the heaviest selling of St.
Paul up to midday was thought to be for
Londan account. No attempt was made to
bull this market until after London had
ceased trading. Shortly after 1 o’clock the
active list began to manifest renewed strength,
and from that hour until the closing, prices
advanoced steadily. In the last hour the
volume of trading increased heavily, and
under the leadership of such stocks as Union
Pacifie, St. Paul and Atchison the market
alesed with a good deal of bullish enthusiasm
in evidence. In the last ive minutes Atohi-

‘son reached the highest point of this move-

ment, at 70%, and closed st 70), showing a
net galn of 1% per cent. Union Pacific ad-
vanced to 97, or to within ¥ per cent. of {ts
extreme high price for this movement, and
closed at the best. St. Paul repeated its
high price of 149% and closed but 2§ per cent.
under its best.

1t is the disposition of the bull element to
disregard all news, incidents or influenoes
not favorable to its designs. The Bchiff inci-
dent at the meeting of the Northern Securi-
ties directors, which, with Wall Street In
another mood, would almost certainly have
influenced speculative sentiment unfavor-
ably, was followed by a strong bullish demon-
stration in Unfon Pacific. As soon as the
London selling in this market had ceased, the
foreign situation, which evidently had given
rise to a great deal of uneasiness in Capel
Court, was put entirely out of mind. The
rise in corn excited mild curiosity.

Steel preferred was the only one of the
stocks that have been prominent on this
advance to close yesterday at a fractional
net loss. It was a laggard throughout the
day. BSeveral times during this upward
movement Steel preferred has béen used to
start the market up again after a day or two
of hesitation and reaction, and then, with
the general raarket advancing, it has been
prone to lag, becoming prominent again
when some fresh stimulus was neetled. Those
who have been following the transactions in
Steel preferred doubt whether its movement
has culminated. There has been as yet no
extensive distribution of stock such as has
hitherto marked the culmination of a 10-point
advance. Reports on the state of the steel
trade are conflicting. Those received pri-
vately from men in the steel districts who
are supposed to speak from observation are
somewhat less optimistic than the reports
that have been emanating from bullish Wall
Street quarters. The bull crowd predicts
that Steel preferred will yet sell at 85 on this
swing. A good deal of the recent selling
must have been for the short account, judg-
ing from the extent of the apparent short
fntereat. BSeveral prominent Western houses
got their clients out of Steel preferred on
the last bulge to €3 and are now expecting it
to decline. Darr, Luke & Moore were re-
ported to be selling it rather freely yesterday.
De Witt & Co. and the international houses
dso were promlnem lellm

Until in the last half bour of trading yesters
day Pennsylvania aiso had been a conspicuous
laggard in the market, showing evidence
of active realizing above 120, Gates & Co.,
Halsted & Bodges and Baruch Bros. were
reported as large sellers. H. B. Hollins &
Co. wege prominent as buyers. In the last
few minutes of trading the stoock developed
a good deal of strength and closed at 121.

At the opening yesterday and until after
mid-day sentiment was strong for a reaction.
All of the early morning gossip sent out
predicted a set-back. The trading element,
encouraged by the growth of this sentiment
and taking account of the unfavorable fea-
tures of the day's news developments, sought
diligently to bring about a reaction and

offered stocks poisily around the room, but
without making much of an impression upon
prices. There was no time, even in the fore-
noon, when the market could have been
properly described as weak. Stocks were
taken as offered, the capacity of the market
for absorbing offerings continuing to excite
wonder and favorable comment.

Those who for a week or more past have
been selling stocks for a reaction have been
unable to get them back. Those who sell
out thelr long stocks expecting to get them
back cheaper haye the same mental attitude
as those who sell stocks short for a reaction,
and both become buyers at the market
sooner or later if prices continue steadily to
advance. It is a saying as old as Wall Street
that when sentiment is all oné\way it is pretty
sure to be wrong, and possibly this reactionist
sentiment has been alit little too meral

It was Atchison ull.n yelurday that
started the market up shortly after midday.
Less was beard yesterday about the mag-
nificent earnings which are to be shown for
the last fiscal year and more about some
vague deal in which the Atchison property
|s to be involved. The bull crowd ocon-
tinues to be favored by the existence of an
abnormal short interest. Gates & Co. were
reported to be distributing large orders in
If as much of the buying on this
sdvance as has been attributed to them
has really been theirs the movement deserves
to be called, as it is called, a Gates movement.

TREASURY CASH AT LOW MARK.

Decrease of Nearly $100,000,000 ia Past
Year—Furtber Reduction Probable.

W ASHINGTON, July 19.—The cash balance
in the United States Treasury was reduced
to a lower point to-day than at any time
for many years. It now stands at $180,-
850,848, although the balance svailable a
little more than & year ago was nearly
$240,000,000. The cause of the decrease in
the last few weeks is chiefly the payments
on aoccount of the purchese of the Panama
Canal property and rights on the Isthmus.

Of the $150,859,848 now on hand only
$29,549,008 is actually in the Treasury, the
balance of $121,810,242 being in national
bank deposito tories in various parts of the
country. 'The Federal deposits in the
banks, however, were reduced to a large
extent by the withdrawals on account of
the oa.naf' paymenta.

Secretaries of the Treasury have usually
held that the actual balance in the Treas-
urf proper should not be to fall

below

,000,000, this being mnrdod as s
safe working balance; but the amount is

now short of that mark by more

$20,000,000
It is probn.hla that the cash balance will be

further reduced during the next few weeks,
for during the first nineteen days of July
the expenditures of the Government have
exoeeded the current receipts by $18,638,342,
or nearly $1,000,000 a dey.
