FALJJ RIVER Mass July 25 The big
strike of cotton operatives began this morn-
ing just as the five unions had planned at
their meetings a week ago It resulted in
the most complete tieup of the manufactur-
ing business the city has ever seen

The gates of every mill in the city were
thrown open but very few for
work and at 10 oclock this a
wheel was in eightythree of the
eightyfive by the

association
