Sucoess Comes After Big Losing Wager

This was MeGinnia's money, It was
raid, and it was followed by the play of sev-
eral politiclans who generally follow the
lead of this clever horséeman, Motiinnis
had begun the day rather inanspiciously, for
he lost a heavy wager, said to be $10,000, on
hie colt Austin Allen In the first race, in
spite of the fact that he got away running
from the barrier.
