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FAMOUS OCTAGON FILLY WINS
FHE BIG RACE IN A ROMP,

| Froat All the Way, She Defeats Alris
espder by Five Lengthe—Sydney
Paget’s Weodsaw Takes United States
Hotel Stakes—Four Faverites Lese.

BARATOGA, Aug. 20.—Beldame, the three-
yoar-old daughter of Octagon—Bells Donna,
bred by August Belmont at Nursery Stud

and leased from him by Newton Bennington, |

whose colors she has carried all the season,
won the $10,000 Saratoga cup, one mile and
three-quarters, in a romp this afternoon
while thousands cheered her to the echo.
When the track became muddy owing to the
Beavy rains Beldame was regarded as in-
vincible and she was made the favorite at
9 8o 5, her price going back a point because
of the heayy support accorded to John Ban-
ford's Caughnawaga, 11 to §, and to Sim
Deimel's Africander, who was backed down
to 7to 2. The Picket, meanwhile, went back
to sevens, but Major Daingerfleld, because
of his well known abllity to fly in such going,
was lowered from 15 to 1 to eights.

As soon as Btarter Fitzgerald sent the
fleld away, O'Neill lost no time in taking
Heldame to the front. She sailed along
with tremendous strides, fighting for her
head, and at the quarter pole she had secured
a lead of three lengths. At that point Afri-
cander and Caughnawaga, heads apart,
were following the great mare, with Dainger-
field and The Picket plodding along behind.
At the half Beldame, still going with even
ctride, had increased her advantage to six
Jengths, O'Neill having a firm hold on the
reins and showing supreme confidence in
his mount.

when the mile had been completed, Fulle
aitempted to move up with Africander, but
he could not gain a yard, Beldame steadily
drawing away as O'Neil slowly but surely
lot her have her head. Once In the stretch
for the run home, Beldame was eased up.
ghe came galloping down to the judges with
majestic bearing, and aa she passed the
finish mark, five lengths to the good, she re-
ceived an ovation.

In the final furiong Caughnawags began
{o stop, and The Ploket, closing strongly,
challenged Africander, but Fuller shook the
§tar Ruby colt up and he secured the place
from The Picket by half a length, with
Caughnawags two lengths back and Dain-
gerfield beaten off. The time by fractions
was as follows: 0:12 3-5, 0:2§, 0:37 2-5, 1:02 1-6
1:15, 1:20 1-5, 1:42 1-5, 1:56 8-5, 2:08 2-5, 2:23,
236, 3:03 4-5.

Sydney Paget's stable furnished the win-
ner of the $10,000 United States Hotel Stakes,
for two-year-olds, five and a half furlongs,
in Woodsaw, & chestnut colt by Octagon—
Woodvine. He carried 110 pounds and was
backed down to 18 to 5, third choloe, R. T.
Wilson, Jr.'s, Sparkling Star, with Hilde-
brand up, ruling favorite at 11 to 5, with Jack
Lory going back to threes. Lyne got Wood-
saw under way quickly, and the colt showed
a0 much speed that he readily left his com-
pany behind, He was never headed and won
in a gallop by three lengtha in 1:00. James
R. Keene's Wild Mint, who went back to
gevens, ran & good race and was second, two
lengths in front of John E. Madden's Big-
light, 12to 1. The latter picked up 127 pounds
and closed so fast in the stretch that Wild
Mint would have lost the place in a few more
strides, Sparkling Star and Jack Lory evi-
dently did not relish the going.

Castalian, running for the first time in the
colors of J. W. Colt, who bought him re-
cently from F. R. Hitchooek, furnished a
surprise in the first race, at seven furlongs,
by winning in a drive by a head with 8 to 1
about him. He got away well, and Martin
went to the front instantly. For a while
H. B. Duryea’s Armenia, 9 to 6 favorite,
clung to him, but soon backed up. At the
head of the stretch Castalian had a lead of
three lengths, but Elliott, § to 1, closed with
such a persistent rush that Martin had to
g0 to a drive to win, Flliott was three parts
of a length bafore 8. 8. Brown's Prooeeds,
13 to 5, who was last at the five-eighths pole,
but made up enough greund to beat
Armenia a length. The time'was 1:20 1-5.

Mr Cotton's St. Jude, 2 to 1 second chioce,
was victorjous in the :North American
Steeplechase, at about twofand a half miles.
He fenced well, made all his own pace and
won, going away, by ten lengths from T.
Hitchoock, Jr.'s, Foxhunter, 13 to 10 favorite,
Caller, 5 to 1, was third, twenty lengths away.
The others did not finish. The time was
514 2-5.

There were only three starters in each
of the last two races. In the fifth, for two-
year-olds, at six furlongs, S. 8. Brown's Agile
was the choice at 11 to 20. He ran second
to Charles Reed’s Lochinvar, 25 to 1, for five
furlongs and then went to the front, winning
eacily by three parts of a Jengthin1:16. Loch-
invar finished twe lengths in front of
John E. Madden's Linda Lee, 8 to 6, who
could not extend herself.

M. J. Daly's Claude, an odds on favorite,
after finishing in front in the last race, a handi-
cap for all uges, at & mile, was disqualified
by the stewards for fouling. He was in front
at all stages and beat Grey Friar, 11 to 10, by
a length. H. Phillips. who rode the latter,
made a protest, which waa readily recog-
nized, and Grey Friar, who ran inJ. F. Bchorr's
colors, got Airst money. Illyria, who received
second money hy the ruling, could not get
out of his own way. The time was 1:41 4-5.

CLAUDE'S
CAUSES

DISQUALIFICATION
LOTS OF TALK.

Beldame and OCaughnawaga—Woodsem
leoms Up as a Futurity Candidate
~—O0fficlal Awakening te Foul Riding at
the Spa—St. Jude Wins a Rich Prize.

