That forPurposes of personal gain profit
and advatage po themselves, the said trus-
e havi® control of the said corporation
did ente into negotiations with one Splegel-
berg, ¢ the end that the said Splegelberg
shouldnake a large contribution of cash to
the sal corporation in return for the privi-
lege * said Spiegelberg to redesignate the
gaid hospital ‘and to control appoirtments
upo the medical staff.

ne petition then gives sixtean specifica -
tjas in support of the allegations that the

pepital has been conducted in “an unsani-
ary,unlawful, negligent and improper man-
1er." Some of them follow:

Cases of ituberculosis were kept in wards
with other patients, contrary to the ruies
of the Health Department.

Unlawful autopsies without the consent
of the family of deceased patients.

No dead house is maintained in connection
with said hospital, and bodies of patients are
left in wards with other patients for twenty-
four hours.

Violation of corporation ordinances in
failure to ereect fire escapes, although specifi-
cally required so to do by corporation authori-
Lies,

Charging the sum of $25 per week as for
trained nurses, and only giving to persons
8o paid therefor the services of an ordinary
pupil nurse who receives a salary of $10 per
month,

Substitution-of medicines—apothecary sub-
stituting according to his own judgment
for medicines prescribed, and not in drug
department, such medicines contained there-
in as he saw fit.

Male physiclans sleeping in same ward
where female nurses are sleeping.

Forcing dispensary patients to remain
in hospital in erder to fill the same prepara-
tory to an inspection by BSplegelberg and
others whose interest was sought in the
hospital,

Mingling of sexes in the wards.

The petition continues:

Remonstrances being made against this
condition and other grounds of complaint,
and it being neoessary for the purpose of the
persons controlling said hospital to create
vacancies on the medical staff, in order to
secure to said Splegelberg the privilege of
making ¢p the said medical staff, as afore-
said, unfounded and indefinite charges were
made against your petitioners, who, without
hearing, were removed from the medical
staff of the hospital.

During the period from November, 1002,
until the present time, there had been made
constant changes in the medical staff, after
the trustees had recelved compensation for
In some instances,

when the physician who had been appointed

to such medical staff would threaten to sue

,. for the money 8o obtalned from him and ex-
pose the institution, the amount of such
money was refunded to such physician out
of the funds of the hospital,

The Spiegelberg referred to in the petition
is said to be W, L. Spiegelberg of 134 West
Beventy-eighth street, a relative of Meyer
Guggenheim, the rich smelting man. His
purpose in joining the board of trustees,
itappears, was entirely laudable, and there
is no accusation that he had any knowl-

t the institution
sort of get-rich-

staff, or of other abusea.

1t seems that the Guggenheim family
sought to endow and name a hospital.
Rather than incorporate a new one, they
hit upon the plan of taking up the charter

Y of an institution already in existence, and
the Sydenham Hospital was selected for
that purpose.

The institution was incorporated in
June, 1892, and licensed on Feb. 26, 1908,
under a law passed in 1809. It received no

. State aid or public money. but because of

. 'the license granted by the State Board
of Charities is subject to its inspection and
regulation,

From the time it was incorporated un-
tii November, 1902, the institution ap-
parently was mot engaged in any hospital
or dispensary work, as contemplated in
#ts charter, but continued as an inactive
corporation, with a limited directorate,
among whom were Gen. James R. O'Beirne,
Alexander Boller, W. W. Bell, W.W.Bell, Jr.,
Frank Kissing, Dr. Franklin Soper, E. J.
Pickworth and Dr. J. J. E. Maher. As to
the change in management, the petition
says:

That in and prior to said month of Novem-
ber, 1002, for their private gain and profit
and for the promotion of their professional
practice and private interests, certain persons
did enter into negotiations with the officers
and persons then controlling the said ovur-
poration, with the result that at a special
meeting thereof, held Nov. 26, 1902, at 223
West Twenty-third street, the sald persons
80 being in negotiation with said hospital
corporation werd elected to membership
therein, to wit: Dr. Isaac Levin, Mr. Fred-
erick W, West, Mr. M. Gold, Dr. I. Goldstein,
Mr. Samuel Rosenthal, Dr. P. A. Levene,
Mr. Morris Hellquit and your petitioners,
Dr. louis Lichtachein and Dr. 8alo Cohn;
and at which sald meeting Mesars. Boller,
Pickworth, J. B. Bell, W. W. Bell, Jr., and
Dr. Maher resigned as members of the said
corporation,

That thereafter the newly elected board of
'rustees did for a money consideration sell
10 physicians positions upon the medical
Stall of such hospital corporation.
~ Dr. Feldman sald last night that when he
Joined the staff of the hospital he gave the
money with the understanding that it was
to Le applied to the maintenance of the
institution. He went into the thing, he
8aid, in order to get the benefit in his practice
which acerues to a physician from a hospital
connection. For the money he paid, he said,
he had the privilege of erecting a tablet
in the hospital to his father and mother.

