DEPEW AT A COUNTY FAIR.

He Talks t~» Wayne County Farmens on the
Growth of the Country.

Lyons, N. Y., Sept. 16 -United States
Benator Chauncey M. Depew addresssd
10,000 personz at the Wayne County Agri-
cutural Fair this afternoon. He arrived
with his wife at noon, and was entertulned
by Supreme Court Justice Duawell. He
reviewed the fire department this after-
noon and spoke for an hour, studiously re-
fraining from touching on political issues.
He touched upon the phenomenal growth
of the country since 1870, which'he said was
due to the “extirpation of slavery, the re-
unjon of the States and to matters not to
be discussed at agricultural fairs.” A
vast array of information was given, oom-
paring railway mileage and rates of trans-
portation in the United Sta d England.
He gaid that the United States commanded
attention abroad on account of its manu-
facturin roducts, while in reality the
growth been more remarkable in agri-
cultural groducu.

An elaborate exposition was given of the
growth of the country in farm products,
areas under cultivation, methods of agri-
culture and increase in the value of farm
produce as ocom with foreign coun-
tries. He descri and denounced gam-
bling in farm products, which was not stimu-
lating the growth of railroad building, but
resulted in the increase of the productions
of Europe, Russia, India and m This
startad adverse competition wit erican
farmers. He favored good roads legisla-
tion and advocated a constitutional amend-
ment permitting the State to bond for fifty
ears for good roads, to be financed by the
State, and sinking funds divided between
State, counties and towns, according to the
le islation of 1808.

FOOLED THE WIRETAPPERS.

PRITCHARD HAD BEEN TAPPED
BY THEM BEFORE AND WAS ON.

Kept Them Fooled Tl Grand Coup Was
Due, Then Called on the Police—Plant
in the Manhattan Theatre Bullding
Found in Working Order—One Arrest.

in Pritchard's direction during the coming
cirous season. He added that he knew a
man named Miller in New York who was
head operator for the Western Union and
who would be glad to give Fritchard tips
on the races.

Pritchard told Capt. Cottreil last night
that he had been victimized by wiretappers
three years ago and so fell in with “Sells's”
suggestion in order to lead him on andso
get even with the whole race of wiretap-
pers.

After Pritchard had been back two or
three days Miller called him up by tele-
phone and made an appointment to meet
him. The florist quickly fell in with Miller's
schemes for making easy money. He was
taken to the top floor of the Manhattan
Theatre Building, 1285 Broadway, and
there shown what appeared to be a very
busy poolroom. The room was & scene of
great activity. One telephone instrument,
‘at which an operator sat, clicked con-
stantly. Nine telephones stood upon tables
in the middle of the room, and there were
several men talking into them. Pritchard
appeared impressed. .

The next thing that Miller and his associ-
ates did was to engage a room on the first
floor of 68 West Thirty-seventh street, as a
sort of meeting place in which to talk over
their plans for beating the races. On
W ednesday Miller advised Pritchard to play
on Princess Rupert. The florist won $100,
but was told that this first winning would
have to be given to a certain operator down-
town to keep him in good humor. Pritch-
ard %ave up the money. .

Miller and his associates appointed yes-
terday as the time for the grand coup.
Pritchard was to bet $8,000 of his own money
on Brooklynite, and a friend was to give up
$5,000. As the friend didn't want to have
his name known, according to Pritchard,
N. Christatos, his employer, was to act as a
sort of agent.

Whennﬁxe time came actually to put up
the money Miller found that Pritchard
didn't seem to show up. He sent him a
message asking what was the matter, and
the florist answered that he didn't quite
understand whether to jlay Brooklynite
for first or second. Miller said he would
explain matters and the two met near
the corner of Thirty-seventh street and
Broadway. . .
