Admiral Barker Enjoyed Greatly What May
k Be His Last Cruilse—Mot & Fow Mon-
wrohs and Fonnd Our Own Soverelgns
Abroad Wild Over the Men-o’-War.

There was
plenty of work for them to do. The long
oruise in the Mediteyranean and the Adri-
atio had left its marks. The speed trial
on Baturday blistered the funnels. But for
all their dinginess and the absence of fresh
paint, the battleships\looked so business-
like and grim that the¥ brought a thrill of
pride to every one of thousands who visited
them, ¢

“Our summer crulse was one of the most
interesting 1 ever took part in,” said the
Admiral last night. “1 enjoyed it especially
because it was my last, il all probability.
The knowledge that I will be retired in
March gave me something of the enthu-
siasm of a midshipman on his first cruise.

“Everywhere we touched,the fleet was
received with respect andigourtesy that
was gratifying., Those things are regu-
lated by naval etiquette, ot course, but

Americans abroad have told mie they notice’

a difference nowadays in the way American
warships are welcomed at foreign ports.
One thing that affected me, although it was
not a new experience by a good deal, was
the wild delight with which Americans
greetod their country's ships in every
port we stopped. Some of them were
almost hysterical in their joy at getting a
foot on a plece of America. They would
lean up against tho big turret guns and
pat them with a sense of proprietorship
that wae as touching as it was amusing.
“We had some very enjovable times en-
tertalning royalty. When we put in at
Lisbon, June 6, Charles Page Bryan, the
erican Minister, gave a grand ball for
e oMoore of the fleet and for the King and
Quoon cf Portugal. King Carlos was en-
thusiastic ln his expressions of friendship
for (¢ Unitel Statas Vith several of
my ufrers 1 breakfasted with him next
diy at his country place.

’I‘ha Admiral has a private opinfon that
no flner fleet of warships was ever got
together than took part in the summer
cruise. He was especially pleased with the
conduct of the men ju foreign ports.

“With something like 4,000 men on bo: .d,”
sald be, “it was Impossible that all could
have leave wherever we went, Informa-
tion was usually obtained from authorities
of a port as to how many men they thought
they could take care of., From 300 to 400
peamen were allowed to go on shore and
stretch their legs at eao F:rt. and the
men gave the officers cause to be ud of
them,
reasonably sober and returned punctually.”

One of the Admiral's Captains said that
the character of the bluejacket has changed
for the better in recent years, “Take,
for instanpe, the fact that 600 were allowed
to go to New York Sunday night,” said
he. “In the old days we would bave been
fortunate if 500 of the number returned on
time and presentably. As it was, there
were perbaps twenty that found the booze
too strong to allow of navigation.”

Admiral Barker was pleased at the fast
time made by the battleships on the way
home from the Mediterranean.

WATCHING FOR FILIBUSTERS.

UNCLE SAM ON THE ALERT AT
REQUEST OF HONDURAS.

Ideut. Faget Shuts Up His New Oriecamns
Reerutting OfMee, Where He Was Ad-
vertising for a Force to Be Uniformed
Like the United States Infantrymen.

The customs authorities at this port
were notified a few days ago to be on the
watch for a filibustering expedition headed
for Honduras. The notice came first from
the State Department, and then from
Salvador Cordova, Consul-General for Hon-
duras.

About six weeks ago the Government of
Honduras was informed that one Lieut.
Faget, connected with the State militia of
Louisiana, was conspiring at New Orleans
with intent to filibuster, He opened an
office in New Orleans and asked for able
bodied American citizens plucky enough
to take risks for big money, He made no
bones about giving out details, The men
were to receive $40 a month, with a bonus
on leaving and a big one on completing
their work, The promoters of the scheme,
Faget said, had established a fund to pro-
vide for the families of any members who
were hurt or killed.

1t was further given out that the fili-
busters were to be armed and uniformed 80
as to resemble as nearly as possible United
States infantrymen. The expedition was
to leave in three sections, from New Orleans,
Pittsburg and New York. Regarding the
destination Faget said:

“It is three days journey by water from
New Orleans.”

