tunity to test the strength of the general
pull position. One operatér of this group
said yesterday: “1 have closed out all of my
long specilative stooks, and as ocoasions arise
] shall sell them & few that 1 haven't got. 1
don't beliove In the raarket as it is, and I'm
only waiting for spota on which it will suft
me to sell it. 1'm not a wild bear by any
means, but 1 think the bulls have gone a little
wild in some directions.”

Thers {8 now a group of aotive operators
no longer committed to the long side whose
pusiness it will be to seek out the vulnerable
poluts in the market, especially the weak-

nesses of pool positions, as well as to probe
for the stop loss orders that are supposed to
underlie the more Acﬂve stocks.

The technical {eaturo of the market most
commented upon yesterday In bullish quarters
was the absence of any selllng pressure of
consequence, notwithstanding developments
in the money market and flgures on the corn
crop calculated to exert an unfavorable
{nfluence upon general sentiment. One of
the most effective expedients of the bull
party throughout the advance has been
to bid prices up sharply at the week's end and
open the market higher and with great activity
on tho following Monday, The usual demon-
stration did not materialize after the publica-
tlon of the bank statement last Baturday,
and the market opened yesterday morning at
recessions of ¥ to !4 per cent. from Batur-
day’s final quotations. The bear element,
whose demonstration broke the market
after the bank statement on Saturday, con-
tinued to depress prices up to midday, but
without dislodging any volume of stocks.
Prices rallied feebly In the afternoon, largely
on short covering. Brokers said that at
no time during the day was there any real
selling pressure.

The Jewlsh holiday made some difference
{n the market.

There was a very noticeable decline yeater-
day (o commlission house activity. Both
the mpeculative business and that of a more
substantlal character compared unfavor-
ably with last week's average.

*Sentiment,” said an operator yesterday
whose judgment of purely sentimental con-
ditions {8 invarably shrewd, "changes alowly,
espacially after it has been all one way for a
long time. After the market has been going
one way for several months it does not turn
sbruptly and go steadily in the other direc-
tion. We have had a market here in which
thes bears time upon time have had to take
back their stocks at a loas, but onoe they

#on, it loaned at the same average rate as
other etocks. One forenoon last week, how-

It was known in a general way that H.V.
Jones of Watson & Co. was tentatively com-
mitted to predictions of a corn crop much
smaller than Wall Street had been depending
upon, but his estimate of 1,900,000,000 bushels,
published yesterday, started an uproar in
the grain trade, which was duly reflected In
ftoo’ market circles, especially In Wastern
fpeculative quarters where, sentiment on
ftocks being bullish, all estimates of crop
shrinkage are savagely ridiculed. It was
60 in the case of wheat. Mr. Jones began
lis survey of the corn crop {n the Bouthwest;
Lis reporta from Missouri were particularly
unfavorable. Then he went Into Iowa and
there he found more corn than he expected
to ser, and advised his following to walt
until he could be sure to what extent the
Towa situation would alter his ideas of the
total production, Mr. Jones has a big follow-
Ing among some of the most prominent rail~
road men of the country. They depend
pon bim. This is his first venture into
vorn, wheat having previously been his ex-
clusiva study, but Mr. Inglis, who has been
with him through the oorn, is one of the old-
&t exports in the West.

Tho Jones figures started a violent con-
troveray in the speculative grain trade.
