JOOKEY MARTIN I8 IN DISFAVOR
WITH HIS EMPLOYERS.

Andrew Millier Says He Is Dissatisfned with
- the Boy’s RMing and Subsuitutes
O'Netil--Plunger L'Hommedien St
an Exile—Yeager Flunges on Stuyve.

For some time past there have beon rumors

that several leading jookeys were threstened
with serious trouble for alleged poor riding.
Yesterday there was a story In efrculation
at Gravesend to the effect that a reproesenta-
tive of one of the leading stables, owned by
a millionaire, had appeared befors the stew-
ards of the Jookey Club at the meeting at the
track on Monday and had made a formal
complaint against the stable’s star jookey,
with a further request that the boy's liconse
should be revoked. It was said that the
stewards asked the stable's representative
if he had positive proof of wrongdoing or
oould show that there had been direct collu-
slon between the jookey and the betting ring.
The stable’s representative, it was stated,
declared that he had no proof, whereupon the
stewards informed him t they oould take
no action and advised him to suspend the
Jockey himself if he believed he bad & just
grievance.

Much surprise was shown when in the fifth
race W. B. Leeds’s 8implicity was ridden by
Frank O'Nefll instead of the regular stable
Jockey, Jack Martin. Andrew Miller, one of
the stewards of the Jockey Club and Mr.
Leeds’'s racing partner, when asked why
Martin had been supplanted, said:

“We have been dissatisfibd with Martin's
riding for some time past and decided to-
day to substitute O'Neill.”

“Did you make a complaint against Martin
to the stewards of the Jookey Club?" Mr.
Miller was asked.

“No official complaint has been filed with
the Jockey Club,” was the reply, “although
I do not know what action the stewards
of the Brighton meeting may have taken.”

It has been an open secret some time
past that Messrs. Leeds and Miller have been
finding fault with Martin, whose work in the
saddle has been, on several oocasions, poor,
to say the least. At Baratoga MArtin's ride
on Fort Hunter in the race won by Africander
wos harshly critivised. ILater at Bheepshead
Bay his handling of Wild Thyme when she
was trimmed by Ormonde's Right one day
was pronoupced incompetent, while his per-
formance on Hurstbourne at Brighton last
week called forth more adverse comment.
Martin's friends say that he has done his
best and that he f& merely the victim of elr-
cumstances. His riding of Hurstbourne is
defended with the statement that the Indio
colt is on the verge of a breakdown. Martin
lives with Tom Welsh, the trainer of the
Miller-Leeds horses, and it ia said that Welsh
has found absolutely no fault with the boy.
Martin has been riding for Mossrs. Miller
and Leeds and P. J. Dwyor almost exclusively,
with now and then a mount In the Keene
stable. Of late his services have not been
la general demand. He has shown much
skill at times, being alert at the post, oool
headed under trying conditions and a #trong
finisher. From yesterday's action on the
part of Mr. Miller, it would seem as if Martin
would soon sever his relations with the stable.
Possibly Trainer Welsh may throw up his
engagement, too, as he is llable to stand
by the jockey.
