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'GOSSIP OF THE RACRTRACK.

HILDEBRAND APPEARS TO BE
GETTING BACK TO FORM.

Fault Found With the Starting -Remarks
able Array of Geood Things Handed Out
Through the B8even KEvents—More
Lively Bidding Follows Selling Races.

Hildebrand showed some signs of coming
back to his old form yoesterday by riding
two winners and three seconds. He had
ridden only one winner in the preceding ten
days, and his foliowers were about ready to
turn from him to some new idol. Whatever
caused such a remarkable slump, nobody
seems able to explain, but it cannot be de-
nied that from a phenomenal career in the
saddle, which placed him far ahead of all
other jockeys in the struggle for the season's
honors, Hildebrand dropped out of the
public favor almost as quickly as he came
into it. In the meantime Willie Davis, who
also handled two winners yesterday, has been
enjoying some of Hildebrand's fast popu-
larity. Farly in the year Hildebrand was
followed by an army of betters whe thought
him invincible. The ranks have been per-
ceptibly thinned in the last month. Joe
Yeager, the boy's mentor and manager, i8
a big loser on the season, probably because
he has not consistently played his jockey's
mounts,

There was considerable growling over
the starting vesterday, especially when Burnt
Hills was left in the Willow Handicap. She
carried thousands of the public's money,
which went up in thin smoke, while Chrysitis,
the winner, was practically ignored by all
except her owner, Mr. lLorillard, who bet
enough to clean up about $4,000 on the re-
sult, The send=off in the fifth race was equally
poor, Proceeds, backed down to @ to 1, being
left, while Andrew Mack was off so poorly
that he had no chanoce after Davis had made
up the loat ground in a hustling journey up
the backstretch, In justice to Starter Cas-
sidy, it must besaid that he had unusually large
flelds to handle, and many unruly horses
made things trying for him. Since taking
up his duties at the barrier, be has done good
work, but the standard must be maintained
to compare favorably with the splendid
starting by C. J. Fitzgerald all summer.

“Father Bill" Daly got the selling race
war fever yesterday and surprised people
by bidding up Sydney Paget’s Juvenaga,
after the second race, to $1,500, an increase of
only $300, Joyner protecting and keeping
thd gelding at that figure. As a natural
sequence, $150 went to Joe Yeager, who ran
second with the Halma colt Hildebrand,
unbacked, however, by the plunger. Later
on, Sidney (. Love, running in the name of
E. E. Stutte, Yeager's business assoclate,
was run up to $2,000, an increase of $1,000,
after the fifth race, and retained, Billy Dubois,
who ran second with Eagle, doing the bid-
ding.
