BROKERS LOOK FOR AN ACTIVE
SEASON THIS FALL,

An Increase of Trading Is Already Noted
in the Flat, Tenement and Private
House Districts — Improved Surface
Transportation on the West Side.

A substantial increase of trading In the
private salea branch of the market, par-
ticularly during the latter half of last week,
scemns to show that the summer period of
extreme quiet is practically over. Indica-
tions point to an early opening of the active
fall b@pkerage season. Nearly twice as
many transactions were reported in the
week just closed as in the corresponding
week of last year, upward of three times
us much money was lent on real property,
and some expansion was noted also in
building activity.

The bulk of the gain in these various
directions must be credited to the borough
of The Bronx. The recent growth of busi-
ness there has been extraordinary. How-
ever, the development of the realty move-
ment north of the Harlem River has pro-
gressed without interruption throughout
the summer. Its character and tendencies
are well established. There is no doubt
that it will continue to increase rapidly in
volume while retaining unchanged ite pres-
ent sallent features. For these reasons
techniocal interest centres just now in Man-
hattan rather than in The Bronx.

In the former borough there has been
a more or less complete interruption in
some lines of dealing, This applies to the
financial, commercial, and apartment hotel
districts, as well as to the fashionable pri-
vate house neighborhood. Conditions in
the Fifth avenue residence section are
undoubtedly better than they were a year

% Little change has been noted in the
other districta mentioned. However, the
only obstacle which seems to stand in the
way of a gradual resumption of activity
on & moderate rcale, partioularly in tha
mercantile district, is the strike in the
building industry.

The strike has had no influence on inde-
pﬂudent builders, who are the chief factors

flat house construction. Its effect has
ho«n confined to the class of work con-
ducted by the bi? contractors forming
the membership of the Building Trades
Employers' Association. Fireproof oon-
struction has been checked, while non-
fireproof comnstruction, as repreoented by
flats, tenements, and suburban houses,

However, the
trouble in the building indusiry will evi-
demlﬁ be a closed incident bhefore long
and the demonstration which it has afforded
of the permanency of the arbitration agree-
ment should encourage capital to seek
employment again in the improvement of |
mh priced reality.

e only line of dealing in Manhattan
which has not been interrupted is that in
the flat and tenement distriots. This
movement has continued all through the
past summer, though on a seasonably |
modified scale. During the week just {
closed it furnished abundant proof that
it will be an important, if not the domi-
nating, feature of the local market this fall,
There was also some indication that it will
be less oonfined to Harlem and the lower
East Side than has until now the case,

siderable numbers, with a vie\v to exploit-
ing the lower gnda multi-family houses
there, and if current tentative operations '

The old
vard, West End avenue and Rivenlde
Drive neighborhoods have already ob-
tained improved transportation in the form
of a new line of surface cars inaugurated
by the Metropolimn Street Rallway Com-
pany which gives access by the shortest
route, without change, for a single fare
from upper Broadway and Amsterdam
avenue to the theatre, shopping and whole-
sale districts, to Long Acre, Herald,
Yu:hon and Union squares and the hotel
oentre

The territory west of Broadway was
almost inaccessible while that thoroughfare
remained in the hands of the subway con-
struction. The subway, coupled with the
new surface cars, will make it the most
accessible Erivno house and apartment
house neighborhood in the city. In ad-
dition, itsa natural attractions are unsur-
passed. It needs no extended explanation
therefore, to account for the increase o
dealing in dwellings on the Weot Side and
for the further fact that this dealing affects
eapecially the neighhorhood between Broad-
way and Riverside Drive.

BIG PROFIT IN MUSSEL SHELLS.
An Inland Fishing Industry of Recent
and Rapid Growth.
INDIANAPOLIS, Sept. 24.—Cannelton, in
Perry county, is rapidly gaining fame as
a shipping point for mussel shells and
every vear is adding to the number en-
gaged in the industry and to the output of
the button factories at Muscatine, Ia.,
which is the point to which nearly all of the

shells are being shipped.

Since the present season opened 12§
tons of shells have been shipped, all of
which were obtained from the Ohio River

{ within a mile of Cannelton.

The outfit of the mussel fisherman con-
sista of a boat and a pair of dredges made
from common gas pipes, to which are at-
tached many hooks. Fach hook has four
prongs. The dredge is attached to the
boat by a stout rope, cast overboard
and dragged down the stream as the boat
floats lazily with the current.

Knowledge of the habits of the mussel
enables the fisherman to take advantage of
its instinct. It lies in the water with its
ehell open, and when a prong of the hook
strikes within the opening of the two shells,
thev come together like & vise and the iron

point is held firmly, the mussel hnlding‘

on till the shells are broken apart.

When the boat has floated thirty or forty
yards the dredge is lifted up and the second

redge i8 dropped out on the opposite
eide. When the haul is
fisherman often finds that he has a hundred
or more mussels on a single dredge.

When the second dredge Is drawn up,
the first, after the mussels have been taken

off, is lowered again and the process is con- |

tinued till the boat is loaded with the shells
From the boat the mussels are transferred
to a large tank holding from 500 to 1,000

pounds, in which the mussels a re boiled to !

loosen the meat from the shells, The

shells are then put on a platform and are |

cleaned and sorted for shipment. Then
they are put on the cars and the fisher-
man receives his pay. This during the sum-
mer has been §10 a ton aboard cars.

While not depending upon by-products,
the fishermen are constantly on the alert
for pearis, and some of them have been
made very comfortable by their finds this
summer. Many of the pearls are of ir-
regular shape and wanting in lustre, and
these are thrown away, for the fishermen
have learned that to be of value a pearl
must be either round., button ahlped or
pear shaped and must be lustrous. ‘L'o be of
great value it must be not less than an e hth
of an inch m diameter and should be e
white, pink, purple, brown or black. Deld
penrls are often found by the flshermen:
that is, pearls of a dead leaden color; but for
these there is no market.
