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STALWART'S HINDOO STAKES.

MEDDLER COLT WINS FROM
BROOMSTICK IN A CANTER.

Alan-a-Dale Takes the Handicap Without
Trouble—Right and True and Canteen
Surprises—Czaraphine First by a Neok
—~Three Favorites Are Sunsessful,

Stalwart, the champion three-year-old
colt, won fresh laurels when he captured the
$15,000 Hindoo Stakes at a mile and three-
quarters, run over the Gravesend track yes-
terday. The son of Meddler ~Melba, who is
just at present the star of E. R. Thomas's
big racing stable, was never extended and
was pulled up almost to a walk as he passed
the judges six lengths in front of 8. B,
Brown's Broomstick, He covered the dis-
tance in 3:00 flat, the best previous time for
the race being 2:59, made by Hurstbourne
Jast year. Stalwart plcked up scale weight,
128 pounds, the same burden carried by
Broomstick, while 8t. Valentine, the other
Thomas representative, packed 118, with
Sydney Paget's Ormonde's Right shoulder-
fng 108, including two pounds overwelght.
While Stalwart and St. Valentine were cou-
pled ag hot first choices at 9 to 10, Ormonde's
Right, because of his comparatively light
impost, was heavily backed both ways.

At the start Odom went to the front with
St. Valentine, who opened up a gap of several
Jengths, with Broomstick and Ormonde’s
Right close together and Stalwart trailing.
They maintained this order for nearly a mile
and a quarter, when SBt. Valentine dropped
back. As he did so both Broomstick and
Ormonde’'s Right made a quick bid for the
leadership, but before their riders knew what
waus up Redfern had cut Stalwart loose. In
the twinkling of an eye the Meddler colt ran
aver his rivals on the far turn as if they were
standing stock still, and taking the lead he
was never in danger. Ormonde’s Right
tired at the last furlong pole, and Broomstick, |
hard ridden by Burns, beat him a length and
a half for the place. St. Valentine was ten
lengths behind the Paget oolt. BStalwart,
scarcely breathing, came back to the scales
first and was royally applauded.

Alan-a-Dale, a prohibitive favorite, took
the handicap for all ages st a mile and a six-
teenth In the easiest possible manner. Lyne,
who rode him, allowed Jack Ratlin, second
choice, to set a fast pace to the head of the
stretch and then let the Halma horse down
for a galloping victory by a length and a half
in 1:48 1-5. Jack Ratlin came home in the
place, three lengths before old Ethics, 20to 1.

E. R. Thomas's $25,000 colt Flyback, with
top weight, ruled equal favorite at 9 to 5 with
Sydney Paget's crack filly, Czaraphine, who
received two pounds from the Requital colt.
Flyback was a bitter disappointment to his
owner, for he finished well back in the ruck.
Czaraphine, on the other hand, made all the
pace, first attended by Fancy Dress and
then by Derry, 8 to 1. The latter closed so
strongly that Lyne had to drive Czaraphine
to the wire to win by aneck in 1:11, Derry
was three parts of a length in front of uUlen
Echo, a 12 to 1 shot, with Fancy Dress half a
length behind and the same distance before
Flyback.

Two good thinge, Right and True, 0 to 1,
and Old England, 12 to 1, ran first and second,
respectively, separated by ¢ head, in the first
raoe, at about six furlongs. ®ight and True
got the best of a poor start, whileastronger
boy than the apprentice Schilling could
have beaten him with Old England. Four
lengths back Counterpoise, 10 to i, took third
money [rom James V., second choice, with
Castalian the favorite, next. The time was |
1:10 4-5,

While all of the wise men made The Lady
Rohesia a hot favorite at 6 to 5 in the third
race, at a mile and a sixteenth, they evidently
aoverlooked Canteen, 5 to 1, who got a skilful
ride from Jack Martin and beat the Lorillard
filly by a length in a drive. The latter was
gaining with every stride at the end and
finished two lengths in front of Daisy Green,
20 to 1. The start was poor, Dimple being
left and Pronta, a good thing, getting away
ro slowly that she never had a look in. The
time was 1:48 4-5.

