Bourke Cockran, who was renominated
for Congress last night in the Twelfth district
by Tammany, made an addrees, in the course
of which he said that the whole of Demo-
cratio doctrine was comprised in the sen-
tence, “In the sweat of thy brow shalt thou
eat bread.” The troubles of men and nations
rosn from man's disposition to eat bread
on the sweat of other men's browe. Every
attempt of government to divert the fruits
of labor from the man who oreates them
to the man who covets them was un-Demo-
cratic.

Personal profit, Mr. Cockran said, was
the Republican governing purpose. The
Democratio party will sacrifice succees
at the polls rather than supprees a con-
vlction; the Republican party vice versa.
Democracy I8 a faith; Republicanism is an
appetite.

The Republican party has maintained
itself In power, not by enforoing ite own
principles, but by appropriating Demo-
cratic prineiples. The unbroken policy of
the country for forty years might be defined
as a steady adoption of Democratio policies
and the a{most equally steady persistence
in entrusting the enforocement of them to
the Republican party, the latter tendenocy
having been a source of great injury Co
the body politio; the dreadful lynching of
negroes, for instance, which many in the
Soith believe to be a necessary protective
measure, in sequel tu “reconstruction”; un-
holy enterprises of conquest as a sequel to
the lofty enterprise of humault{ and olviliza-
tion--the Democratic polioy of intervention
in Cuba.

m.\!r. (‘ockran oxplained the forty year
tendency he noted in the following words:

Republicans are very generally regarded
as corrupt, but somehow or other they have
aucceeded  in rsuading the people that
Democratic politicians are orazy, and the
electors, beliaving themselves reduced to a
choice between crazy men and ocorrupt men,

have preferred to trust the corrupt, probably

on the ground that rogues can be dealt
with according to their roxuerr, while luna-
tics cannot be dealt with at all. Remembe

that I am far from saying that this view o
Democratic politicians is justified: but I
think the whole trend of results ought to
leave little doubt that the opinjon is widely
held. And the justification of a popular
opinion does not in any way affect ita in-
fluence on results.

Th'imlnmo“ ?.l'l vegn{ng}n in hbe last
analyeis is essentially tha a po conrln.
and a policeman who {8 sensible as well as
honest is, of course, the one whom every
one would like to see in the post of authority.
But if you be reduced to a choioe between a
policeman who taps your till of a few dollars
every day and one who abhors robbery but
would insist upon stopping it by blow‘lna
up your house with dynamite, you woul
very naturally try to make terms with the
rogue and save some of your money, rather
than have all your property destroyed by the
lunatic with whom it would be impossible
to reason or make any terms whatever.

Now, the Republican does not deny that hi
hand is in the national till and that it
retnain there, but some way or other he IR-
pears to have succ ed in persuading the
weople that the Democrats who denounce
{ns robbery would paralyze all commerce
and wreck all property if Lheg were allowed
to drive him away. And so the people have
referred submitting to peculation which,
ﬂowevor grievous and demoralizing, leaves
them something of what their labor produces,
rather than risk what they think might be
the total destruction of their industrial sys-
tem by well meant but utterly extravagant
and ruinous political experiments. No one
regrets this impression of Democratic poli-
ticians more than I. Our business here,
however, is-not to gloss over or disguise the
cayses of our defeats, but to seek them hon-
estly, disclose them candidly, and labor to
remove them untiringly. That they can be
removed is not open to doubt. For when-
ever it has been made clear to this country
that the policies which the Demoocratio rny
supportego were consistent with efMicient and
orderly government, and that its candidates
were capable of enrnrclu them, popular
gupport has followed immediately and over-
whelmingly, The party has been successful,
as what fa known as a tidal wave has always
eet in.

To restors confldence in the Democratio
party the firet essential step {s to establish
not that its leaders are honest, for that I
think |8 generally oconceded, but that they
are sane, In order to remove the impression
of Insanity, however, Democrats must not go
to the other extreme and let themselves sink
into inanity, To free ourselves from sus-
picion of supporting dangerous principles,
we must not expose ourselves to the suspicion
of having no prlnvlrlm at all. To achieve
success only two th nrs are necessary, and
both these are absolutely eesential. The
party must show first-that it has principles
which are sane, and, secondly, that all {ts
members are united in support of em.
Let us but do_this and victory decisive, over-
whelming and enduring is absolutely certaln,

Two years ago the Democrats won out
in every Congress district in Brooklyn with
the exception of the Third, in which ‘Mr.

