and Brangdne and Magdalena for the lilts
and fa-la-lals of operetta she alone knows,

Fabuloug tales are told of the pecuniary
inducements offered to her to do so, and
there may he some substantial foundation
for these stories, Possibly in the sweet
by and by her manager will explain to
himself why he did it.

Mme. Schumann-Heink made her oper-
oita bow last night at the Broadway Theatre
in a comic opera entitled “Love's Lottery."”
The book of this creation emanated from
the teelning fancy of Stanislaus Stange, and
the music was constructed by Julian Ede
wards. Much sympathy is due these gen-
tlemen, for the task placed before them
was not one to be undertaken with con-
fidence or gladsome anticipations.

Mme. Schumann-Heink was always a

tormidable personage, even when she
was carolling in her own familiar German
gnd leaping like a voeal antelope up or

down two octaves of the harmless, neces-
sary diatonic scale, But clad in the glitter-
{ng panoply of the comic opera stage,
speaking a German-English dialect which
pot the liveliest imagination could picture
as intentionally comic, and carrying with
her grand opera aspirations after spot
Ughts, sentimental ditties, passionate
enotions and cadenzas unto her own glory,
ahe became a problem of appalliing char-
acter,

In his struggle to fit her with a part

jving full scope to her equipment for the
ﬁn» of business into which she had been
jured by the temptation of the press agent
and the treasurer, Mr. Stange fell into a
~eritable slough of deepond. jcture Mme.
{Schumann-Heink as an amiable German
laundress, clad in a heliotrope velvet bod-

turns titanically kittenish and tigerishly
gentimental.

This is the eort of personage Mr. Stange
gvolved from his meditations. Doubtless
Jlme. Schumann-Heink had not a little

4 she did, it may be said that the admirable
comio skill which she used to show at the
Metropolitan Opera House in Wagner's
comio opera has fled far away from her

id present ome opportunities
o the painter, and excellently
did he use them, especially in the

view of an English baronial seat in the
second act, The costumer also performed
some feats, a trifle more astonishing than
those of the painter, and these, too, dis-
played themselves chiefly in the act.

But when all is said and done, nothing
could gloss the dulness of Mr. Btange's
hook or infuse life into the hopeless inanimae
tion of the puppet offered to Mme. Schu-
mann-Heink as a part. The actrers her-
pelf could certainly not do the latter. She
was pitiably heavy, and her humor con-
fined itself to a crude emphasizing of her
own cumbersome attempts at ‘l‘.nglinh.
Rhe burlesqued her own dialect and pressed
her empty gags till even the first night
audience ceased to laugh at them.

Her singing was by no means what must
have been expected of a grand opera celeb-
rity thrust into the narrow realm of oper-
etta., There, according to popular idea,
she ought to have towered far skyward
above her associates, The truth is, how-
ever, that Mme. Schumann-Heink ia not
the singer who dazed tliis town a few years
ago with Sunday niglhit feats in the brindisi
from “Lucrezia Borgia."” .

Four young women who were
intrusted with smnﬁ rdles, M&r‘flret Craw-
ford, E. Tekla Farm, Ivy (‘IK e gnd Lucia
Nola—it sounds like a Swedish ladies’ quar-
tet—sang very well. Indeed, the chorus
was one of tha best singing assemblies
brought together gince the days of the
boasted Castle Square chorus.

It i a pity that some of the principals
did not sing as well. However, “Love's
Lottery” may serve ita time as a vehicle
for the exposition of Mme, Schumann-
Helnk's singular ambition to narrow the
range of her artistic usefulness, Mean-
while the world will wag onward to other
shows in which the cakewalk, the coon
song and the variety H{Jecialist will afford
it easier amusement. It is all a great pity,
for this seems to have been a lovely oppor-
tunity entirely missed.
