PLANTED BY MRS. SYME; SPREADS
OVER CHURCH WALL.

She Says It's Her Vine and the Church
Mustin't Take It Down—She Won't Even
Allow a Seaffold to Overhang Her
Property—Alleged Talk of Shooting.

Supreme Court Justice Wilmot M. Smith
in Brooklyn yesterday,; after hearing argu-
ment in the case of Mary J. Syme to make
permanent an injunction restraining the
Roman Catholic Church of 8t. Casimir,
on Greene avenue, from removing some
Japanese ivy growing on her premises ad-
joining the church, reserved decision.

It is contended that many years ago the
ivy was planted by the plaintiff, but it has
climbed and spread all over the side of the
church, clinging to it so tightly that it hae
loosened the cement and caused the wall
and roof of the church to leak. The church
authorities maintain that they desire to re-
pair the roof and wall, but that this cannot
be done until the ivy is taken down, and
that Mrs. Syme refused to permit them to
enter her land to do the work on the church,

Counsel for the church said that after a
steeple climber had been engaged to take
(lo‘\}'n the ivy the brother of the plaintiff
said

“If you or any one else interferes with the
ivy I will shoot him, and if a scaffold be put
up I will cut the rope.”

Mrs. Syme's lawyer cited authorities to
show that the ivy belonged to her,aa the
trunk was in her ground, no matter where
the branches or tendrils might be.
