TAMMANY CALL3 DOWN MORGAN.

The meeting at Tammany Hall ?m;terday
was held on a hurry call after tho expor-
fences of the first day of registration. As a

t of the reports of what had happened

n the different districts on the first regis-
&r:um day a committee was sent to call on
Morgan and represent to him that he
naadno power to instruct election inspc ctors
to challenge from his enormous lists. It
was also decided to have at least one lawyer
present at every registration place on the
roumlninf days of registration to proteot
s who might be challenged by

the Morgan deputies, It was resolved also
that the Tammany Hall law committee
should hold daily meetings between now
and election day to prepare the necessary
papers to mandamus boards of election in-
spectors who rcfuse to register citizens
entitled to vote. Two watchers will also
be Bent to every registration booth. Sec-
gon 90 of the Election law permita this, but

'ammany had not thought it necessary to
send watchers for registration days. Im-
mediately after the meeting yesterday
morning watchers' blanks were delivered to

e distriot leaders and within two hours

were two Democratio watchers sta-
oned in each of the 895 election districts
in the oounty.
SBCHEME TO DELAY VOTING.

The meeting of the committee was held
behind clo doors, but afterward this
official report of the proceedings was given

out;

John F. Ahearn of the Fourth said that
his experience was the eame a8 Nr, Foley's;
that 2,878 men had registered, which was
an inocrease over the first day's registra-
m in 1800, and that 195 men had been

lenged on Fridav in his_district, He
said that former Aldeyman Thomas Sheils,
who had been a resident there for thirty-
five years and active in politics in the dis-
triot, had been challenged.

Bernard Martin of the Fifth had the
ssme story to tell, His registration in-
creased 500 votes over 1600,

Timothy P. Sullivan of the Sixth stated
that last year there were 8,400 votes cast in
his distriot, and that on Friday Morgan had
gent up a lHst of 13,011 names which he
ord challenged. In one election dis-
trict where there were 300 votes cast last
year they had a list of 1,100 names, He
said that the Morgan men were told to use
their own discretion about challenging
the voters. Mr. Sullivan also stated that
the orders received from Morgan d
&hro inspectors to challenge, whereupon

Mr. Lantry of the Twenty-second said
that three-quarters of the Democratic
voters of his district were challenged, that
several prominent citizens, including clergy-
meﬁnhnd been challenged, and that most
of polling places in his district were
ocongested by a crowd of men who were

le to register because of the time
taken in challenging them, and that nearly
in every instance it took five to ten minutes
to swear the challenged man.

James J. Martin of the Twenty-seventh
reported that he had noticed an attempt
to colonize his district with thirty day
voters; that the registration is 800 short
of what it was in 1900, which was a good
indication for the Democratic party.

Thomas Rush of the Twenty-ninth said
that 2,000 of the voters of his dis riot were
down for challanﬁfl: that the regis ra ion
was 000 lighter than it had been (n 1800,
and that he considered that an encouraging

sign.

r Frawley of the Thirty s3cond
dis‘rict complained that he had a great
deal of trouble' with the Morgan men over

ging the Democratic voters. He
said that 1,000 more regis ered than on the
fiss' day of 1000.

MORGAN WILL WITHDRAW THE ORDER.

After the conference was over the Tam-
many men said that Mr. Morgan hi
promised to make answer to their complaint
after he had given it due consideration,
and Mr. Logan declared that he had been
given to understand that Mr. Morgan's
order to the Board of Rogiau{ would be
qualified by another order, releasing the
rn%istry officers from nmkllﬁr challenges
and putting that duty on . Morgan's
own deputies.

Mr. Morgan said that he had assured
the committee that they were laboring
under a misapprehension of the facts.

