known owner decides to return to the turf
and It does not take more than a week or ten
days for him to make up his mind and ho has
all of hla best horses again bnarlng his colors
In short tha whole game has been cooked
up to palm oft the dead ones and keep the
llT roiies

Only last week Mattle orbett expressed
Indignation when he was persistently asked
U h had really bought Meddler for himself

Insisted that such was the case and
that his personal check for IJlooo

bad paid for the great stallion But proof
axlcta that Corbett does not own a hair In
Meddlers tau William Easton acting for
