CITIZENS' CANDIDATE TALKS AT
CARNEGIE HALL.

Lively Meeting Under Collese Club Aue

spices—Hornblower Starte the Hooting
A by & Reference to the Governor—H er
. rick Mecelves a Nolsy Welcome.

At Carnegie Hall last evening D-Cady
Herrick received what some of the men
who have been traveling about the State
with him say was the most impressive re-
ception he has go far received in the cam-
paign. It somewhat resembled the great
demonstration that followed Elihu Root's
mention of President Roosevelt's name in
Madison Square Garden a couple of weeks
agzo,

But even more impressive was the dem-
onstration made at the mention of Gover-
nor-C hairman Odell's name by Willlam B.
Hornblower, ti.e chairinan of the meeting.
Toward the end of his speech, Mr. Horn-
plower said

1 understand that the name of Benjamin
R, Odell, Jr., was actually cheered in this
ball a few nights ago.”

Then followed a scene which was thus

commented on by an old gentleman who
sat near a SUN reporter.

*1 am 70 yvears old, and I have taken a
somewhat active part in political cam-

paigns for the last fifty years. Never be-

fore in my experience did a man holding |

high office ever get such a fearful mani-
{estation of the people's scorn.”

My, Hormblower had no more than finished
tle sentence quoted above when nearly
half the audience arose, as if desiring to

<tand up and Le ccunted, and hooted
and groaned and hissed for what seemed

goverc|l minutes. Those who remained
weated joined in, until it scemed as if the
big auditorium was filled with angry snakes
and men in great agony.

When the noise quieted’ down a little
Mr, Hornblower continued: *“And we now
tave the spectacle of the Governor-Chair-
man, for the sake of party and self, or,
rerhaps I should say for the sake of party
and pelf—--"

Nobody will ever know just how the
sgentence would have ended. The audience
howled and laughed for a few seconds
Then they had another spell of booing and
hissing, and when they saw the Horn-
blower emile beaming out above them
they began laughing again.

The meeting was arrangel by the College
Men's Parker and Davis Club,
Patterson, secretary of the club, called the
meetling to order and nominated Mr. Horn-
blower for chairman. Mr. Hornblower
got a very cordial reception and spoke for
about an hour almost entirely on national
issues, He argued for tariti reform, as
against free trade, and =aid that President
Roosevelt was the first one of important
publie men to assert that a protective tariff
should be made a permanecat institution.

The speaker had some fun with ihe Presi-
dent's Iption of college profesaors
who makd a specialty ol political egconomy
@8 “those professipnal counsellors wio
have confined themsalves (o study in the
¢loset.” After Mr. Hornblower Lad qualed
Prof. Bumner of Yale and Prof. Daniels of
Princeton as to their nolions of the tariff
he received great applause when he raid:

i *I, for one, prefer the views of these men |

of the ocloset to those of the man in the
White House.”

In speaking of the Panama affair, Mr.
Hornblower denied that there was a Repub-
lican or any other form of government on
the Isthmus at the (ime the revolution
began, and he also denicd that there was
any “Republic of Panama, de jure, de facto,
or da anything else.”

“All there was,” rald Mr. Hornblower,
“‘was a Junta (the gpealier pronounced it
exactly as it is ¢pelled) composed of three
men, who declared themselves to be the Re-
public of Panama. If three members of our

City Council ¢ hould get together and declare |
the Stata of New York to be free and inde- |
perdent, and if the King of Great Britain |

vhould proceed to recognize the Republic of
New York and inctruct his ambacgador at
Washineton to notify the United States

Gavernmoent that, by practically unanimous
cousent, the people of the State of New
Vork bad revolted and had -esiabllshed a
revabiican form of government, and that
the United Btates Government must not
land troops within fifty miles of New York
city, it would be no more ridiculous than

Mr. Hornblover said he wenldn't disenss
State jr=u bhocarte o man “than whom
re is noos more brilliant, cr more ‘hble,
or mora honest, is here to talk State is-
us" Then Judge Herrick was intro-
duced and the fun began, The people
took their cheering and applause sfanding

up and ritting down, or any old way that
teemed handy, ko long as they could show
their approval of the Democratic candidate
for Governor.

