EVOLUTION OF THE SHIRT.

Advent and Progress of the Sgiooth Besom |

Shirt-~A Pleated Shirt Revival,

“When the old fashioned pleated bosom
shirt, once generally worn, {nally gave
way to the modern smooth bosom shirt,”
sald the shirtmalér, “there were made in
the new shirts eyelet holes for studs; the
pleated bosom ehirt had been commonly
made with buttonholes and buttons, to
button, .

“Some of the modern smooth bosom
shirts were made with a solid bosom, with

a double eved pleat down the middle to |
give ita finigh, this shirt opening in the back, |
a radical "departure from the old time |
shirt, which invarfably opened in the front. |

The open back solid bosom shirt came into
very wide and extensive use, and it is still
sold to some extent, though not nearly
in the numbers that it onee was.

were set for ornament, or to relieve the broad
expanse of the shirt front, the evelet hole

|

was all right; for there the stud had to be |

acrewed through only a single thickness of
bosorn.
dress shirt, it was djfferent. In that, of
course, the stud served the purpose of a
button also, and it had to be screwed
through both parts of the bosom.

“Shirt ironing is an art, and decided skill
and care are required in ironing an open
front eyeletted ghirt in sucha manner as
to make the eyelets exactly meet. One
part of the bosom may easily be stretched
out, in the ironing, to be a quarter of an
inch or more longer than the other, with
the result that the eyelets do not come
under each other, but are that far apart.
In a shirt 86 ironed it was difficult work to
s*t the studs through both eyelets, and
when the stud had been put in place the two
parts of the shirt bosom did not lie flat
and smooth, but the outer part puffed up
and rounded out between the gtuds.

“To overcome thi# tendency the shirt

| makers took to making in the under part of

the open front bosom instead of an eyelet a
huttonhole-like opcping for the screw of
the stud, this longer opening giving swome
rooth for the shank of the stud to play in
and fo helping to equalize the two parte of
the bokom of a shirt not perfectly ironed,
and #o to make them lie flat.

“Later the eyelet in the upper or outer
part of the bosom aleo was changed to a
buttonhole-like slit, giving a «till freer
play of the two parts of the bosom on the
shank of the rtud and helping «ti'l {urther to
make the two parts lie flat and smnooth as
they ehould do. And now the stud openings
are made with thoee in the outer part of the
botom in a vertical line, while those in the
under part are cut horizontally, giving

| play on the shank of the etud not only |
| endwisc of the shirt boeom, but crosswise |

as well,

“And now the open front shirt is opened
down into the body of the shirt for an inch
or two bLelow the bottom of the bosom,
giving the hosom etill more play on the
studs, thus h lping siill turther to kecp
the bosom flat. With these improvemen s
in the coustruction of shirts it i3 now pos-
siole to buy even a moderate priced, made
:Y shirt whose bosom will fit properly

ter laurdering.

dering. It cos's twice as much 'o ha e a
fine pleated boson shirt laundered as it
does for the lgsundering of a samooth bos-
om sghirt,

&1,ast a~aenn there weresold many pleated
hosom néz'izée shirts, but I don’t look
to see 8o many 8old next season, for the
same reason. Therefore the modern
amooth bosom shirt anpeara to b» the
mora practical shirt for gereral use,ard
its ogue appears likely to cortinue. JT'he
leated hosom shirts now sold, even 4vith
ﬁmlwd revival, do not amount to more than
8 per cent. of all, if so much, ard I do not
look to see that percentage greatly in-

Pugllists with “glass” jaws are as common
as baseball pitchers with “glass arms.”
The whole secret of the glass jawed fighter
is that he is born with a weak jaw, While
many fighters can stand a lot of pounding
on the’ vulnerable point, othere will go
out from the slightest jar. A number of
boxers in the ring to-day would prob-
ably have been world's chamypions but
for this fact. Some fighters can take un-
limited punishment in the stomach, which
is considered the tenderest spot of a boxer's
anatomy. Joe Grim of Philadelphia is not
susceptible to blows on either the jaw
or the stomach. He has taken any amount
of Leating on these syots without ill effects.
Yet he is only human and can be knocked
out, His weakest point, in all prokability,
is on the jugular, and if he is whipped in
decisive fashion it will be from a punch
cither on the neck or nn the temple.

It 18 usually the very nervous fighter
who has the weakest jaw. He invariably
has & lean vieage, At the game time he
mav he the most skilul boxer in the pro-
feasion. There is no more scientific pugilist
in the country than Joe Choymnski; but
the Californian has a weak jaw. He can
stand plenty of gruelling on the body.
But when a rival succeeds in reaching his
face, (hoyneki Lecomes dazed and is in a
rositfon to be put to sleep easily. When
Chovnski met Joe Waleott at the Broadway
A.C.several vears ago hewas getting along
famously until Walcott larded a light blow
on the Hebrew's countenance. The blow
made Cloynski groggy and Walcott had no
trouble in defeating him,

Kid McCoy is another fighter who has a
glass jaw. A single punch in that locality
will pave the way for a finishing Llow
MoCoy realizes this and holds his guard
high.
