Tha (iovernor-Chairman's personal organ
pegan to hear things and to read things
after the Republican Btate convention

adjourned in New York city last epring.
It was at this convention that the dele-
gatos at Jarge for the national convention

wore selocted,  Republicans from all over
the Stata were In New York oity on that
occarion, and many bitter comments were
heard on (tovernor-Chairman Odell’s treat-
ment of Senator Platt. Bo, on April 18,
1904, Governor-Chairman Odell's personal
organ said:

genator Platt appears to be greatly
proken down in health, and his condition
{s the source of much anxiety to his friends.
He has a strong constitution and an iron
will, but the strain of multitudinous politi-

cal, public and business duties and the
wear and tear of age have sapped his vital-
ity and left him barely tho shadow of his

former self. His physical appearance fis
pathetic, and his infirmities are so evident
ar to win for himn the sympathy of all.

Qenator Platt may be far from the “brink
of the grave.” Men of a'!‘lxs)arﬁel join in the
hope that he will Be spa for many years.
But the rmlinﬁ seems to be general that
his career, which has made such great
imprese upon the affairs of the Empire
Gate for nearly a generation, is drawing
to a close, and that *finis® will soon be
written.

The gallant warrior of scores of political
pattles has virtually doffed his helmet and
Jaid down his sword, and though he is still
with ur and gives of his counsel to the new
captains of his party, it is by his acts and
achievements of the past, rather than those
of to-day or of the future, that his reoord
as political leader and statesman will be
judged and the verdict of the reople ren-
dered upon his long public service.

This verdict already i8 being expressed,
and it is a kindly, appreciative one. is
friends are closer to him than before. His
political opponents speak of him with gen-
eroRity.

Senator Platt would have nominated
Timothy L. Woodruff for Governor at Sara-
toga in September, had it not been for the
fact that Governor-Chairman Odell used
the patronage of his office to compel Wood-
ruff's delegates to forsake him, Senator
Platt told Governor-Chairman Odell at Sara~
toga at the time, “The trouble here is that
the officeholders are afraid of you.”

This was the convention which Governor-
Chairman Odell sald was to be an open con-
vention.

Senator Platt at Saratoga did not appear
to be particularly infirm. He was up most
of the nights and all of the days working
like a nailer for Woodruff.

DIDN'T WE TELL YOU IT WAS BLACK.

On May 17, 1004, the Governor-Chairman's
organ, following up its commenta on the
T'nited States Senatorship, said:

Senator Platt says he is emphatically
for the reelection of Benator Depew, and
if ex-Gov. Black is a candidate for the S8ena-
torship he knows nothing about it. Per-
haps Mr. Platt will learn of Mr. Black's
candidacy later on.

Senator Platt did not know until after
the Saratoga convention adjourned, where
Gavernor-Chairman Odell nominated Mr.
Higgins, that Mr. Odell had promised the
United States Senatorship to Mr. Black in
return for support of Higgins.

MY, PRIEND PLATT A PRETTY POOR SENATOB.

Five days later, on May 12, 1904, the Gov-
ernor-Chairman's organ speaks of its ally,
Senator Prackett's organ, the Saratoga
Saratogian, under the head of “Platt and
Black.” and makes these few remarks:

It thinks Senator Platt does not care to
have his not over-brilliant senatorial record
at Washington “brought into contrast with
the record that Frank 8. Black could be
depended upon to make in the uppar house of
(ongress. With Mr. Black as junior Sena-
tor, the Empire State would run a chance
of taking its proEer place in the leadership
and councils of the nation.”

Really, the Saratogian is getting too
personal in its remarks.

FAY, PLATT, WHY DON'T YOU RESIGN?

On June 28, 1004, Governor-Chairman
Odell’s personal organ had something to
say about a threatened contest between
Senator Depew and Mr. Black for the

United States Senatorship, and suggested
that Senator Platt should retire in order
to make the way clear, in the following
words:

Unable, owing to ill health and declinin,
mental powers, to be regular in his attend-
ance upon the sessions of the SBenate and to
lonk after the interests of his State, much
lesa take part in national affairs, it is pos-
gible that Senator Depew's colleague will
conclude to reeign after a while. That
would most bappily avert the threatened
contest hetween Senator Depew and Mr.
Black for the former’'s seat. Mr. Depew
then rould be reelected to succeed himself
and Mr. Black elected to sucoeed Mr. Platt.
Depew and Black would make the strongest
kind of Senatorial team.

