*Governor ODELL has been the Execu-
tive of the whole people, if there has
ever been one in this State,” cried the
Newburgh News, the Governor-Chair-
man’'s personal organ, on Monday.

Eléction Day in Canada.

Canada holds her national election
to-day.

Sir WILFRID LAURIER
has led the work for the Liberals, and
the Hon. R. L. BORDEN has set a pace
for the opposition. The result is not to
be predicted with safety. The odds are
slightly in favor of a return of the Lib-
erals, though with a reduced majority.

The issue of the new transoonti-
nental railway has received the most
attention in the speeches and discus-
sions, although the issue of the national
fiscal policy is really a matter of more
importance, and there is reason to be-
lieve that it will have more influence on

the voting than the railroad question.
Both parties are really committed to the |
construction of the new line. The point
of difference appears in the terms of the
contract made by the Liberals with the
Grand Trunk Pacific Railway.

Canadian fiscal policy. Perhaps the |
continuation of the Liberal Government
would be more advantageous to us, al- l
though it is doubtful if the Conserva- |
tives, in the event of success, would

It is safe to predict that Canadian
prosperity and development will con-
tinue upder either party. Should the
Liberals be defeated, they will retire
with’ & record of which they may be
proud. Should the Conservatives loge,
they may regret that they did not give |
greater prominence to the fiscal issue,
and leave the fairly popular railway
question as a subordinate matter. But
in either case Canada will go ahead and
grow. She has struck a tide that will
make her a bigger and a better country
every year for many years to come.

Whe Arbitration Treaty With France.

1f the purport of the arbitration treaty
signed on Tuesday by Secretary Hay
and M. JUSSERAND, the French Ambas-
sador, is correctly deecribed as sub-
stantially identical with the treaty lately
concluded between England and France,
we know of no reason why it should not
be ratified by the Senate during the com-
ing session of Congress. Whether it will
be is another question.

The text of the Anglo-French agree-
ment has been published. An examina-
tion of it shows that while it expresses a
commendable desire to substitute arbi-
tration for war it practically reserves
complete freedom of action to the signa-
tories. The promise to submit to the
Hague tribunal differences of a judicial
pature or relating to the interpretation
of existing treaties is expressly quali-
fied by the condition that neither the
vital interests nor the independence
nor the honor of either of the contract-
ing parties shall be involved. As each
pignatory will, of course, be the sole
Judge as to whether ita vital interests,
independence or honor are involved,
the choioe between war and arbitration
will, in a country like France or the
United States, be virtually determsined
by publicopinion, as it has been hitherto
in the absence of a treaty.

It is obvious, nevertheless, that the
mere existence of a treaty would tend
to allay friction, because it would au-
thorize Governments to avert popular
excitement and exasperation by agree-
ing quickly upon the terms of the ques-
tion to be submitted to the Hague tri-
bunal. All that needs to be done in a
given case is for the two Foreign Offices
concerned to sign a statement defining
the subject of dispute, the extent of the
powers to be conoceded to arbitrators,
and the details to be observed in the
composition and procedure of the arbi-
trating tribupal. It is true that if the
decision rendered by the Hague oourt
should arouse indignation on the part
of the American people the Adminis-
tration which had hastily availed itself
of the arbitration treaty to refer a mat-
ter in controversy to that tribunal would
be held to a strict accountability and
might have cduse to regret that it had
not confined itself to the processes of
diplomacy. As we formerly pointed
out when the Olney-Pauncefote project
was under discussion in the Senate, an
arbitration treaty is superfluous when
our Federal Administration is in the
hands of men like Mr. HoY, who can be
relied upon to seek & peaceful solution

of an international dispute and to sug-

ge#t recourse to arbitration whenever |

&n exigency oocurs. It is conceivable,

bowever, that a Secretary of State might |

Fifty-three cross (X) marks seem
like a good many. The fact is that any
voter should be able to mark his ballot
inside of sixty seconds, and every voter
should vote for a candidate for each
office to be filled.

The Three Pivotal States,

The States of New York, New Jersey |

and Connecticut have together 58 Elec-
toral votes. In many respects, both

socially and politically, their population

is homogeneous, though rural New York,

or the State outside of the city of New

York, is proportionally the most Repub-
lican in its political tendencies.

About the city, however, or within
a radius of twenty-five miles, there is
gathered a great population which is
strongly affected by urban influences,
both social and political. In New York
and this suburban area are now some-
thing like five million people. These
form practically one community, of
which the municipality of New York
is the centre. In this area the manu-
facturing industries and population are
the greatest in the Union. Practically,
therefore, the mass of the people mak-
ing up this vast community have similar
economic interests, and, as experience
is demonstrating, the citizens are more
and more disposed to vote under the
dictation of those interests, aoccording to
their view of them at a particular Presi-
dential election.

