MISS KATE CARY DRIVES THE
WINNING FOUR-IN-HAND.

Falr Whips and Riders In Other Contests
—Miss Ross Meets With a Mishap, and
the Judges Do Not Like Her Appoint-
ments—Light Blue, However, Good
Enough for the Coaching Club—Trot-
ting Roadsters Have an Inning—Small
Talk and Opiniogs Around the Arena.

Night, afternoon and morning, to name
the cessions in the orcer of the attendance,
there was an intereited throng yesterday
at the Horse Show in Madison Bquare
Garden, and enough going in the héreey
society and merely general way to please
the world and his wife, also his sisters and
cousins,

A snapped splinter bar on the coach,
caused by ewinging in too close to a post,
was a mishap that befell Miss Ross, the
English amateur, in the class for four-in-
hands, women to drive. This was an incident
of the morning that was magnified to the
proportions of a tensation by the gossips.
A Corinthian class for hunters and the gig
championship at night were also full of
life.

Mias Roas's team also appeared in an
appointment class for park drags in ths
afternoon and to the same coach, the re-
pairers having been at work in the inter-
val, and as the four black haokneys were
again beaten the word went around that
tha judges were prejudiced against the
color of the drag, a violet blue.

The judges, like the sphinx, never ex-
plain, but the color surely could not be at
fault, for in that respect the drag is a dupli-
oate of the one driven at the last spring
meet of the Coaching Club by George L.
Boissevain, one of New York's oldest whips
and a stickler for the niceties of form. The
English coach, of course, had dished wheels,
and in grace of outline it did not conform
to the high standard of the modern Ameri-
can builders, East or West, and if the truth
were known it was the dished wheels and
such details that influenced the judges
rather than the color.

Under the spider web of electric lights,
a criss-cross of twinkling stars high above
the desert of tanbark, the night gathering
was another resplendent circle of crowded
arena boxes, seats and galleries, with the
game constant procession of somebodies
end nobodies on the board walk, and the
four deep rows of rail critics, who keep
their eyes on the horses and turn their
L ryad backs on the beauty show.

These insensate souls are the true horsy
get. who revel in the size, action and style
of the horses and the gkill in saddle or with
reins of the exhibitors. Théy set the pace
for the applause, and no burst of chatter
from an arena box will tempt them to 'bout
face. :

What do they chat about, wonders the
plain, ordivary walker about the ring rail
a1 he gazes a' the charming faces in the
boxes and their charming togs. Greetings

botween women and men are the same the |
woarld over; 80, too, runs the chat with callers

who drop in at an arena box or at M.
Murphy's tenement, but what do women
signal to each other, by eye or in a whisper,
when a sociaty rival passes? From one box
last night, at such a moment, the plain,
ordinary walker heard a sibilant query:
“Do you catch on to that hat?” came from

blue eyes at the right.

*Yes, the face of ber' Looks like fried
ergs!” This from black eyes on the left.
Then, with faces weathed in smiles, both
bowed to their friend.

All's not gold that glitters, nor is all the
cordiality as heartfelt as might be thought
from the impressive raising of hats between
boardwalk and arena boxes. There are
exceptions—both ways. Many are as
pleased as Punch to exchange salutes;
oikers are quite as indifferent as they ap-
pear to be, and a few are bowing only be-
cause it gives prestige to them with the
crowd — just as Thackeray wished the world
might see him walking with a Duke.

*“You looked rather glum as you bowed
to that chap in the box,” said his com-
panion to one of the butting in sort of
promenaders.

“I have to,” was the probably libellous
reply. “If I look too pleasant that bounder
will be after me to make a borrow.™

All the arena box occupants are not
within the inner pale of society, and one
host at least of such a party gloried in this
faot.

The chief interest centred
in the meeting in Class 24 of a typical Eng-
lish horse imported expressly for this show
and the successful winner and American
type Brandon. The two horses proved
just as opposite in every essential char-
acteristio as oould be expected. The Eng-
lish horse, a rich chestnut in color, with
just enough white to add effect, was the
embodiment of what the class called for
and what history tells us the original hack-
ney horse was when he was bred for useful-
ness as well as show. His action was as
true and faultless as that of the best four-
cornered trotter, and his speed was more

The show opened with the hackney herd
class, with only Brandon and four of his
get on exhibition. The showing of the
oungsters was particularly good, and it

' would have taken a high class competing

entry to have beaten Brandon. Class 23 fol-
lowed. It was for stallions 4 years old and
over, winner of the Challenge cup not eli-
gible. Eben D, Jordan sent in the brown
horse Gentleman John, his competitor
being the chestnut horse Tiger Lillie. Good
as the latter was, he was quite overshad-
owed by Mr. Jordan's grand young horse,
who captured the blue knot.

The championship for mares brought
together the winners, Mistress Majorie
and Elegance IL., both owned by Eben D.
Jordan, and the English mare Queen Wel-
come, who really smothered her competi-
tors on Tuesday in Class 82. With three
candidates of such high quality the English
mare still asserted her superiority and it
took the the judges but a short time to
award the championship to her. Mistress
M jorie just as easily won the reserve.

The champion stallion class that fol-
Jowed was just as easy of decision. Gen-
tleman John, who won for Mr.Jordan last
vear, had as competitor Mrs. Gerken's
Brandon., While both are high class horses,
as the records of the ring bear testimony
the Boston horse's euperiority seemed
more pronounced when in contrast with
such a high class horse as his competitor.
Any horse that makes Brandon look only
ordinary is worthy of championship honors.
This gives the cup to Mr. Jordan, Gentle-
man John having now won it two years in
suceassion,

Those who complain of the condition
of New York streets should have seen the
dizplay sent in from the Street Cleaning
Department in Class 110, The quick, alert
step of the horses and the perfect appoint-
ments made an impreasion. As usual,
Manhattan captured the lion's share of
the honors. James Flynn, driving the bay
gelding Dan, carried away the blue knot.
Thomas Boyle, driving Carbuncle, had his
horse decorated with the red. The yellow
went to John C., driven by John Claub,
Brooklyn took all that was left, the H, C.
being pinned to the bridle of the gray geld-
ing Jim. driven by Thomas Sullivan.

It was a refreshing change when the
horses suitable for chargers or officers’
mounts came into the ring in answer to
the call for Class 116. All of the horses
were old favorites, and many had been seen