BARATOOA, Aug. 20,—The disqualification
of Claude in the closing event to-day came
as a surprise to the majority of the crowd in
fact, many ef those who had backed Grey
Friar,to whom the race was awarded, learned
of their good fortune only after the late
comers had returned to town. The fact that
the cause for the disqualification was out of
the ordinary explains this. The two horses
went the distance without any interference
that the crowd could see, and when they saw
Claude's number displayed they threw away
their badges and started toward town to
find dry clothing.

When the red board that means the con-
firmation of the finish was not displayed
promptly, those who had remained to cash
their bets on Claude grew curious and drifted
toward the judges' stand to see what the
trouble wus. They found the patrol judge
in econference with the stewards, and a little
later the rider of Grey Friar, H. Phillips,
went up and joined in the talk, There was
some more delay, and after the rider of Claude
had been heard the numbers were ordered
down and the race awarded to Grey Friar.

With the disqualification came an an-
nouncement that J. Daly, who had ridden
Claude, was fined $50 and suspended for the
remainder of the meeting. The reason for
the disqualification was that Daly had used
his whip to retard Grey Friar all around the
turn into the homestretoh, and that this,
under the rules, warranted that he be deprived
of the race he had won.

The decision caused more talk than any-
thing that has happened at the meeting, and
few of those who saw the race will agree with
the finding; yet this difference of opinion
must be attributed to their not being familiar
with the charges made. In fact, one had to
be a very close observer to notice the work
that caused the trouble. The two horses
left the post very close together, and they
ran this way down the backstretch and to
the turn for home. Here Grey Friar, who
was about half a length behind, began to
gain, and as he did Claude’s rider drew his
whip and began to wave it in front of Grey
Friar's face in a way that made the latter
repeatedly throw up his head and try to dodge.

Phillips wus bothered, too, by the
whip, and the crowd at the lower end
of the fleld enclosure shouted to Phillips
to go on and take a chance against the
whip of the other rider. He did not
seem Inclined to adopt the suggestion
offered, however, and at she finish he was
beaten out. Daly, of course, denied that he
had used his whip for the purpose of inter-
fering with the other horse, but the officials
were firm in the belief that it had some bear-
ing on the result.

In all fairness and despite the gencral
oriticism of the decision, it was absolutely
the only thing to be done. To-night nothing
else is talked of at the places where the horse-
men gather. Many of the bookmakers started
to pay off their Claude bets and did hand
out considerable money before they learned
that something was wrong. With the bettors,
too, there are any number of hard luck stories.
Many of the backers of Grey Friar had thrown
away their badges and could not remember
the number, for identification purposes,

Mike Daly, the father of the boy that rode,
and thegtrainer of Claude, was much put
out over the decision and said some things
publicly that he should not bave been per-
mitted to. He and his friends backed the
horse heavily and think the disqualification
unwarranted.

Beldame's victory in the Cup, while de-
cisive enough to make her a filly far above
the ordinary, was not altogether satisfactory
to the admirers of Caughnawaga. Before
the race Mr. Sanford was asked if his horse
would do his best on a muddy track, and,
while he admitted that he did not kngw,
said that he believed he would. The running
showed that Caughnawaga could not, and
until the filly has beaten him in fast going
many will refuse to concede that she is the
champion stayer of the year.

Before the race Trainer Fred Burlow said
he would instruct O'Neil to take the filly to
the front and make a pnace that would tell on
the others and if she tired under it he be-
lleved the others would too. The rider fol-
lowed instructions to the letter, and while
Beldame did tire her opponents she failed
to stop, in fact from the head of the home
stretch O'Neil was looking back, first one
side and then the éther to see how close the
others were getting. When he found that
Beldame was off by herself and that the others
were just about stageering he eased her, and
she went by the finish in the next thing to a
gallop.

As to her being & great filly, there is no
question, and for the remainder of the sea-
son she I8 to take a try at the colts, Thus
far her campaign has been against the fillies
almost exclusively, but she will now take up
all comers, and there are many that will
back her when she meets Delhi, Broomstick
and Ort Wells, who are unquestionably the
best of the colts.

The oup which was a part of the victor’s
spoils in the race to-day will ba presented
to Mr. Belmont, from whom Mr. Bennington
eases the running qualities of the filly, After
the race &' number of telegrams of congratu-
Jation were sent to Mr. Belmont, for he has
been very proud of the record of his filly,
which was bred at the Nursery stud. Beldame's
next start will be in the Dolphin stakes at
Sheepshead Bay. It will be run a week
from next Tuesday, and in it she will meet
soveral of the best colts.

Woodsaw's victory in the United States
Hotel stakes, which was of the runaway
variety, brings him into prominence as a
candidate for the Futurity. This colt was
started in a race at Brighton and after show-
ing speed for about three furlongs faded
away and since then has not been even sug-
gested as a Futurity candidate. The other
morning he was sent out to work and showed
a quarter in 0:22 3-5. )

This prompted his people to think he had a
chance for to-day's race, and when they
shipped away to-night this one was left be-
hind in care of John Huggins. The showing
this afternoon was even hetter than had been
hoped for. and it asdures his being sent to the
post for the big rece next Saturday. With
him will go Jonquil and Tradition, so it looks
as if there are some who think that the race
is not at the mercy of the Keene and Duryea
entries. C. Kelly has been engaged to ride
Woodsaw in the Futurity.

At the atart of the United Btates Hotel
Stakes Phillips cut across the track with
Austin Allen and interfered with Biglight
and Jack Lory, and when they got to running
they weré the best part of a sixteenth of a
mile behind the leaders. Jack lLory never'
did recover from the interference, but Hicks
w.nt on with Siglight, and the fact that he
finis hed third shows the race he ran.