After that he said, at &« meeting of the
exacutive committee of the trustees Dr.
Robert Kunitzer, the chairman, announced
that the sum of $3,000 would have to .be

‘that "when
board, of which Mr. Spellenburg isthe mov-
ing spirit, took charge that there would be
no trouble in ralsing money. Two months
after the lay board came in, Dr. Feldman
a8, heys discovered that nothing had been
done toward raising funds and that he
and the two other doctors who h ad been
assessed refused to pay. At the last mo-
ment, however, Dr. Rosenthal changed his
mind and handed over $500 to the executive
committee.

Next, he says, the board called on Dr,
Cohn and Dr, Lichtachein for contributions,
but both refused to pay. Shortly after-
ward Dr. Kunitzer told the foar phyeicians
who had refused to contribute that they
had been dismissed. When asked for the
reason, Dr. Feldman said, Dr. Kunitzer
declared that there would be no way of
finding out until certain members of the
board returned from Europe.

Dr. Herman Jarecky, secretary of the
hospital, sald last night that Dr. Cohn and
Dr. Lichtschein were members of the origi-
nal board and that Dr. Feldman and Dr.
Goldwater came in on the distinct under-
standing that it was a charitable institution,
and that the money they paid was to help
along the cause,

He eaid that they were dismissed for
good and sufficient cause and that the
management courted the fullest investiga-
tion. The institution, he added, was under
heavy expenses, as there were now twenty-
eight patients in the hoepital, and its dis-
pensary was carrying on a big work.

He then conducted THE SUN reporter
through the hospital. To all outward ap-
pearances it would compare favorably
with any hospital in the city. It is well
lighted and well ventilated and all the
rooms are scrupulously clean.

The hospital is not mentioned in any of
the medical directories, but the New York
Charities directory says it is “for the treat-
ment of medical and surgical diseases;
infectious or contagious diseases excepted.
Free to the worthy indigent sick, irre-
spective of race, color or creed. The hos-
pital is controlled by eleven directors and
supported by the members' fees, pay of
patients and voluntary contributions.

The dispensary at 347 East 116th street,
the above authority says, “is for the free
treatment of the worthy sick and poor
out patients, irrespective of ¢ and
nationality, who are unable to pay for
either physician or medicine.”

DEA N' HOLE DEAD.

English Clergyman Lectured
Country Ten Years Ago.

The Very Rev., S. Reynolds Hole, Dean
of Rochester Cathedral, who died at Roches-
ter, England, yesterday, is well remem-
bered in this city, partly because of his
visit here on a lecturing tour ten years ago
and partly because of the articles which
he wrote about this country after his re-
turn to England. Everybody here who
met Dean Hole declared him to be a most
likable sort of & man, and at a dinner given
in his honor at the Lotos Club he lived up
to that famous organization’'s standard
of what a guest should be in wit and geni-
alty.

But as a public lecturer, heralded as
one of England's greatest humorists, he
did not fully satisfy his American audiences.
He realized that and did not like it. Hence
the uncomplimentary things which he
wrote about the country when he got away
from it.

His press a?ent here referred to Dean
Hole as “the favorite and honored guest
of that brilliant galaxy of wits and artiste
that have made Punch so famous, and
the wittiest and most brilliant of them
all.” Perhaps that was the trouble with
:..gzd Dean’s Americ?g. lec'ture g)l:xr.h He

a t many: es from nch on
‘the plat;orm and generally recited a lon,
roem of his own which had been prin
n England's funny paper.

The Dean was born in 1819 in Caunton,
Nottinghamshire, where his ancestors had
been men of substance for 300 years. He
was uated from Brasenose College,
Oxford, in 1844, and was ordained in the
same year. Six years later he was made a
vicar and in 1887 he became the Dean of
Rochester Cathedral.