That describes either Honduras or Nica-
ragua. The Government of Honduras be-
came interested and looked into the matter
further., They found that Faget had told
prospective recruits that he was going
to the strip of disputed territory between
Honduras and Nicaragua.

This dispute over territory {8 now under
arbitration. “1he doubtful strip is mostly
held under leass by an American promoter
named Dietrich., Several years ago he

ot & mining and timber concession from
Nicaragua, which included, besides much
recogmud Nicaraguan land, the doubtful
land, or most of it. His lease recognized the
territorial dispute, and it was provided
that if Nicaragua won, this lease would
hold good on the doubtful as well as on
the certain territory. Kaget would not say
whether he was working for Dietrich.

“I'm going down there and there's mil-
li?m in it,” was all the anwer he would
give,

S8o.the Btate Department was notified,
.and an order went forth to all parts that a
watch was to be kept for fllibusters, Atthe
same time the Secret Service took Faget in

d so successfully that he cl up
his office and suspended operations. He
notified his recruita that the whole thing
was off for the present,

“I don't want to get arrested before I
leave port,” he d, *But I'm golng.
When you're wanted I'll call on you.

So far, it is said, the Honduran authori-
ties have been able to find no confirma-
tion of Faget's statement that expeditions
are being collected in Pittsburg and New
York. Nevertheless, in order to be on the
safe side, Consul-General Cordova notified
the Customs ’officers here to watch for
suspicious characters dressed to imperso-
nate United States infantrymen.

Mr. Cordova admitted yesterday tha
he has been hunting filibusters.

“Faget's object 18 a mystery,” he said.
“Therg may be a bluff somewhere. It seeffis
very foolish of him to recruit as openly as
he did if he really intended to take an ex-
redluon to Honduras. It does not seem
ikely to me that Dietrich is back of this.
In the first place, he isn't that kind of a man.
In the second place, if Honduras wins, he
oould probably get from the Honduran
Government the same concession he has
from the Nicaraguan. It would be to our
interest, It has n suggested that Diet-
rich wants these men as a guard to keep
order in case Honduras wins. I don't be-
lieve that. The Honduran Government
stands read( at any time to guard that ter-
ritory for him. It is more likely that Faget
has some scheme of his own to make money
by seiging a strip of the disputed terri-
tory.

“The State of Wonduras is peaceable,
and there is not the slightest sign of a pend-
ing ravolution. Gen, Bonilla’s Gevernment
is well established. The last elaction oc-
curred a vear and a half ago arnd the next
{s two and a half vears henco. In Central
America revolutions occur at the time of
an elaction or just after. That alone proves
that Faget is not the agent of a revolutionary
party. The State Department has been
\er{ good about helping, us and I think
that we have Faget squelched.”

TESTING TUNNEL CABLES.

Great Strain of Eleotricity Put en Them
for an Hour at a Time.

To safeguard the tunnel from dangers of
fire from the eleotrio wires, the officiala of
the Interborough Rapid Transit Company
are making a series of tests of the cables
carrying the ourrents. The fires which
have oocurred in the tunnel have been
mostly caused by these tests and have thus
served the purpose of revealing the spots
that need safeguarding. The teats which
are now being made consist of sending
high alternating ocurrents through the cable
for a period of an hour. General Superiun-
tendent Hedley says that if a cable stands
this test it will stand forever the ordinary
ourrents which will be requirel [or the
operation of the tunnel trains.

“The insulation of these cables,” Mr.
Hedley sald yesterday, “is a layer of rubber
covered b en, then asbestos, and then
with a oovrln{uof lead sheets, Every
inch of the cable will be thoroughly tested
before the public is allowed to enter the
subway, although it is not thought that
there would be much danger to passengers
from a defeotive cable. 8till every pre-
caution will be taken to prevent the possi-
bility of danger, and the tests which are now