David Gideon's Queen Rose, unbacked by
his owner at 10 to 1, took the fifth race, for
maiden two-year-old fillies, at five and a half
furlongs. She was in front after the first
furlong, but in the final sixteenth she swerved
over in front of 8, 8. Brown's Druid, who had
been pounded down to 7 to 2. Burns, who
was compelled to pull Druid up so that she

only beat Delusion, the favorite, by half a
Jength, went before the stewards with a
protest of foul, which was not ailowed. The |
time was 1:08 3-5. Three favorites got the |
money for the form players. The attendance

Filly Allowed to Run Unbacked While
the Plungers Back Druid, Whe Finishes
Behind Her—Dave Johnson Burns Up
Many 8800 Bills on Ormonde’s Right.

bush to back her i{n a race with a com-
paratively inferfor lot of two-year-olds.
Bo Lewisohn apnd Gideon sent enough money
into the ring to back Queen Rose from 20
to 1 down to threes only to see her ourl up
after displaying much early speed and finish
far back among the ®aleo rans.” Like many
other exploded good things, Queen Rose was

up as no acoount, the plungers con-,
cluding that to back her again would be simply
sending more good money to the furnace.

Queen Rose was started again yesterday
in the fifth race. Trainer Thomas Murphy
had not lost faith in the His Highness filly,
but Lewisohn and Gldeon bhad positively no
use for her. Instead they had received the
warmest kind of a tip on 8. 8. Brown's filly
Druid, by 8ir Dixon—Merdin, who had been
going like wildfire In her workouts though
she had never started before. Druid, whose
name was pronounced “Drood” by some
of the inelegant bookmakers, was opened at
8 to 1. Lewisohn had two commissioners
busy In the ring without a moment's delay,
It was said that (ildeon's money followed
Lewisohn's, but whether it did or not the
fact remains that Druld was soon backed
down to 7 to 2 and 3 to 1 in some books, while
8 moment before the gate went up it was a
difftoult matter to secure better than 5 to 2.
Queen Rose, meanwhile, had gone up In the
betting from sevens to 10 to 1, the smart
people, who are always on the watch for
stable money, keeping off. tideon and
Lewisohn hurried to the clubhouse balcony
a moment before the race started and levelled
their glasses at Druld. ln a moment they
were thunderstruck to see Queen Rose out
in front, tearing along at a terrific gait. In
consternation they looked for Druid, who
had been pocketed but was finally gaining
rapidly as the leader turned into the stretch.
Toward the end Queen Rose swerved over
toward the rail as Cochran put her under a
hard drive,and Druid, unable to come through,
was pulled up by Tommy Burns. It looked
to some as if a foul had been committed, and
when Burns, after leaving the acales, dropped
his saddle and rushed up the steps to the
stewards, Lewisohn's face was a study. He
was Inwardly praying for a disqualification
of his turf associate's fllly, for such a ruling
meant thousands of dollars to him. But the
stewards did not take Burns's view of the
situation and ordered the red board to be
adjusted without a change in the original
placing. 8o Lewisohn and Gideon turned
away disconsolate, while Trainer Murphy
was jubllant,

Dave Johnson caused a mijld sensation
p the betting ring during the speculation
on the Hindoo Stakes. Johnson, after a
careful inspection of Ormonde's Right in
the paddock, hurried among the layers with
a roll of five hundred dollar bills. From
book to book the plunger went, betting on
the son of Ormonde regardless of the price.
The layers in some instances became panic
stricken and rubbed. Finally Johnson went
around to the "back line” where the “Hum-
ming Bird" was surrounded by a struggling
mob. The price against the Paget colt had
been hunched to o to & and Johnson, shoul-