The five Democratic Congressmen, with
the exception of Mr. Bassett in the Fifth
wera renominated. Mr. Bassett also could
have had a renomination, but declined it,
owing to his desire to renew his law prac-
tice. Mr. Roach, who has been named as
his successor, is a lawyer and also a member
of the Consolidated Stock Exchange. Mr.
Byk, who has been chosen to make the
uphill racein the Third district, is a lawyer.
Two years ago he was a candidate for the
Aseembly in the Seventeenth district, and
made a creditable showing in that Repub-
lican stronghold.

The renomination of Mr. Baker in the
Sixth district was a ooncession to the radical
Democracy, of which he is a shining light.
This district ie under the control of the
factional opponents of Senator McCarren,
but there was no scrap over the renomina-
tion of Mr. Baker.

The reelection of Lindsay in the S8econd |

and of Fitzgerald in the Seventh distriots is,
of course, a foregone conclusion. It is
also conoceded that Dr. Wilson has an ex-
ocllent chance to represent the Fourth
district for another term. The Republi-
cans will, as usual, carry the Third district
and will fight hard to regain control in the
Fifth and Sixth.

HALF RATES FoOR VOTERS.

Western Raliroads to Glve Special Terms
for Eleotion Time.

CH10400, Oot. 8.~At the request of the
Republican national committes all the
Western rallroads will make practically
half rates to men returning to their homes
to vote, and the same to dependent mem-
bers of their families accompanying them.

An agreement to that effect was reached
at a special meeting to-day of the Western
Passenger Assoolation. Not all the lines
were represented, but undoubtedly they
will agree to give a round trip tloket for
the amount of the regular one way fare
plus $3.

This will be tendered connecting lines
85 & basing rate making it available by
persons now outside as well as in the terri-
tory of the association.

To secure the half rate the voter must
have a certificate from accredited officers

of politioal organizations, usually the
ohairman of the Btate committee,
ONEIDA ODELL MEN WORRIED.,

They Fear the Governor-Chatrman’s Ticket
Will Be Snowed Under in the County.

UTica, Oct. 3—As the campaign pro-
gresses the Republican leaders in Oneida
county become more and more convinced
that, unless something quickly develops
to stem the tide now running in Judge
Herrick's favor, Gov. Odell's ticket, headed
by Higgins for Governor, is not only going
to fail to carry this Republican stronghold,
but will be snowed under in Oneida county
at the coming election. It {s now under-
stood that the campaigners for the Repub-
lican county committee will steer clear of
any reference to Governor-Chairman Odell
and administration, and try to make
the people believe that Higgins will be the
Governor if he is elected. The speaking
campaign will be begun this week.

Many Republicans hereabouts have re-
ceived letters from Governor-Chairman
Odell's New York bureau asking the re-
ciplents to send information as to the con-
ditions of the party in this vicinity. The
letters are nicely worded and the recipi-
ents are led to believe that they are known
personally to Odell and that their views
of the situation are greatly desired. The
lettars have been sent to the many Repub-
licans who are regarded as “slightly off”
on certain parta of the tioket. Other letters
received by State officeholders. in Oneida
county make a flat demand for money to
aid in the elaction of Odell's candidates.

SECY. WI750N'S PREDICTION.

No Poubt, He Says, That New York and
New Jersey Will Go for Roosevelt.

WasHINGTON, Oct. 8. —Becretary of Agri-
oulture Wilson, who has been talking to
the farmers of several States on the issues
of the campaign, was at the White House
to-day.

“I have been in Massachusetts,” he said,

{8 no queetion in my mind as to the out-
come in either of these States. New Jersey
will ﬁ Republican by a large majority,
and the President will carry New York
by many thousands. Why? Because the
people do not want a change in the politics
of the Government and because they are
well satisfled with President Roosevelt
as the Chief Executive of the oountry.
These are the two reasons that will de-
termine the vote of the country in No-
vember, The President will run many
votes ahead of the State ticket in nearly
every State in the ocountry, showing his
personal attraction for the people.”

JOHN ©. CROSBY WON'T RUN,

l‘blhuﬁ Want Second Piace on the Bay
State Demooratic Ticket.

BosroN, Oct. 3.—In making up the Demo-
cratio State ticket the Hon. John C. Crosby
of Pittsfleld will have to be counted out.
He declined the nomination for Lisutenant
Governor last year, after it had been oi-
fered to him by the State oconvention,
and to-day he sent a letter to the executive
committes of the Democratic State com-
mittee announcing that he will not be a
candidate for the offlce this year.