“The committee seemed to be very much
exercised,” he said, “over the possibility
of there betng so many challanges. They
feared that a wholesale swearing in of
voters on election day would so delay mat-
ters in the dpolllng places that many ;cr-
gons would have to wait a considerauie
time in line before they got their ballots and
that some latecomers might lose their
votes because of being in line when the
polis closed. That seemed to be their main

ear,

“I told them that so far as perscis on
the challenge liet are concerned, every one
would Le investigated before election, and
that as fast as a man was found to be eligi-
ble to vote his name would be removed
from the list. Many challenges will te
withdrawn in that way, and I do not an-
ticipate that swearing in of votes will block
the business of any poll.”

Mr,Morgan explained the fact that there
are many more names on the challenge
list in-eome districts than there are votera
by saying that for three or four months
hrl deputies have Leen making a canvass
of the city, getting the name of every per-
son who is not qualified to vote. eir
list includes unnaturalized foreigners, per-
gons who have lost their citizenship and
those who have not lived in the State or
district long enough to fill the require-
ments, The name of ev::rv such person
has Leen entered on the challenge lists.

“In some districts,” he declared, “where
foreigners predominate, the challenge list
is terr times as large as the list of quali-
fled voters. We have put all those who are
not qualified on the list, 8o that they will
Le challenged promptly if they attempt to
register, but there is no doult that a very
large numler of them will not attemnnt to
register at all.”

NO ORDERS TO ARREST ON CHALLENGE LISTS.

Mr. Morgan said that this system had
made the challenge lists bigger than ever
this year and that the number was further
increased by the addition of the name of
any one sent in by either of the rties
with a request that the person be chal entzed.
Such reauesta were sent in by Republican
organizatior s, Mr. Morgan said, and by the
leader of one Damocraticdistrict. What this
distriet was and how many men thess organi-
zation challenges aflected Mr. Morgan
declared that he could not say. He said
however, that every name so sent in had
been put on the lists and that orders had
bLeen sent out that the men were to be chal-
lenged if they attempted to register, but
that in no case should they be arrested.
Between now and election day, deputies
will investigate every such challenge, and
the only people who will have to swear in
their votcs, Mr. Morgan said, will he thosa
who, accordin rF to the report of the deputies,
are not qualified.

WHO GOT UP THE BOGUS OHALLENGE LIST?

Superintendent of Elections Morgan re-
oeived word last night that a man was going
through the Eighth Assembly distriot
with a list of men to be challenged if they
attempted to register. The list was type-
written and the man announced that it
had been issued by Mr. Morgan. On the
list were the names of a number of the
most respeotable residents of the distriot,
men who have lived there for a number of

years.

Mr. Morgan sent out to find the man
who had the list. He said that he hadn't
fssued any such list and that it was bogus,
The list he made of challenges in the district
was not typewritten. The man waan't
found, however, although he succeeded
in having a number of voters challenged
o the strength of the list he carried.

them free, happy and prosperous.
“We pemtmﬂ"hpolnt with pride to our
love of liberty. e Republican platform

arserts that ‘fifty years ago the Republican
party came into existence, dedicated among
other purposes to the great task of arrest-
ing the extension of human slavery.’ Ar-
resting the extension of human slavery!
That sounds well. But it speaks of the
virtues of another gemeration. All the
leaders of the Republican y of that day
have passed away. In lwlaoen have
come very different men. e need not
point out that which inocipally differ-
entiates them. It y wtggesu; itself.
But we will refer to one of the results of
that difference.

“After our utter defeat of the Spaniards
the Republican administration paid to
the vain oppressor of the unconquered
Filipino $20,000,000 for his uncertain option
on his victim's lands, tenements and heredit-
aments. In the a!mgén to bolster the
option we have was over $650,000,000
more of the people’'s money and sacrificed
over 200,000 lives. And the waste of money
and the sacrifice of lives are not yet ended
if the policy of the Administration is to be
continued indefinitely.