After the demonstration had lasted some-
thing over a minute, in which the under-
graduates of the New York universities
and colleges took the lead, Mr. Hornblower
raised his hand in protest. That only in-
creased the noise. It kept up for another
minute and then Judge Herrick lifted his
hand, but still the cheers and applause

up. Then Mr. Hornblower and Judge
Berrick raised both hands.

Officers Say Armor Around After End of
Superstructure Has Been Omitted.
SAN FRaNcCISCO, Oct, 29,—Naval officers
here are discussing a peculiar structural
defect of the battleship Ohio which has
never been referred to in print. This
defect consists of omitting armor around
the after end of the superstructure, within
which are mounted ten six inch rapid fire

guns,

This omission, experts say, makes the
big ship dangerously vulnerable in a vital
!mrt to shots coming from either quarter.
That this defect should have been per-
'mltwd to go unremedied is puzzling officers.
The superstructure, which encloses two
armored turrets, has six inch walls exocept
at the after end., The armor terminated
several feet from the end and whila the
after turret several feet away protects
the superstructure from fire directly aft
or sharp on the quarters, thereis an arc of
% degrees on~both starboard and port
quarters from any point of which shots
mizht be poured into the superstructure
with nothing to stop them except a thin
shell plating, .

A singlo shell of large calibre entering
here would put out of action one six inch
gun and its crew and might do great damage
to the engine room, the hatch of which
is well inside the casement. This omission
can be rectified at slight cost, but unless
it is done the whole broadside six inch
battery of the Ohio is vulnerable ta rapid
fire guns aimed at the port or starboard
quarters, The same defect exista in the
sister ships Maine and Missouri. as well
as in the Alabama,sWisconsin and Illinois,

JUDGE FALLEN INTO POVERTY,

Henry A. Cuollen Tries the Almshouse, but
Can't Stand It.

Henry A. Cullen, 75 years old, an ex-
Judge of Westchester ocounty and at one
time a practising lawyer of considerable
repute in this city, called at the Depart-
ment of the Outdoor Poor on Friday and
asked to be committed to the almshouse,
He was sent to the Island, but yesterday
returned to the department's office and
said that the company there and the con-
ditions were more than he could stand.
He eaid that he would rather, if he must,
go and ask some of his old friends to help
him than live there.

Mr. Cullen was a Judge in Westcheater
county in the late '¢0s, being nominated to
| the office in 1568 by both the Republican
I and Democratic parties. He formerly had
a law office in the Potter Building and was
associated with Chauncey Shaffer. He lost
money in Wall Street by indorsing
paper for friends., ILast winter his wife
and Lis son died, and he has been having
a hard time to get along since. His wife
for a time supported him by cutting goid
leaf.

State Treasurer Says That the Governor
Held 843 6,600 Wer Draft for 61 Days
M1t WAUKEF, Oct. 20.—J. J. Kempf, can-

didate for Treasurer on the La Follette
ticket, who was dropped from office by the
Governor because he had two Stalwarts as
clerks, but whose name the courts yester-
day ordered back on the ticket, heard to-
day that the Governor will advocate his
defeat.

| The Governor has charged that Kempf's
record in the treasury is not clear; but
Kempf announced to-day that he will issue
a statement soon in which he will call at-
tention to the fact that whatever discrep-
ancy he may have been guilty of technically
was as nothing compared to the fact that
Governor La Follette kept locked in his
safe the $450,000 war draft from the Federal
Government for sixty-one days, instead
of depositing it in the State Treasury, where
it would have drawn about $1,700 interest
in that time. .

| THREE OVERCOME IN A TRENCH.

Vietims of Leak In Gas Maln
—VYery Slow Ambulance,

Three laborers were overcome by gas
yesterday afternoon while at work in a
trench at the goutheast corner of Sixth
avenue and Twenty-fourth street. They
were trying to locate a leak and they
located it quicker than they expected.

The rusn of gas knocked out two of them
at once and Thomas Leahey, the third man
went to their rescue, He got them half
out of the excavation when he was over-
come, A couple of policemen were watch-
ing the men and went to their aid. They
ot the three out of the hole quickly and
pent for an ambulance.

Leahey goon revivad, but William Calla-
hen and John Lennon had inhaled more
of the gas than he, Both lay unconscious
on the sidewalk for nearly an hour before
an ambulance arrived from Bellevue Hos-
pital. The New York Hospital is only a
Lennon soon recovered,
but Callahan went to Bellevue in the am-
bulance.