We ghould think Mr. Platt would desire
to retira now. Few men Fave been more
highly honored by their native State than he
and he is too old now to look or care for
more honor. He has demonstrated to the
country his statesmanship, such as it is,
and further service in the Senate would
dim rather than brighten his public record.
Mr. Platt alwayr Las been patriotic, and
it is this fact which leads us to believe that
in recognizing as he must his inability to
give more (hau»erruncwr service to the
State as United States Senator he will
in season step aside of his own aocord,
with dignity, without sacrificing aelf-
respect, and permit his party to select to
suceeed him a man who is younger, more
active, more capable of performing the
duties of the position.

THE ORGAN BOYCOTTS ELIHU ROOT.

The attitude of Governor-Chairman
Odell's personal organ toward Elihu Root
is interesting bhecause of the fact that
Governor-Chairman Odell selected Mr.
Higgins last winter at Albany to be
his candidate for Governor this fall.
Those in the secrt were Gozernor-Chair-
man Od-ll's personal satellites, Mr. Black,
Senator Braockett, Representative Littauer,
William O. Warren, Louis F. Payn and
SBupreme Court Justice Nathan L. Miller.
Bpeaker Nixon of the Assembly was not
taken into the oconfidence of Governor-
Chairman Odell, but a few inonths later
Benator John Raines knew what was going
on. The proclamations of Governor-Chair-
man Odell that there was to be an open
oconvention were subterfuge.

A little over a year ago Senator Platt
announced that Elihu Root ought to be
nominated for Governor this fall. Mr.
Root was President Roosevelt's Becretary
of War at the time, but even before Benator
Platt made his remark about Mr. Root's
availability the rank and file of the Repub-
lican party of the State from Gowanus to
Suspenslon Bridge wanted Root.

Without waiting to hear from Mr. Root,
the Governor-Chairman’'s personal organ,
knowing that Mr. Higgins had already been
selected, began to assail the man who was
McKinley's as well as Roosevelt's Secretary
of War, and who had brought such honor
to the Republican party because of his
masterful administration of the War De-

partment.

The following are a few of the Governor-
Chairman’s organ's comments on Mr.
Root:

Feb. 9, 1004 —The Brooklyn Times, advo-
cate of “Home Rule,” has declared for the
nomination of Elihu Root for Governor.
Mr. Root is a resident of the Greater City
and the Times probably concludes that he
would favor the Democratic scheme for
giving the city the privilege to do_ pretty
much as it pleases regardless of the laws
of the State,

NO USE, YOU CAR'T HAVE HIM.

April 11, 1004.—Since his retirement as
Secretary of War, a few weeks ago, the
Hon. Elihu Root has appeared as ocounsel
in several prominent cases before the State
courts. He is one of the leading lawyers of
the metropolis and his services are in de-
mand by the big corporate interests. He
recently has been retained as counsel by the
Northern Securities Company.

Mr. Root left the President's Cabinet
because he desired to resume the practice
of law. He likes his professional work
and it is highly remunerative, ® ¢ ¢ The
movement in fome Guarters tojnominate Mr.
Root for Governor ia a tfibute to his popu-
larity and worth, but will prove fruitless.

DON'T BELIEVE ROOSEVELT'S FOR HIM.

April 30, 1004.—Among the political tales
that have come from Washlnﬁﬁn since the
recent confab of President Roosevelt and
Governor Odell at the White House {8 one
to the effect that the Governor “broached
the ibility of Mayor Knight of Buffalo
recolving the Republican nomination for
Governor of New York State, which sug-
gestion was frostily received bd' Mr. Roose-
velt whose choice for the Governorship
is the Hon. Elihu Root.” We might say
considerable about the impropnety of the
President meddling in New York State
politics, but we will not, for the reason
that we do not believe there is a grain of
truth in the bove story.