Here in New York, however, there is
a large population, which may be esti-
mated roughly at 100,000, whose inter-
ests are, or by them are imagined to be,
bound up closely with the Tammany
political organization. At every election,
Federal, State or iunicipal, they may
be counted assuredly on the Democratic
side. Beyond these are the great body
of men of business, large and small, pro-
fessional men, mechanics and others,
whose interests are of a wider range
and whose oconcern is in the great na-
tional economic and political policies,
To this latter class may be assigned,
probably, the majority of the million
inhabitants of the suburban area as
we have defined it.

The electorate of the three States of
New York, New Jersey and Connecticut
are distinguished in the Union for their
great zeal in discharging their duty of
voting at & Presidential election. As
they incroase in number, the aggregate
of votes cast by them increases steadily.
Here is a table of the combined poll of
the Republican and Democratic parties
in these States at the last three Presi-
dential elections:

The registration for the election next
Tuesday indicates that the average
ratio of increase will be maintained this
year, even if it is not somewhat exceeded.
The registration suggests that the
aggregate Republican and Democratic
poll of 3,083,457 in these States in 1900
will be increased next Tuesday by at least
200,000 votes and that one-sixth of the
total Republican and Democratic votes
of the Union will be cast in them. It
is not going too far to assume that the
party winning the majority of these
votes will elect the next President.

cratic 917,191, or a Republican majority
of 220,075, more than 11 per cent. At that
election a very great part of the Demo-
crats who had voted against Bkvax in
1896 returned to their party, but un-
doubtedly many numerically voted a
second time for MCKINLEY, and-probably!

The R. F. D. and Congress.

There are now a great number of car-
riers employed in the rural free delivery
branch of the Post Office Department,
and each of them is animated by a high
desire to have his pay raised. At the
last session of Congress thirty or more
bills designed to increase the carriers'
salaries were introduced. The Hon.
CHARLES WARREN FAIRBANKS of Indiana
was the proud father of one of them.
The carriers regard him as a friend, and
their organ, the R. F.D.News of Chicago,
declares that they will support the Re-
publican national ticket to a man.

All of the bills raising the pay of the
carriers were pigeonholed by the House
Committee on Post Offices and Post
Roads except one. This bill increased
the carriers' pay, but at the same time
prohibited them from accepting com-
migsions for obtaining subscriptions for
newspapers and periodicals. Instead of
pacifying the carriers it had a directly
opposite effect. They aseert that under
its operation their incomes have been
reduced instead of inreased, and there-
fore they are opposed to the election of
a Republican House of Representatives
this fall.

The carriers believe that a Republican
House would oontinue to ignore their
demands, but that a Democratic House,
if its members could be convinced that
they owed their election to the car-
riers’ efforts, would grant them. The
Democratic party is pledged to economy,
but this pledge does not have much
weight with the carriers.

The chairman of the House Committee
on Post Offices and Post Roads is the
Hon. JEssE OVERSTR EET of the Seventh
Indiana District. He succeeded in the
chairmanship EvGeENE F. LouD of San
Francisco, who for a long time held that
office.

A LONG FELT WANT.

A Chance Inquiry Educes the Military
Autoblography of Col. Posey Wilson.
To TAE EDIToR or TRE SUN--Sir; Your reader

in TEE SUw of Sept. 20 does me much honor In

asking for information as to my military title and
other matters.

When the umanimously Democratio Legislature
of Wyoming Territory first met, in 1869, after the
organization of that proud Commonwealth, Gover-
nor John Alan Campbdell recommended the enact-
ing of a miiitla law-—1 being one of the members.

In expectation that the thing would be done, his
Excellency appointed as Adjutant-General Pdward
F. Blshop, now a prominent cltizen of Denver, who
had served with distinction with Illinols troops in
1061-65, attaining the brevet rauk of Colonel while
barely of age.

But no militia law was passed then, nor for many
years after, to please the Governor. Calilng on
the Governor, who was my warm personal friend,
Sust sfier his pet measure had falled of passagé,
he filled up & commission in my name as “Colonel,
First Wyoming Cavalry Regiment,” and handed
It to me, saying: “You may ba Colonel, rank, file,
field, line, and all therein that 1s.” Thus, like Gar-
gantus, | beoame & whole army.