Dean Hole was almost as well known as a
gardener, a writer of books on gardening
and as a lover of sports as a churchman.
One of his books which became famous
was “A Book About Roses; How to Grow
and Show Them.” In 1858 he organized
the first rose show ever held in England.

The Dean had no patience with the ex-
tremist in temperance reform. He said
once on that subject:

“When any one can accuse me of overe
indulgence I will allow them to talk to me;
but no man has the right, on any grounds
Christian or moral, to demand-that I nt_mli
g:ve up the legitimate use of any article

use he cannot, or will not, use it with-
out abuse. As well might it be said that a
man is bound to escgew the honorable
estate of marriage and adopt the celibacy
of the monk because the libertine allows
his licentioua passions to run riot.”

SECURITY VAULT WAS ENPTY.

CHESAPEAKE AND OHIO CANAL
PAPERS GONE.

Gov. Warfield and Baltimore and Ohie
OMcials in Search of Impertant Decu=
ments in Balumore Find Nothing
Where They Were Supposed to Be.

BALTIMORE, Aug. 27.—President Frank
A. Furst of the Chesapeake and Ohio Canal
Company will welcome information as to
the whereabouts of the tin box of the com-
pany stored with care in the vaults of the
Safe Deporit and Trust Company.

Accompanied by representatives of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad and of Gov.
Warfield, Mr. Furst visited the vaults of
the Safe Deposit company to-day to asoer-
tain the contents of the strongbox. As
the key had been lost it was necessary to
have the outer lock picked. As the door
swung open Mr. Furst looked in, but saw
only a hole in the wall. There was no
strongbox there, and the receptacle or
‘drawer in which it had been placed for safe
keeping was missing also. The trustees
expected a rich find.

The Governor was notified soon after
the offer came from the Western Maryland
Railroad to buy the canal that the Safe
Deposit and Trust Company had in its
vaults a box placed there subject to the
order of the President of the canal com-
pany, and as the State had not paid any
rental for vears the safe deposit company
officials asked the State to pay the charges
and take away its property.

When the Baltimore and Ohio people
learned of the existence of the box thev
were at once interested. Being the trus-
tees for the bondholders. they believed
they had a prior claimt o anything valuable
appertaining to the canal, and so they
asked the State officials to open the box.
Now all concerned are more anxious than
ever to know what became of the box,

The safe deposit company’s keeper
has a record of all patrons of the institu-
tion and keepe tab on their coming and
goinF. The books show that the vault
was last opened on Oct. 29, 1888, but further
investigation must be made to ascertain
the name of the opener,

At the time the door was last ogauod
Elihu E. Jackson was Governor, L. Victor
Baughman C(omptroller and Stevenson
Archer treasurer. It was fifteen montha
afterward that the Archer defalcation was
uncovered. Whethw the missing box had
any connection witli the embezzling State
Treasurer is vet to be determined. No
one is in position to tell just what kind of
securities there were in the box.

If, as was supposed, tha State had cer-
tificates of stock showing ite ownership
of the canal and these were in the missing
box, the taker could not hope to benefit,
for they were not negotiable without the
State's consent and there is no record of
transfer.

The affair is shrouded in mystery and
the officials are endeavoring to solve it.
The safe deposit company promised
to furnish Mr. Furst with the name of the
man who last opened and personally walked
off with the box. 2

POLICE CHIEF SHOT BY NEGRO.

The Latter Shot by a Policeman—Beoth
Are Mortally Wounded.

RarElgH, N. C., Aug. 27.—At Shelby,
N. C., late this evening Chief of Police
Homrick and Policeman Kendrick arrested
two negroes and two white men who came
in on the evening train from Blacksburg,
they being drunk and disorderly, and put
them in the caboose, later taking them to
Jjail.

After being locked up they made so much
fuss that the policeman and Sheriff went
in to quiet them. One of the negroes,
Ben Clark, fired at Chief Homrick, the ball
entering the left lung. Another shot was
fired, the ball grazing the Sheriff's abdo-
men and leg, whereupon Policeman Ken-
drick fired four shots at the negro, all taking
effect., Kendrick was shot in the neck,
Chief Homrick is not expected to live
more than an hour. His wife and children
were sent for at his request and are at his
side. The negro is dying. Sheriff Suttle
and Policeman Kendrick are not danger-
ously injured.

INFERNAL MACHINE IN STABLE.