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PARKER MEN HOPE ON HERRICK

NATIONAL CANDIDATE STILL DIS-
INOCLINED TO THE STUMP.

Speech at the Manbattan Club Hardly
Expeoted—Judge Parker Will Be In
New York Most of the Time Now
—Last Evening With Sheehan Alone.

Candidate Parker Is here again, coat off
and hard at work., He has transferred
practically all his part of the management
of the Democratic national campaign from
Roscrmount to the Hotel Seville, He will
remain in New York until Thuraday night,
at least, and the Monday-to-Thursday
stays will probably continue all this month.
Judge Parker not only is receiving the
politiclans with whom he is anxious to con-
fer, but he {s attending, in spare moments,
to a lot of correspondence with leaders
who are trying to carry doubtful States
and want his advice as to the best method.

There was no indication yesterday that
Mr. Parker will change his mind about
not speaking at the Manhattan Club re-
ception to-morroyr night. His managers
have about given up hope that he will make
any speeches at all. Now they are turn-
ing toward Judge Herrick as a means of
carrying the State for the national ticket.
Three of Judge Parker's friends—Cord
Meyer, Norman E. Mack and Willlam 8.
Rodie—~who called on him yesterday, had
this in mind. They, and most of the other
Parkerites, are convinced that the grocery
issue is certain to elect Judge Herrick,
and they want to find a way to make Judge
Parker profit by a Herrick {mdslldo. They
all admire Judge Herrick's plan of straight-
forward, outspoken campaign, but they
believe it is too late to get the national
candidate to do as much for himself as
Judge Herrick is doing for the State ticket.
Hence they must be content to let the
Herrick enthusiasm aid Parker, if possible,
by reflection

Judge Parker and his lieutenants are
now looking on Illinois as a possible Parker
State. (. %’l Mallan of Chicago had a long
talk with the candidate. He is one of the
John P. Hopkins crowd. Last week Ben

T. Cable of Illinois called on a similar
mission,
Just why J. Howell Cobb of Juneau,

Alaska, visited Judge Parker was not so
evident. Several politicians about the
Seville averred that Mr. Cobb was the
national committeeman for the Territory.
That position is still held, as it was held on
the occasion of the national committee's
visit to Esopus, by David Bennett Hill,
for he retains the unthawed proxy of the
committeeman and seems likely to hang
on to it.

Norman E. Mack, who is national com-
mitteeman for this State, brought with
him on one of his several visits to the can-
didate yesterday C. P. O'Donnell of Colo-
rado, whose supposed mission was to con-
fer with Judge Parker on the best means
of getting the votes of silver Democrats.

NO ONE TO BLAME FOR FIRE.

Owner, Lessee and Contractor Discharged
—Tenement and Bullding Dep’t. Scored.

The Coroner's jury returned a verdict
yesterday that no one was directly re-
sponsible for the fire at 164 Attorney street
on Sept. 4, in which fourteen persons lost
their lives, but that the responsibility for the
inspection of such places should be vested
in either the Tenement House Department
or the Building Department, so that either
one or the other could be held “guilty of all
discrepancies.” The inquest was on the
death of Yetta Miller and the thirteen others
who were suffocated to death in the fire. It
was presided over by Coroner Scholer,
who recommended, when the evidence
was all in, that the owner, lessee and con-
tractor of the building be discharged, but
that the Bullding Department and the
Tenement House Department be strongly
censured.

“What is everybody's business is no-
body's business,” said the Coroner in his
charge. “From my pereonal knowledge
I know there has been a conflict between

the two departments for some ume. Both
disregard their duties, and both can shirk
responsibility, so both departments should
be under one head.”

The verdict followed out the Coroner's
instructions to the letter.

Seven witnesses were examined. Chief
Inspector Lee of the Tenement House De-
partment told of the improvements which
were under way on the building,and said
that the last time he inspected the building,
just previous to the fire, the flre escapes
were all in place. Capt. Kane of the engine
company that responded first told of find-
lnq the fire escapes blocked with house-
hold goods belonging to the tenants. The

testimony of the other witnesses went to |

show that none of the inmates was burned to
death on the escapes, but that all perished
of suffocation in their rooms or the hall-
ways. (apt. Bro of Hook and Ladder
Company 18 sald that there was some
delay in sending in the alarm and that if
the fireman could have reached the build-
ing fifteen minutes sooner every life would
ave heen saved.

After the jury's verdict was rendered
the three prisoners, Leon Sable, owner of
the building, Morris Levine, the lessee,
and contraotor Breiterman were discharged.