“The policy refuses to promise independ-
enoe for the islanders now, or at any time
or upon any condition. It does not even
leave open the door of hope. 7The adminis-
tration rails at the Democratic proposal
to promise them independence as soon as
they are rrepued for it. Indeed it sug-
gests to elghty millions of intellizent peo-
ple, that such a promise would stimulate
the vicious' to be more vicious, instead
of encouraging the improvement which
would secure them what they most desire
on éaarthl——froedom. o .

“But state a proposition. It argues
itself. If our people agree that the ad-
ministration is wrong in threatening by
its silence that which it undoubtedly in-
tends—namely, perpetual bondage for the
Filipinos—the remedy is in their hands.

“We could have donated to Spain a num-
ber of millions and annexed Cuba with
equal justice and lesa suspicion of im-
becility than' we displayed in acquiring
the Philippines. But we have done our
duty to Cuba. We have left her to work
out her own salvation—to teke her plce:
in the march of civilized nat'o s.

“Shall we forbid the Filipinos to hope
for independence? 8!all we prevent their
building up their own civilization and try
to for-e ours v pon ther? Civilization is a
growth, not a disguise; every race m st
work out its civilizatior i~ ita own way.

“Our duty to the Filipinos demands a
promise of indapendence, But if it did
not, our own interests demand that we be
relieved of the Filipinos just as soon as
they are reasonably preparcd for self-gov-

ermnment., A colony holding nation is
ever subject to expensive wars with other |

nations and with its colonies, This neossi-
tates strong garrizons and powerful navies
and draws heavily upon the treasury.
And history records no instance of a nation
reciving from her coloni's anything like
an adequate return for the blood and treas-
ure spent, England’s national debt was
doublad by the revolt of tiie thirteen col-
onics it had cost her so much to secure.
“The American expa nsicnist, following
Furopean argument, alleges that annexation
of the Philippines must promote progress,
foster commerce and irdustry and introduce
the leaven of civilization into a backward

| and inferior race. The evidence of history

is to the contrary.

“Certainly the claim will not be made that
we can ever get back the money that has
Leen taken from the pockets of cur tax-

yers and wasted on the Philippines, And

of the popular voice that is not controlled.
In private life men are subject to a com-
plete, far reaching, thorough system of
espionage. Detectives appedr In the guise
of servants, and the oath of & single nne
is enough to destroy a man's reputation,
property, 1herty, or even life itself.

“1'nia country should hasten to the re-
lief of that situation. 1 ask of the Repub-
lican jarty whether, if the ad uinstration
of the United States should be continued
in its hands, it proposes to undertake to

ruilippines proper statiLtas regulating their |

affairs with some view to their intiioats?

Had we left them to their own devices they
mizht have dealt with foreign pations. Had
weo brought them within the United States
of Amerioa they might have dealt with us,
To-day they can do neither.

“Where are the Philippire markets?

Its ominons prog-
Yess when discoveiel leaves open but
two oourses: submission or resort to vio-

“That our people may never be com-
pelled to choose between these fearful
alternatives should be our prayer, But
we should work as well as pray. And our
work should he to guard the foundation
on which our Gorvernment rests.

“Ite basis is that of declared ideas—ideas
that are stronger than battleships and

“We must choose whether within our
borders the hasis of government
continue to be this {dealism or a materialism
which is the sure precursor of dissolution,
for no nation can endure upon a basis of
materialism, howover splendid. Prudence
requires that the choice be made in time.
The time is now,

LITTAUER'S SHARP TRICKS.

Mr. Kellogg Thr ows Some Light on His
Struggle for Renomination.