HERRICK BELIEVES HE'LL WIN.

| Has Heard of Many Antl-Odell Republicans

Judge Herrick, who was engaged for
several hours yesterday at the Democratic
State headquarters with the managers in
this city of the State campaign, does not
hesitate to say that he is confident that he
will carry the State.

COMMODORE MOORE’'S ONONTIA
MAKES A NEW. RECORD.

Runs a Nautical Mile on the Hudson In
2 Minutes 26 BSeconds—This Is at
the Rate of 28.30 Statute Miles an
Hour—Eaglly * Catohea Other Boats,

Commodore Harrison B, Moore's new
auto boat Onontio made her maiden ap-
pearance yesterday, and she startled every
one by knocking all auto boat records into
a cocked hat and at once established her
claim to being the fastest auto boat in the
world. After running about on the Hudson
River for three or four hours, she went to
the Columbia Yacht Club house and was
carefully examined by all the experts there.
Then she started out again to show what
she could do over the nfeasured mile course.
This course was surveyed by Government
officials, The ranges are at the foot of
Eighty-ninth street and just this side of the
Columbia University boat house,

The Onontio went up the river at a rattling
good clip and then, making a wide turn,
started back again. Commodore J. W.
Allison of the Cape May Yacht Club was the
chief timer, but Commodore Moore also held
a watch, H, H. Behse was at the wheel,
Mrs. R. P, Doremus was the mascot, and
James Craig, Jr., watched the engine he
had built,

The Onontio started off witha rush, She
seemed to fairly flv through the water and
at tinfes appeared to jump from one wave
to another. She travelled as steady as
the proverbial church and cut the water
very cleanly forward. When a wave
caight her the water was thrown out on
each side, and very little of the spray even
found its way into the boat. Aft the boat
squatted very little, and the wake was
absolutely smooth. After the boat had
passed along the water had the appearance
of having been smoathed down.

She made the nautical mile in 2 minutes
20 sevonds, which is*at the rate of 24.66
knots or 2§8.36 statute miles an hour. Thia
is faster than any auto boat in the country
or any other country has travelled. The
Challenger in a trial last week over the
measured course on Hempstead Harbor
made a knot at the rate of 26.0 statute miles
an hour.

The Onontio will do better. The engine
is new and will improve with every trial,
and those in charge of the boat confidently
expect she will make thirty miles an hour,

Early in the day the yacht started up }

the river for those on board to watch the
boats going over the course to Poughkeepsie
and back. When the Onontio was off 125th
street the racera were out of sight. At
Yonkers they could be seen hull down, and
82 minutes later when off Rock Light, she
passed the Challenger and then returned
to the Columbla Yacht Club house.

The Onontio {8 58 feet on the water line
and 60 feet over all. She was built from
designs by Henry J. Gielow, by the Eleofric
Launch Company. ' The ‘motor was built
by James Craig, Jr., and is 175 horse-paower.
It has eight oylyug' apd works beautifully.

An {dea of what this means can be had
when it is understood.that there were 3,600
explosions, 8,600 injections of gasolene
and 3.600 exhausts in the cylinders each
minute. The helicoidal path of the screw
covers ten feet, so that in one minute at
000 revolutions a minute the edges of
the screw covered more than a mile and
a half.

RACING AUTO EXPLODES.

Horse-Power Renauit Fills Geitty
Square With Yellow Smole.

YoNkers, N. Y., Oct, 20,—~Mr. Gould
Brokaw’s 60-horse power Renault auto-
mobile, driven by U. G. Bernin, a French
racing chauffeur, who beat Barney Old-
fileld at the Brighton track last Saturday,
exploded in Getty Square at 11 o'clock this
morning, while on ite way to the Empire
track to compete in to-day's races,

The machine had been brought from
Long Island yesterday, and was stored
over night in Walsh & Fuller's garage at
26 and 28 South Broadway early this morn-
ing. While it was being filled with gasolene
it caught fire. This firo was qtpckly ex-
tinzuished, but some difficulty was found
with the working apparatus of the machine.
Repairing followed, and at 11 o'clock Bernin
undertook to start for the Empire track.

He had reached the corner of Main street
when the explosion occurred, followed by
a cloud of yellow smoke isguing from under-
neath the machine. Bernin kept his seat
and the machine ran around in a circle
backward. The gasolene then caught
firo and the fore part of the vehicle was
a mass of flamea. From underneath the
machine there came long and quick flashes
of fire. Bernin ran the machine back-
ward to the garage again, where the gaso-
lene was allowed to burn out. Getty Square
was filled with the yellow smoke.