I'M AGAINST HIM, ANYHOW,

May 12, 1904.—A Brooklyn leader, alleged
to stand close to the Governor, {8 quoted:
“It is as absolutely certain as any future po-
litical event can be that Mr. Woodruff will be
nominated for Governor. The only man
who might be seriously considered in op-
position is Mr. Root.” Any one familiar
with the personal feeling between President
Roosevelt and Gov, Odell knows that the
Governor will not stand for any proposition
that involves Mr. Root's nomination.

I'M THE MAN FOR GOVERNOR MYSELF.
May 81, 1904.—The Governor-Chairman's
personal organ on this day began to speak
of Mr. Higgins as the candidate who would
develop a great deal of strength, but wound
up with this:

Throughout all the speculation and dis-
cussion regarding the gubernatorial nomi-
nation, there is pronounced feoungaamon
Rnpubilosns everywhere in the State tha
Gov. Odell is the t man to succeed him-
self; and as the time approaches for the
inauguration of work on $100,000,000 canal
improvement and the need is urgently felt
for an experienced, trustworthy executive
and trained business man acquainted with
the details of the great project to be at
the helm in Albany to see that the work
is done properly and the people's funds are
expended honestly, this feeling may de-
velop {into im rative Republican com-
mand that the Governor put aside personal
inclination and wishes and accept nomina-
tion again as a duty to his party and his
State.

BUT ROOT OF ALL MEN WON'T DO.

On June 14 the Governor-Chairman’'s
personal organ began to be alarmed over
the Root talk, and in an editorial headed
“Mr. Folger and Mr. Root" called attention
to Mr. Folger's overwhelming defeat be-
cause of his close connection with Presi-
dent Arthur's administration. The Gov-
ernor-Chairman's organ said on that date:

In 1882 the Republicans of New York
took Mr. Folpr'fnrm the President’s Cabinet
and nominated him for Governor.

8till, it is a fact
that in tﬁe discussion of Mr. Root ar a
gubernatorial possibility he is generally
referred to by both Republicans and Demo-
crats as a “representative of the National
aiminisiration” and as “sharing the Presi-
dent's ideas of government.”

PLATT'S BUPPORT OF HIM ALMOST PUERILE,
A few days later, on June 22, 1904, the
Govemor-Chairman's personal organ was

still more alarmed over the Root sentiment.
It was Gov. Odell who foroed George R.
Bheldon off the State ticket in 1903, when
Mr. Platt, Gov, Odell and Col. Dunn and
their friends had agreed that Mr, Sheldon
would make a fine candidate for that office,
On June 22, 1004, the Governor-Chairman's
organ had an article headed “Apparently
Intent Upon Sheldonizing Mr, Root,” and
had this to say about the efforts of Sen-
ator Platt and Col, Dunn and other Repub-
licans in favor of Root;

In no other matter in late years has Sen-
ator Platt demonstrated his unfitness for
responsible and popular ‘mrty leadership
more clearly than in his ost puerile in-
sistence upon Mr. Root for Governor. By
common understanding of the leaders of
this Btate it has been a not to oon-
sider the make-up of the Btate ticket until
after the national oonvention. But here
s Senator Platt harping month in and
month out for the candidacy and
declaring no other man shall be nominated
for Governor, as if it lays solely with him
and not with the party as to who shall be
the nominee.

YOU OAN'T NOMINATE HIM,
On July 26, 1004, the Governor-Chalr-
man's organ had this to say of Mr. Root:

All the organs of Wall Street, for some
reason, want Mr. to run for Governor,
and ail the Demooratio papers, like the
Brooklyn Citisen, for some peason insist
he s strong with, and the choice of the Re~
publican rank and file.

The Republican leaders intended that
the gubernatorial fleld should remain open
for a month or so yet, but if every one is
for Mr. Root the thing is settled, all but
the ratification by the Btate convention in
Saratoga next September.