There was 50 much danger from Indians In those
days that | kept a ficet horse, & good gun and two
pistols, which 1 carried when 1 went any distance
from town. So the Governor came after a while
to address me not as “Colonel.” but as the First
Wyoming—thus: “What Is the condition of the
Pirst Wyoming?™ “]saw the First Wyoming danc-

ing,” &c.
In Crook's war with the Slonx, the First Wyo-
ming Cavalry—{. e., myself and horse—attached

ourselves to L Troop, Fifth United States Cavalry,
which was one of a column of six troops of that
regiment which moved northward from Cheyenne
under command of Capt. Hamllton, who was killed
at San Juan while Colonel of the Ninth Cavalry.
The other six companies moved, under the com-
mand of Gen. Merritt, from Sidney, Neb., to join
us further on. Col. W. P. Cody was Merritt's
gulde, and killed the only Indian of the campalgn
of 1877,

boys—the youngest fifteen—] went through the
Sloux. Cheyenne, Ute and Shoshone country, and
was In several Pickwickian or Falstafian battles.

In the great‘battle of the “Poor Fork™ (nf the
Cumberland Riven), fought Dec. 21, 1895, | came so
near shaping iny actlon to that of Roland at Ronces -
valles. that T brevetted myself a Kentucky Colonel,
in addition to my former rank.

It was Dee. 21. Just at dawn, after our ride
from Whitesburg, Letcher county, In Styglan
darkness, over the Cumberiands, the Winchesters
of the mountainéers opened with that far-resound-
ing and sharp “crack”™ which soon gets onto one’s

erves. "Kid* Greer, gulde, came riding back,
saying: “Boys, they are shooting at ws™ All
his words sounded as |f composed of capltals. We
dliamounted and fought them at long range for
several hours. The sun, being at the solstice, not
only stood still in the ephemeris, but also on the
hills about us.

By noon we drew off as the firing ceased. and
recrossed the mountains to Whitesburg. Three
weeks later we went around by Big Stone Gap,
Va., with twenty men, took them by surprise,
and made their valley a perfumed altar flame.
We lighted the welkin with distilleries, nice big ones,
and tubs and trees. The posse men, having thelr
blood up, wasted to burn dwellings, but of course
were forbld. ’

My sympathies were with the moonshiners, for
after all It was only s matter of delinquent taxes.
The idea is wrong of sending armed men to burn
and kill, all about & pitiful tax.

On one occasion my lnstruotions were: “Whea
in Blank county, if you see any armed man, do not
walt to eoe If ke Intends t0 shdot; you ahoot first.”

Once more fate gave into my hand the sword
which rusted on the wall.

When Jumbo's gnd Kelly's armies came through
Washington, en réute to join Coxey's army, In com-
mon with all able bodled citizens 1 turned out o
help maintain order. With a fellow cltizen under
my command | paraded from Pasco, on the Co-
lumbia, where there were two troops of the Fourth
Cavalry, to Lake Station on the Northern Paolfic,
where thiere was a water tank and two Chinkmen.

“We routed ‘em, we scouted 'em,
Nor lost a single man.”

Cunneen, who succeeded Mr. Davies as At-
torney-General, says that hearing began on
Dec. 16, 1002, At that time, according to Mr.
Cunneen, it appeared that work under the
contract continued from BSeptember, 1897,
until May, 1808; that only a steam shovel and
picks and shovels were used; that the alleged
rock was removed in the same manner, by
the seme tools, by the same process and from
the same place as that which was conceded
to be earth; that n 1808 the contract was
changed to provide for “dry excavation of
rock at 81 per cubic yard.” When the hearing
of 1002 olosed, and the claim for extensive rock
excavation was not approved, & memoran-
dum was made by the Canal Board acting in
executive session and behind closed doors,
that, inasmuch as {t appeared from the evi-
denne that this rock had been excavated “by
machinery and in the same manner as dry
earth excavation,” the material so excavated
“which was classified as rock excavation,
amounted to an increased payment to the
contractors,” and that as “"the board has
found and determined that this classification
was improper, that this sum should be de-
ducted from the amount found due the con-
tractors in this proceeding.” The transcript
of the stenographer's minutes of the proceed-
ings before the Canal Board shows that the
merits of the reclassification were fully dis-
cussed and that evidence upon the subject
had been given before the board.