Yonkers Itallan Contractor Takes Bottle
Filled With Dynamite to Pollec,

YONKERS, Aug. 27.--Joe Canopi, a wealthy
Italian contractor of this city,took to police
headquarters to-day an infernal machine
which he fourd in his stable this morning.
It consisted of a bottle about two inches
in diameter and ten inches long, filled with
dynamite and powder and with a fuse
about fifteen inches in length hanging out-
side the neck.

The bottle was in one of the stalls in Can~
opi's stable. Canopi is at a loss to under-
stand why any one should attempt to injure
him. There was enough explosive in the
bottle to wreck the stable and all the build-
ings in the neighborhood.

DRENCHED WITH FUMING ACID,

FOUR MEN KILLED BY ELEVATOR
FALL IN SOAP FACTORY.

Cable Parted From Car on Which They
Were Riding With Four Carbo)s—Shock«
fogly Injured by Crash, BDBesides
Being Burned—Safety Clutches Falled.

Four men met a horrible death yesterday
by the falling of a freight elevator in B. T.
Babbitt's soap factory at 82 Washington
street. They were riding from the ground
floor to the top with eight carboys of muri-
atic acid, which is used in the manufacture
of glycerine. SBomewhere in the upper
stories, one workman says it was at the
third floor, the cable pulled out of the iron
bushing by which it was attached to the
top of the car, and the platform with ite
load of men and acid crashed down to the
basement.

The impact smashed every carboy to
flinders, and the four workmen, with almost
every bone in their bodies bhroken, were
thrown into the fuming' acid. The cle-
vator, which was of the open platform kind
and about nine feet square, ran in a shaft
in the centre of the building. Thero is no
casing around the shaft and the floor open-
ings are guarded only by low gates. The
choking fumes of the acid rose from the
basement in yellow clouds and spread
through the bullding, driving the work- |
men to the windows. i
On the ground floor, however, the open
doore made a draft inward, and in this
protecting current of air Tony Trapp, who
runs the freight elevator on the Washing-
ton street side of the building, ran out the

fire hose with the help of two loaders and

played a heayy sireara of water down the
shaft opening, which in a moment diluted
the acid to harnilaszness,

When the acid bad been washed away
and the fumes Lad cubrided, George Bonnott
of 223 Park avenue, lioboken, the elevator
man, and Tony Prinve of 371 Columbia
street, Breoklyn, a loader, were pulled out
dead. Their clothes were burnad off and
the bodies had been eaten by the acid.

Louie lieinzrian of 835 First. street,
Hoboken, and R. Francisco of Hamilton
avenue, Brooslyn, werafound, still bireath-

wng,on the other eldn of the sthashed platform
where the vater first struck. They were
eent to the Hudson etreet hospital, where
thev died in a few Lours. Beeides being
burned by the acid, both men had broken
Lones and fractarea skulls,

The cable which pulled out of its fasten-
ing and lot the platform drop had been in-
stalled only three weeks ago and was last
inspected Thursday by the fcreman of the
company's machinre shop, Its end was
secured in the bushing by a filling of lead,
the usual method of fastening such cables,
and the man who did the job, Fabbitts's
foreman said yesterday, had done the same
work for a dozen years. He had in that
time, the foreman said, secured by the lead
E‘ro«m as many as twenty elevalor cabies

the Baobitt factory,

The elevator had safety clutches, but
they falled to work, nobody knew why,
and the elevator was 8o badly smashed that
it isn't likely the cause will ever be learned.

Coroner Jackson held F Herman,
the foreman of the factory, and Joseph
Beok in $10,000 bail each, but he didn’t
arrest the man who fastemed the cable to
the elevator or the man who inspected it.

RUBBER COMPANY NON-SUITED.

Didn’t Comply With the Corporation Law
of the State of Colorado.

DENVER, Col.,, Aug. 27.—Because the
United States Rubber Company failed to
comply with the Colorado law regarding
corporations, Federal Judge Hallett has just
dismissed its suit to recover a debt from a
bankrupt shoe firm here. The rubber com-
pany contracted to deliver goods to the firm,
freight prepaid, and the shoe firm was to
keep a scparate bank account to cover all its
rubber businesa.

The company shipped the firm nearly
$40,000 worth of goods before its failure.
The rubber company sought to press its
claim in the bankruptcy proceedings, but
because it set up business in Colorado with-
out paying the corporation tax or namin

an agent to sue or be sued, the Federa

court. declares its claims are void and dis-
misscs its complaint.