Joseph A. Kellogg of Glens Falls, the
Democratic nominee for Congress in the
Twenty-fifth Congress district, where he
is running against Lucius N. Littauer,
the glove man, was in this city yesterday.
Mr. Kellogg had this to say about Mr. Lit-
tauer and his doings:

The counties in the district are Fulton,
Hamilton, SBaratoga, Montgomery and War-
ren. Mr. Littauer felt that he could controi
Fulton and Hamilton counties, which con-
stitute one Assembly district, and knew that
he could rely upon Senstor Brackett for the
delegates from Saratoga county. But the
feeling azainst him in Montgomery and War
ren counties had become so strong that he
realized there would be little hope of secur-
ing the delegates from those countics. He
and Senator Brackett, therefore, after a
stormy contest in the 1902 convention, passed
a resolution changing the voting representa-
tion of the five counties so that Monwomery
and Warren counties united were powerless
to outvote Fulton, Hamilton and Suratoga
counties. To ¢ffict this chunge it was neees-
sury to secure the vote of one Montzomery
delegate, and at the last moment Mr. Lit-
tauer proved himself cqual to the emergency
by persuading Emil Rebell, a Montzomery
delegate, to vote for the unfair plan of re-
apnortionment,

R'bell was a Repuhlican postmaster at
Fort Plain. He was removed by President
Roosavelt on 0|mr§:o-n alleging that he had
withheld portions of the salari s of the clerical
force of his oflce. Notwithstanding this
fact Mr. Littauer suecceeded in taking care of

Rebell by securing a Government position
for him in Washington, where he is now
employed.

Last Jaunary, however, after the official
{nvestigatora of the glove contract scandal
had deeclared that the charges against Mr.
Iittauer constitnted ‘a clear case of viola-
tion: of the Federal statute,’ the revolt in his
home counties became so strong that he de-
cided upon a snap Assembly convention of
those two connties. At the titne the conven-
tion was held, onJan. 26, the s&evere winter
storma renderad the roads in Yamiiton county
in mun?' instances almoat impnssable, and,
naturally, it was impossible for Mr, Littauer's

onrlou»'ntﬂ, who were un;ur:-'qud for such
astonishing tactics, to get out their delegates.

TAFT SPEAKS IN BALTIMORE,

Talke on Government Expenditures snd
the Phillppines Question.

BavTiMORE, Oct. 15.—Secretary Taft was
the chief speaher here to-night at a great
Republican mass meeting. Mr. Talt ar-
rived here from New York al.cut € o'clock
and met goveral well known Republicans
at the Hotel Rennert before starting for
the mass meeting, His address was de-
voted principally to the justification of
governmental expenses, the npecessity of
building the Panama Canal and an explana-
tion of the Philippine situation,

In the matter of povernmental experses
he said the country had expanded, making
increases necessarv, and it was more of a
dereliction of duty to male the country
suffer for needed inmprovemerts than to
indulge in what may te termed a little ex-
travagance to furrish necessitica that in
the future would prove blessings, Megard-
ing the Farama Canal, he argued that the
Democrats, even iveluding Judgze 1'ar er
were stronug advocates of this measure, vet
they were unwilling to assumre the respon-
gitility of such an evpenditure, Of the
Filipinos he said they were unfit for self-
government, and that the United States
was doing more for them as individuals
ard as a nation than any other country
on the face of the earth could do. i

HE SWORE HIS NAME IN YESTER-
DAY—NOT PINCHED AGAIN.

sSupt. Morgan Guesses It Was a Mistake
—HBausch Guesses He Will Sue for Dame-
ages—Uptown Merchant Arrested In

When former Coroner Jacob E. Bausch,
who was arrested Friday night when he
attempted to register, was arraigned yes-
terday in the Easex Market police court, the
only person to appear against him was
Polieeman Lope of the Delancey street
station, who arrested him.

“The sergeant did, " replied the policeman.

“It is an outrage upon the rights of a
citizen to lock him up in this manner, " said
the Magist: ate.

“We are under instructions,” pleaded the
policeman.

“I don't care whose instructions you are
under,” continued the Magistrate. “You
should not lock up anybody without hav-
ing some evidence that a crime was com-
mitted, or a law violated. You policemen
should use common sense and judgment
about making arrests. Every man’s liberty
is dear to him."”