Bernin worked on the machine until
nearly 1 o'clock, when another attempt was
madie to reach the track. He had not gone as
far as before when he waes compelled to
return to the repair shop.

Is Going to Make Suggestions Abhout the
42d Street Gap,

Cominissioner McAdoo got rid of the
cold which kept him away from Police
Headquarters for two days and made a
personal inspection of the subway lagt
might. Mr, McAdoo didn't tell anybody
what he was going to do, but a reporter
found him at the Forty-second street and
Broadway station,

The ourve at that station bas been the
cause of geveral accidents, and the Com-
missioner wanted to find out what was
wrong.

“I find that there is a dangerous gap be-
tween the tralns and the platform owing to
the curve,” he said. “I am going to recom-
mend to the Interborough Company that
sliding platforms be used here for the
safety of the passengers. Something of
the sort is used on the elevated trains at
the South Ferry station. I am going to
suggest also, than an iron ralling be put
on the edge of the platform.. It strikes me
that in a rush for trains there is a big chanca
for somebody to get hurt.”

CORTELYOU ' GOES WEST.

Says He Did Not Plan to Speak Here Next
Friday Night.

Chairman Cortelyou of the Republican
national committee said yesterday when
he reached here from Washington, where
he had been conferring with President
Rooseyelt on the previous day, that he had
not planned to speak at the meeting to be
held next Friday night in Durland’s Acade-
my.

He left for Chicago four hours
later.

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| ACTRESS SUES YOUNG MOTT.

ASKS 823,000 FROM MARRIED

HARVARD STUDENT.

‘“Tina"” Marsh Starts Breach of Promise
Aotion Agalnst Jordan L. Mott's
Grandson—she's Now With ‘‘Yankee
Consul”—He's & Four Year Husband.

Lawrence Mott, the twenty-three-year-
old grandson of Jordan L. Mott of the Mott
Iron Works, is the defendant in a breach
of promise suit just begun in the Supreme
Court, though he has been married for
four years. The plaintiff is Miss Christina
Marsh, an actress, who lives with her
mother, Mrs. Catherine R, Marsh, at 366
Waest 116th street, She sues for $25,000
damages,

Miss Marsh says that she met Mott a
couple of years ago and they became very
friendly. She believed him on his own
representation to be a single man and
she says he assured her that he loved her
devotedly, In March, 1903, he asked her

to marry him, she alleges, and on her con--

senting they became engaged,

The wedding was set for the summer of
last year, Miss Marsh says, but Mott kept
postponing the event from time to time
on the plea that he wanted to wait till
he had finished his course at Harvard,
where he is still studying, At last, in April
of this year, she learned that he was al-
ready married, She could not believe
this to be the fact, but on investigation
she discovered that he had been a benedick
since he was 19 years old, Then she in-
structed her counsel, J. J. Buckley, to begin
suit for breach of promise,

Mr. Buckley did not care to say much
about the case yeaterday, but said that
he had had considerable difficulty in serv-
ing the summons and complaint on young
Mott, whose home is with his father at
2122 Fifth avenue.

Nevertheless There Is Apparent Rellef

—Distrust of Russia's Good Falth
Plain—Split in Russian Cabinet Eme
phasized by the Events of the Weelks

LonNDoN, Oct. 20.—It ia needless to dise
ouss the reasons for the almost universally
favorable reception in the morning press
of Prime Minister Balfour's announoe-
ments at Southampton last night. The !
Standard, the one leading paper which exa |
presses strong, indeed angry, disapprobae |
tion, sums them up, saying: “We ha
escaped war with Russia ‘Which would have
been a terrible calamity.” !

It Is undoubtedly true that the Englis!
people are deeply relieved by the passa,
of the war clouds which for the time seemedi
80 near bursting, yet it is already evidenw
that the Standard's views havé many supe.
porters whose numbers will rapidly ine
crease unless the causes for their dissatise
faction are soon removed.

The man in the street {s frankly angry
at what he regards as a “climb down.®
His view mnd that of many more thoughte
ful people is that not a single vessel of what
has been christened “the mad dog fleet,”
should proceed till full satisfaction has beern
exacted, and with a Russian flget of seven .