WEAK CANDIDATE HE'D BE.
On Aug. 16, 1004, the Governor-Chair
man’s organ was still worried about the
Root matter, and declared:

As candidate for Governor Mr. Root would
be upon a platform pledged to support
the policles of the present Administration,
and he might in the most positive terms
promise to take up the reins of Government
where Gov. Odell will lay them down; but
he can only promise, and cannot point to
past achievement as State legislator or ad-
ministrator, and the fact, we fear, would
be made the most of by the opposition,
which also would emphasize that he {s
olosely associated with lar corporate
interests in New York city. In view of all
this we fail to see wherein Mr. Root, as
claimed, would be stronger, or even as
strong, as some of the other gubernatorial
aspirants.

QUIT TALKING ABOUT ROOT, NOW.

Two days later, Aug. 18, the Governor-
Chalrman’s organ sharply takes the Phila-
delphia Record to task for saying:

The more desperate the Republican
situation in New York becomes, the more
imperative is the demand that Mr. Root
must accept the nomination for Governor.

The Governor-Chairman’s organ replied:

If the Philadelphia Record would con-
fine ita editorial comment to matters nearer
home which it knows something about,
it would save itself from ridicule that ill
becomes a sheet published in a town of
Philadelphia's pretensions.

NOBODY CAN BMASH MY MACHINE.

Republicans interested in the welfare
of their party, and independents interested
in purging the State from Odellism, will do
well to read what the Governor-Chairman's
personal organ rald on Aug. 18, 1804, in an
editorial entitled “Gov. Odell's Position as
Leader Firmly Established.” The Syra-
cuee Herald had sald that Andrew D. White
would make a good candidate for Governor
and that he would not undertake tobuild
up an organization of his own “to upset
that of Mr. Odell and supplant the latter
as leader, as the astute Newburgh man has
supplanted Senator Platt.”

The Governor-Chairman’s organ, reply-
ing to this, said:

It hag been said that the Governor is
opposed to the nomination of Mr. Root
because the latter, if elected Executive,
might take a hand in politics and weaken
Mr. Odell's hold upon the Republican State
organization.

in iz all bosh. Undoubtadly the Gov-
ernor is for the nomination of the best man,
In consldering the qualifications of the

several gubernatorial aspirants probably
nothing is further from the thoughts of
Gov. ell than the possible effect the

nomination and election of this man or
that man might have upon his political
fortunes. The fact is, o far as Gov. Odell's
{tion as State leader i+ concerned, it is
gg‘mly established, and supported by all
leaders and the masees of Republicans, and
his leadership will not be disputed by any
one, in office or out.
ROOT I8 ABLE, BUT WE DON'T KNOW HIM.

On Aug. 19, 1904, the Governor-Chair-
man's organ continued to criticise the Root
movement, and said:

Unquestionably he is a very able man,
and would make a g Governor. But
he has not been in touch with affairs in this
State. His views upon the great public

licies in which the people of New York

tate are vitally interested are unknown.
As we have previously pointed out, he ia
the only man prominently mentioned for
Governor who has not been a member of
the State administration either as legislator
or administrator.

YET HOW UNITEDLY WE WERE FOR HIM!

Mr. Root fust about that time made it
clear to Governor-Chairman Odell that he
was not a candidate for Governor, and he
sent a similar letter to Senator Platt. Where-
upon, on Aug. 27, the Governor-Chairman's
personal organ said:

Final withdrawal of ex-Secretary Root
from consideration leaves the gubernatorial
situation rather clouded for the time being.
The R.orublioana of the State generally
were united upon Mr. Root.

ODELL FOR CHAIRMAN.

That Gov. Odell astarted in early to be
made chairman of the Republican State
committee while serving as Governor of
the State is not by any means the least
uninteresting feature to be gleaned
from Governor-Chairman Odell's personal
organ. While some of its comments are
muddy and stupid, still the Governor-
Chairman's ambition and his desires to-
gether with his halting courage can be
very easily traced.

For instance, on Jan. 9, 1904, the Gov-
ernor-Chairman’s organ points out that
“the New York World declares that Gov.
Odell will be elected chairman of the Re-
publican State committee when the new
committee meetea to organizeo in the spring.

OH, NO, IT WOULD BE WRONG.