This was tha Canal Board meeting at which
Attorney-General Davies was present, and
when the claim for rock excavation was djs-
allowed upon the advice of Mr. Davies, the
legal counsel of the administration. It was
inJanuary, 1003, less than a month later, when
Cunnean had succeeded Davies and Higgins
also had become & member of the board, that
the claim was brought up again, The Fur-
paceville Iron Company moved to have the
case reopened. Comptroller Miller (since
made a Justice of the Supreme Court by Gov-
ernor-Chalrman Odell), who had been a mem-
ber of the old hoard and participated in the
action taken in exeoutive session, moved that
the application be granted, and every Repub-
lican member of the board, except Attorney-
Generf Cunneen, voted for {t. Mr. Cunneen
took the same position that Mr, Davies had
taken—against allowing the $18,618 for rock,
Others reversed their position, and the vote
of Mr. Higgins, who now is running for Gev-
ernor on the Republican ticket, was neces-
sary to carry the payment. :

Mr. Stavens to-day said, In reference to his
Westernville speech: “Yes, I told the people
of Westernville how former Attorney-General
Davies in my presence described the action of
the Canal Board of which he was a member. It
happened this way: It wasin the Burrogate's
office in Rome a few days ago. Some of us
attorneys who had business there happened
to meet, and we talked together. There were
present the Hon. John C. Evans, Member of
Assembly from the Third Oneida County dis-
triot; G. Linneman Prescott, his law partner;
John 8. Bochwarz, clerk of the Burrogate's
Court, and myself. Ourconversation naturally
drifted to politics, and local nominations were
discussed. I remember the circumstances
very well. Then we got to talking about the
Furnaceville rock contract. Mr. Davies said
that matter was up when he was a member
of the Canal Board and he knew Just what oc-
curred. Said he: ‘I told them that they were
fools if they allowed that payment for rock
excavation and advised them not to do it, and
it was upon my advice that they did not do it.’
The substance of what he said in addition
was that the allowance never ought to have
been made. BSeveral other topies were dis-
cussed while we five were there In the Sur-
rogate’s office transacting our business, and
I recollect what waa sald upon them, but they
were not important. Mr. Darvies, however,
made it very clear that he had opposed pay-
ing for rock on this claim and that the Canal
Board of which he was a member did not see
fit to allow it, as was done by the next Canal
Board about a month later.”

THE TESTING OF HIGGINS.

To TaE Epitor or THE Bun—8ir: In
May, 1000, the Court of Appeals in the case
of the People ex rel. Grannis vs. Roberts
(reported 163 N. Y., 70) passed upon the
question as to the official jurisdiotion to
audit claims against the $9,000,000 fund ap-
propriated for enlarging and improving
the State canals, deciding in that case that
such power to audit was vested in the
Comptroller. This power was held in that
case to involve a judicial function and the
oourt decided that a wrif of mandamus
would not iesue to com its exercise in
any partioular way.

The facta of the case were that the Comp-
troller, the Hon. James A. Roberts, had
refused to audit at the full amounts olaimed
the two claims of Grannis & O'Connor, con-
tractors for certain work on the western
division of the Erie Canal, basing his re-
fusal upon the neglect of the State Engineer
and the fraudulent specification in the es-
timates of rock excavation. The rock
excavation domprised 40,000 yards, result-
ing in two claims by the contractors for
$45,794 and $38,727 for such work in part.
Comptroller Roberts reduced the claims
by about $30,000.

The Furnaceville steal had to face this
precedent, and it could hardly expect to
slip its claim through the Comptroller's
office in the face of opposition and under
the vigilant eyes of the old associates of
Comptroller Roberts, who knew of the case
and ruling above, and who then held and
still hold position there,

This led to the introduction of a special
act creating a new authority thus to get
around what would plainly result in a sure
defeat for the contracting company. This
became a law by the signature of Governor
Odell on March 27, 1002. It is known as
Chapter 251 of the Laws of 1002, and is
entitled:

An Act authorizing the Canal Board to terminate,
settle and adjust beiween the parties to all con-
tracts made by the State of New York for the im-
provement of the Erie Canal, Champiain Canal and
Oswego Canal, and permitiing return to the con-
tractors of the moneys deposited by them and pay-
ment of all moneys legally or equitably due them
under thelr contracts with the State of New York.

The title of the act sufficiently indicates
that the settlement of such claima involved
the determination of the equitable rights
of the Btate and the claimants. The terms
of the act imposed a duty and conferred
upon the Canal Board “the right to disre-
gard all technicalities * * * act upon
the equities involved in the case * * *
and only in the same manner as the Supreme
Court of the SBtate of New York in the exer-
cise of ita equitable jurisdiotion.”