On Jan. 18, 1004, the Governor-Chair-
man's personal organ attempted to put
the Republicans to sleep by printing the
following:

The chairmanship rt does not seem
to be cradited in the Exeoutive Chamber
at Albany. When the Governor's attention
was called to it he found it amusing but not

serious enough to uire unn comment.
The wise editors and politiclans who have
been discussing the story are short on mem-

ory and long on gullibility. If they would
recall the circumstances attending Mr.
Odell's retirement as chairman four years
ago, and his remmark regarding the riﬁht
and wrong of the question of any man hold-
a responsible public office and a prom-
inent political position at the same time,
they would realize how unlikely it is that
the Governor will take the chairmanship
next April or any other time while he re-
mains t‘;:e Chief Executive of the State.
1 WONT TAKE IT, NO, 1 WONT.

The Governor-Chairman's personal or-
gan on Feb. 27, 1004, had something further
to ray as to his taking the place of chairman
of the Republican State committee to suc-
oeed Mr. Dunn, and the Governor-Chair-
man's organ made this announcement
for him:

His position, n“h odd. is thn po man

holding & prominent State offioe should at
the srame ':.hm hold a prominent official
place undor the party organimation. His
views on this matter were made plain in
1000 when he resigned the chairmanship
upon his election as Governor.

If he should take the place this spring
it would be only after resigning as Governor,
and he certainly will not do mt.

OH, YRS, I WILL.

On March 28, 1004, the Governor-Chair-
man’s organ changed front and said:

After April 12 next, it again will be Chair-
man Odoﬁ.

On April 9 the Governor-Chairman's
organ announced that:

The election of Gov. Odell as chairman of

Under Senator Platt's leadership the
Republican party of the State of New York
was harmonious for a dopen years, and it
was not until Gov, Odell thrust aside his
benefactor by using the patronage of the
office to which his benefactor had nominated
him twice that the party was disrupted by
faoctional disputes which were enhanced by
the Odell administration of graft on every
side and in every county in the State by the
followers of the Odell machine.

Stalwarts to the Number of 50,000 Wil

WAUKESHA, Wis.,, Oct. 80.—Former State
Senator A. M. (“Long™ Jones announoces
that although he had voted the Republican
ticket for forty-four years he will vote the
straight Democratic State ticket this fall,
but will support the Roosevelt electors.
He says that the 50,000 more BStalwarts,
of which faction he is a leader, will vote for
George W. Peck. This is the first public
announcement of the generally acoepted
intention of Stalwarts to knife the La
Follette ticket.

WEST VIRGINIA I8

SAFE

For Roosevelt—Outcome of the Gevernor-
ship Fight Is in Doubt.

WHEELING, W. Va., Oct. 30.—The cam-
paign in West Virginia is virtually over,
although some of the State candidates
will continue in the saddle until the last
moment. These include Senator N. B.
Scott, who came to town to-day. He is
deeply interested in the result of the fight
on the Legislative ticket, because he is a
candidate for reelection in February, when
the new Legislature meets. There is every
prospect that he will succeed himself, for
a close calculation, allowing Democrats
all they can poesibly get under normal
circumstances, shows that the Republicans
will have fifty-nine votes on joint ballot,
that number being a majority. Republi-
cans have but to elect four new State Sen-
ators to retain their majority in the Senate,
and allowing the Democrats all they claim
in districts now largely Republican they
cannot offset a Republican majority in the
house.

Postmaater Jamesa K, Hall, long a member
of the State committee, now a Wheeling
advisory member, says, after the most
minute investigation of conditions, that
nothing short of a great landslide can tum
the State over to ita former political rulers.
This being the case, Benator SBoott has
noth to fear outside of his own party.
Gov, te has repeatedly denied thathe hag
Senatorial aspirations, and it is not believed
that the boom for Con:reamgn Alston G.
Dayton, of the Second district, has the
su%pon of that gentleman himself, nor will
it have even if the Legislature is cloge on
joint ballot, as has been intimated would

e case,

The oandidates for Governor, William
M. 0. Dawson and John J. Cornwell, the
former being the Republican, the latter
the Democratic nominee, are fighting hard.
President Roosevelt is absolutely certain of
a strong majority in the State, but the
(}ovemorshiﬁ is & doubtful proposition.
The tax fight has injected 8o many new
elementa into the situation that one cannot
forecast the result nor gauge accurately
the pulse of the people.