The rule which would guide the Supreme
Court is the familiar one that those who
invoke equity must themselves do equity.
This was the measure of the juriediction
and duty of the Canal Board—to decree
equity for the claimant, to demand equity
for the State when it proceeded “to settle
and adjust” the contract. There was no
hard and fast rule of law preseribed in favor
of or against either the State or the con-
tractor. The Canal Board of 1902, after a
trial of the Furnaceville company’s claim,
decided that the administration of equity
required that there should be deducted
the sum of $34,046.83 from the claim, be-
ing for excavation improperly classified as
rock excavation, and which was not rock,
but was “excavated by machinery and in
the eame manner as dry earth.”

The Canal Board of 1908, with 8 new mem-
bership, Lieutenant-Governor Higgins be-
ing a new member, assumed jurisdiction to
reopen the case. The hearings which fol-
lowed were devoted to the consideration of
the testimony of many witnesses called by
Attorney-General Cunneen, sustaining the
finding of the previous Canal Board. The
suggestion ococurs here that if the sessions
of the board, administering equity, were
passed in hearing testimony that the ex-
cavating claimed to be rock was in reality
dirt, then that question must have been
up before Lieutenant-Governor Higgins
and his associate members of the Canal
Board for their review and decision, guided
by principles of equity and not by techni-
calities.

That board, under the terms of the spe-
cial act which sent this case to it for
decision, was settling and adjusting an
unfinished contract. This brought before it
for review all that had been done and paid
under the contract. Its duties were no
less than those of the board of 1802. The
evasion that is attempted that because an
amount equal to this fraudulent bill for
rock excavation had been paid on the ac-
count the honesty of that matter was not
being passed upon by Mr. Higgins, is re-
futed by this record. The testimony of
witness after witness would not have been
spread upon the record before Lisutenant-
Governor Higgins and his associates upon
an issue which was not before them for
determination.

We have then before us from his official
action the record from which to judge of
what may be expected from a Governor
Higgins, and what are his notions of equity
without technicality as between the State
and the political marauders who are always
seeking for “the Graft.”

TIDAL WAVE AT HAINING,

Watehing the Great Bere as It Passed on
the Chinese Coast.

From (he Shanghai Tinea

We anchored that night at Haining. Tiee.
day morning early was somewhat overcast
but by breakfast time the sun was shining
and the sky was blue for miles. Then we
made preparations for seeing the midday
bore. There was & demand for fleld glasses
watches were compared and & memo book
end pencil were all in readiness. From the
boat to the bore, or where the bore wis
shortly to put in an appearance, was a waly
of a quarter of an hour.

The water immediately in front of us pre.
sented a most peculiar appearance. It was
running the opposite way to which the hore
was to approach, at racing spead, and every
now and again in different places there grenmed
to be a meeting of the waters, not a har.
monious one either, for every now and agai=
waves wonld appear which resembled the
track of a switchback. These created ,
roaring sound and would then die away
and others would appear in other places
The water seemed to be convulsed with
eddies and ourrents.

\After a short interval a shout went up,
“I cansee it,” and at once all eyes were turyed
in the direction of the bore, which presented
just a white streak against the distant hiijs,
It was first seen at 1145 A. M. Then further
out to sea another white streak was visibje
which gradually increased in size till & 1ew
minutes later these two borex met. W\»
watched intemtly the huge mass of water
a cataract, tossing and foaming as it raced
toward us. The scenc seemed Uncanny

In front of us the water was calm, on shora
all was peaceful. What demon of the deop
had lashed the sea into such a seething, boil-
ing vortex that, with breakneck speed, eight
feet of water extending for miles, headed by
roaring, foaming waves, was rushing head.
long as if to take vengeance on something
that had escaped its clutches? The great
mass of water passed us at 12:15 and those
of our party, after talking the matter over,
came to the conclusion that the evirema
height of the bore was about eight feet |t
passed us in the shape of & crescent

I have written that the day bore seeimed
uncanny, but it was nothing to that of the
night. The surroundings shortly after mid-
night as our party of eeven strained their
eyes and ears to see and hear the bore were
ghostlike, It was not till 1225 that we first
saw the enormous wall of foam capped witer
tearing onward as if life and death were in

the balance. Just as it appearad the moon
shone in all its grandeur. [ dely any brush
to paint or pen to deseribe those few min-

utes as the water approaches, passes and cor-
tinues on its mad career. It passed nus st
12:35 and was much higher than at midday.
The living, seething whirlpool whieh followed
it we estimated showed a rise of fifteen feer,
and awe inspiring as was the foaming crested
wave which led the van, the sight of the grest
body of water which lollowed ¢ould not but
make a |asting impression on one