Mr. Dawson's advisory board expresse
the utmost confidence in his election, and
one member states that the Secretary of
State is too slick & politician to permit
himself to he defeated. The reputation of
Dawson as an able political strategist will
help him no doubt, but Democrate say
his twenty-five years in office will hurt
him more.

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THR HERDING OF THE INSANE.

SOME RESULTS OF GOV. ODELL'S
POLICY OF “ECONOMY.”

Chianges In the Plans Insisted Upon by
Him Increase, Not Diminish, the Cost
of Bulldings—State Wards Used as
Pawns In Playing His Political Game.

ALBANY, Oct. 20.—Recently Governor-
Chairman Odell has caused to be circulated
among the physicians of the State a circular
letter signed by three friendly physicians
pretending to point out beneflcent results
which have followed the Governor-Chair-
man's centralization at Albany of the ad-
ministration of the State ins ane hospitals,
The fact remains, however, that the adverse
criticisms which have followed the results
of such centralization have been more than
warranted.

* No one will dispute the fact that ever
since Gov. Odell, for political purposes,
began his manipulation of the State hos-
pitals for the insane, the accommodations
for patients at these hospitals have been
growing more and more inadequate,
To-day, with a hospital population of 25«
019, there is suitable accommodation
according to the records of the State Com-
mission in Lunacy, for only 21,521 patients.
Thue the herding of some of the patients
results. The insane in this State ‘are in-
creasing at the rate of 700 a year, but with
expenditures deferred in the name of econ-
omy and for the purpose of playing politics,
the facilities for their care are by no means
keeping pace with the demand. The rea-
sons for this are not hard to find.

Early in 1001 the State Commission in
Lunacy advertised for bids to construct
a new group of buildings at the Rochester
State Hospital. These included a reception
building, an infirmary, a kitchen and dining
room building, a clironic patients’ Luilding
and an employees' building with connect-
ing corridors. The buildings for patients
were to be two stories in height, one floor
being for the day room and the one above
for the sleeping room. This was in ac-
ocordance with the plans in vogue in progres-
give countries everywhere. It not only
facllitated administration, but made a
balance between the day rooms and the
sleeping quarters that was desirable.

The lowest bid for these buildings, in-
tended to care for 500 patients, was $203,000,
or about $400 per capita, which was con-
sidered to be a very reasonable expenditure.
But here the “business” Governor interfered.
He inesisted upon the substitution, in place
of the two story buildings, of three story,
non-fireproof structures for dormitory pur-
poses, and Dr. Frederick Peterson, then
president of the State Commission in Lu-
daoy, and State Architect Heins, gave way
to the Governor-Chairman’'s demands, al-
though Dr. Peterson must have known
better. He, at least, must have appre-
clated the added danger from fire, and
having an interest in the welfare of the
insane, would not have agreed with the
prominent State officlal who expressed
the opinion that “No great harm would be
done” if some of the patients were burned up.

The result was that the plans had to be
changed just before the bids were to be
opened and verbal changes in the bids also
were permitted to meet the added cost,
and the contract was not executed until
Oct. 8. 1901, when it was given to O'Connor
& Booth of Jamalca. Thesa contractors
agreed to erect the buildings according to
the changed plans at that time for $243,200,
the buildings to acoommodate 750 patients,
This was heralded by the Governor-Chair-
man at the time as a great saving to the
State. At the preeent time this work,
which was to have been finished according
to the contract on Nov. 20, 1802, is far from
completion. The State already has paid
$230,907 and the contractors have claims
on account of further changes in the plans
for over $100,000 more, while the State
architect figures that it will take $32,000 to
complete the bulldings. This would mean
an expenditure of $362,000, or a per rapita
oost of $480, an increase of $% a patient,
caused by the interference of Governor-
Chairman Odell.

Republicans Say They Wil Carry the State
by From 18,000 to 20,000—Bryan
Getting Ready to Put on the Crown
