MENDICANCY OFFICER SAY S THAT
IT'S A SCANDAL.

Yhat Magistrates Are Forever Letting Yegs

Men Loose—That Fake Tombs Chape
¢ Iains and Missionaries Are in the Game
}. —Court OMcers Sald to Bo Involved.

James Forbes, chief mendicancy officer
of the Charity Organization SBociety, made
emphatio statements yesterday after he
had read how James Brennan, a policeman
of the Headquarters squad, who is detailed
to look for professional beggars, was in-
jured while trying to arrest a fake cripple
at the Grand street station of the Third
avenue elevated on Friday night.

*We have seven policemen detailed to
help us in the work of suppressing pro-
fessional mendicanoy, for which we are
responsible to the city,” said Mr. Forbes.
“Brennan may be laid up for weeks, and two
othersare laid off for similar reasons. These
dangerous fake cripples are at large much
through the fault of ocertain city Magis-
trates. This beggar who assauited Bren-
pan is a notorious fellow, known under
the aliases of McDonald, Howard, Howell
and Brown. He was arrested on May 20

He should not have been released until
to-day. He got out on June 20, through a
special discharge. He was arrested again
on Aug. 8, and through the fault of Magis-
trate Breen served enly three days in the
workhouse.

“There are many other examples of the
manner in which our efforts and the efforts
of the police torid the city of these criminals
bave gone for nothing because of the
methods of the City Magistrates. On March

Wells was acting as a lookout for the cripple
and on & techuicality he eacaped conviction.
The cripple died in the workhouse.

*The next time we got Wells was Nov. 10,
1908. He had bound up his arm and was
panhandling on the East Side. He was
sent away for six months, but some of his
friends went to the pastor of St. Brigid's
Roman Catholic Church and by false rep-
resentations got the priest to make an
appeal to Magistrate Hogan. Wells was
released on a special discharge.

“On Sept. 3 of the same year Wells was
again arrested while begging with a paroled
prisoner from the Flmira reformatory in a
store in Division street. His whole record
was laid by us before Magistrate Breen,
and the sentence was six months. Three

days later Wells walked into this office and
boasted to me that he had not served a day
in prison. It was said that he was released
through the assistanee of a head keeper in
Wells made the
further boast that he would secure the
liberty of his partner, O'Reilly, and on Oct.
25 O'Rellly was released on a special dis-
charge Issued by Magistrate Breen.

“Then there was the case of the notorious
yegg, Baldo Allen, who brought a lad known
a8 the Yellow Kid from Richfield, Ill,

ted a bug (imitation sore) on his arm,
and sent him to beg. They were arrested,
and we had a clear case on them. Magis-
trate Mayo put the case over time and
again, until the manager of the store where
the fellows were arrested became weary
of the whole business.

Fdward Ashleigh, alias Marvin, known
in the world of mendicancy as Pekin Eddie.
He had as a partner the notorious Gracie
Martin, whom he rigged out with a high
&eel and a suit of black and sent begging
as a lame widow. I arrested him last May
while he was feigning paralyris, and Magis-
trate Crane committed him for six months.
I informed the Department of Corrections of
Ashleigh's record so that there might be
no mblgto. Did he serve six months at
hard r? No, indeed. He got a graft
job in the workhouse, ate at the keepers'
table because he had the money to pay
for it, got plenty to drink and escaped
on Aug: 17

“Bridgewater Blackie, who was com-
mitted on Aug. 16, for faking with his arm
on Grand street, is still in the workhouse,
but the keepers are continually bothering
me over the telephone concerning efforts
to get him out. Yet this Bridgewater
Blackie has been arrested on suspicion of
murder and was notoriously the pander
of Harmonica Rosie, a woman yegg, who
supported him when his own graft vas
bad.

“These criminals are not ts be consi dered
with the -poor creatures who beg for a
night's lodging and inay really need it. They
constitute a different, malignant class, with
forces behind them that appear to be able
to get them out of prison in spita of our
efforts, We are trying to cope with the
evil on a national scale, but how can we do
it when it is possible for the criminal men-
dicants %0 get these special discharges?
Not all of the probation officers connive at
the release of the beggars. We can always
depend wpon cooperation from such men
as Leigh of Barlow's court, Van Keuren of
Cornell's, Kennedy of Moss's, Thomas of
Whitman's and Stetter of Crane's, For the
rest I can say nothing good. Bome of them
try to block us at every opportuidity. They
are supposed to make recommendations to
the Magistrates in these cases and their
word usually goes. Of course, they cannot
swing men like Crane and Cornell improp-
erly.

“The term for mendicants is too short
as it is, and the forces we encounter make
matters worse, The law should treat as
felons the men who simulate paralysis,
blindness and injury, those who beg dis-
guised as soldiers and sailors, and the
women who put on the garb of sisters in
order to prey upon the charitable publio,
The making of thess offences felonies
seems to be the remedy, so long as some of
the Magistrates can bhe easily reached by
false tales and otherwise. The city ought

T0 FIGHT POWDER TRUST.

Litigation in California Expected to Re-
sult in Upbullding & Rival.

S8AN FraNorsco, Nov. 19—The suit begun
here by the Dupont Powder Company of
New Jersey, which s really the American
powder trust, against the Peyton Chemical
Company, praying that the affairs of the
latter company be wound up, is noteworthy
mainly because experts say it will hasten
the formation of a strong company that will
fight the trust. The ocomplaint declares
that the Peyton Chemiecal Company has
been mismanaged, the culminating act of
mismanagement being the recent assessment
of $10 a share. As the Dupont company claims
to own 0.18 of the stock it doesn't have to
pay this assessment, .

The head of the Chemical Company is
William C. Peyton, who married a daughter
of the late Eugene I. Dupont. He is regarded
as one of the best powder men in the country
When the California powder companies.
were absorbed by the trust the compact
for a division of the territory ended. The
Peyton ocompany has reached out for new
business and, it is asserted, has been sucoess-
ful. An assessment was levied because of
the claim against the company by the Cali-
fornia Powder Works for $40,000.

Stockholders of the Vigorite Powder
Company, which also was absorbed by the
trust, are dissatisfied with their treatment
by the trust and George A. Moore, the
former president of the Vigorite, declared
to-day that he and friends had been form-
ing an opposition to the trust and that this
suit would hasten the organization of & new
company.

“There is a large and profitable busi-
ness in prospeot, especially along the South
American coast,” said Mr. Moore, “and
we shall reach out for it, paying no atten-
tion to the division of territory. The Ameri-
can Powder Trust i8 vulnerable,and I am
in a position to institute successful pro-
coeedings against it for the viclation of the
anti-trust law when the time shall arrive.”

An Increase Over Last Year's Appropriae
tlons of 8$25,455,151,

WASHINGTON, Nov. 19.—The estimates
of the Navy Department for the fiscal year
1008 were made public to-day. The total
estimates for the navy are $114,530,638.34,
against $07,158,100.04 actually appropriated
for the fiscal year 1905. The increase of
estimates over last year's appropriations
is therefore $25,455,151.40. The decrease
in estimates as compared with the amounts
appropriated for the same purposes last
year is $8,082,704, The new items in the
estimates amount to $6,452,234.40.

DAMES FACE THE DAUGHTERS.

AND EACH SET DEMANDS CUS-
TODY OF JUMEL MANSION.

Daughters “Oh!"” at Senater Grady When
He Says There Are Descendants to
Washington Among the Dames—Pal
Iag's Judgment of Paris Reserved.

The Daughters of the American Revolu-
tion came early and got the front seats
and the Colonial Dames had to take the
Park benches at the rear of Park Com-
missioner Pallas's office in the Arsenal when
the Commissioner began yesterday to hear
argument about the custody of the J qmel
mansion. The Legislature left it to him to
say which society shall have it.

Commissioner Pallas came out of his
private office with one stenographer and
when he saw the assemblage of women
he sent for an additional stenographer.

*I hope we can finish this in an hour,”
he said to the ladies.

Ex-Park Commissioner Smith E. Lane
said he appeared in behalf of the Colonial
Dames. The society was patriotic in feel-
ing andleducational in action and promoted
the study of events in the early history of
the nation.

“The statement has been made,” he went
on, “that this society does not represent
the period of the American Revolution.
These ladies are not only the descendants
of colonial men, but also of men who fought
in the Revolution. No more capable body
exists in the city. They have the money
to fit up the mansion and they have the
relice and mementoes of varly days. All
other patriotic societies have copied us.
We represent all that is best in lociet:y.
Some of our members are the most dis-
tinguished women in the country.”

M. P. Ferris of the Sons of the Revolu-
tion also spoke for the Dames.

“They tried to buy the property some
time ago, but the price was put up too high
for them,” he said. “The members of that
society are descendants of the most dis~
tinguished men who fought in the Revolu-
tion. The claim put out that these ladies
are descendants only of Tories is not
correct.”

The Rev. Charles E. Bragler, chaplain of
the Society of Colonial Wars, and Morton
Grinnell of the Military Order of Foreign
Wars, spoke for the Dames. So did Senator
Thomas F. Grady.

“If there appears to be a contention here
it is not chargeable to the Colonial Dames, "
began the Senator *“The onus must be on
the Daughters and not on the Dames. When
the latter society took up this matter a very
patriotic feeling suddenly seized upon the
Daughters of the Revolution.

“ American ‘evolution." corrected Mr.
Lane,

“Allright. American Revolution. IThave
passed through so many revolutions that I
get them mixed, but the Daughters tried to
get possession when they heard that the
other society wished to take charge. Iam
not going to compare the membership of the
two societies, as my acquatntance with the
membes would not justify me. But the
Colonial Dames are better able to care for the
mansion than the Daughters. They boast
of distinguished persons in their society.
We, too, have distinguished members. We
can go further and say that descendants of
Washington himself are members of the
society.”

Mr. Logan then got up and said: “We have
no attack to make on ‘the Colonial Dames,
because some of their ancestors were Tories,
The mansion was a Tory house and the
headquarters of the New York Tories
when Washington took possession and
drove the Tories out. We would be satis-
fled to have the city retain possession of
it. Among the members of the Sons of
the American Revolution are Theodore
Roosevelt, Robert B. Roosavelt, Chauncey
Depew, Elihu Root and some of the justices
of the Sufmma Court. You see, we have
distinguished persons in our society. It
would be a sore trial to us to see this Eevo-
lutionary relic turned over to a colonial
society.

Bellef That He Will Leave the Miners and

UNION SCALE CLOSES

FACTORY'.

Demand for Wage Increase Forces 0ld
Time Orange Concern to Shut Down.

ORANGE, N. J., Nov, 10.—The Gill Form-
ing Mill, one of the oldest hat factories
in this part of the country, will close down
on Monday and probably never resume.
The factory was started more than thirty-
two years ago by the late John Gill, who
was once Mayor of Orange. Since his
death it has been carried on by his estate.

The business has not been profitable
of late. For many yeors it was the only
forming mill in the Orange district, and
from 8,000 to 10,000 hat bodies were turned
outeveryday. Lately that number has fallen

to about 60,000 a month. A year ago the
scale of prices submitted by the United
Hatters' Association of North America

called for an increase of from 33 to 36 cents
an hour. The demand was granted but a
proportionate increase in the price of the
groduot could not be successfully imposed.

ome of the large manufacturers had in-
stalled forming machinery, and this was
another blow.

The 36 cent scale of wages terminated
on Nov. 1 and the hatters demanded a
further increase of four cents an hour.
The firm says that it is impossible to oon-
tinue the business under this scale. The
only alternative therefore was to close up
the factory.

WRIT OF HABEAS CORPUS DIS-
MISSED BY JUSTICE MAREAN.

One of the Confidence Man's Lawyers Ar-
rested on & Charge of Larceny as He
Left His Fretting Client in the Tombs
—Bail for Larry to Be Fixed Monday.

Larry Summerfield has to stay in the
Tombs untll Monday, if not longer. He
fretted over this yesterday. He has been
on his way to jail several times, but in the
past he has never failed to get out of the
Tombs in a few hours. District Attorney
Jerome hopes to keep him there this time.

From Brooklyn on Friday night came a
story that Larry's counsel had got from
Supreme Court Justioe Marean a writ of
habeas corpus directing the warden of the
Tombs to produce Larry in Brooklyn yes-
terday morning. That was after Justice
Davis in the Supreme Court, Criminal
Branch, Manhattan, had announced that he
would pass yesterday on” District Attorney
Jerome's application to have Larry held in
$100,000 bail,

Mr. Jerome hustled over to Brooklyn to
Justice Marean's court the first thing yester-
day morning. He wanted to be on hand
to oppose in person any fight that larry's

representatives might put up. Justice
Marean told Mr. Jerome that he couldn't
remember having issued any writ for
Larry's benefit. Mr. Jerome came back to
Manhattan. No notice of the writ to pro-
duce Larry was served on Warden Flynn

| of the Tombs or the District Attorney’s

office.

Mr. Jerome hadn’t been long in his office
when he was called to the wler one. Then
a representative of the District Attorpey's
office in Brooklyn told him that the writ had
been issued and had been dismissed by
Justice Marean.

Justice Davis announced yesterday morn-
ing that he would not pass on the question
of $100,000 bail until Monday morning and
that in the meantime affidavits would have
to be submitted by each side.

Lawyer Louis Spiegel had a talk with
Larry yesterday morning on the proba-
bility orsemng $100,000 bail for him should
it ba necessary. Spiegel says he is Larry's
counsel. When he step outside of the
Tombs he was arrested by Detective Flood
of the District Attorney's office.

Spiegel was arraigned before Justice
Wyatt in Special Seasions on a cha of
gravd larceny. Max Jorrisch, a builder,
of 251 East 116th street, sppsared as com-
plainant. Aooordln‘a(o Jorrisch he gave
to Spiegel July 1 last a diamond worth
$150 on the understa that if it was not
sold before Jul{el Bpiegel was to return it,
Jorrisch says never got the diamond
or any money, but learned that the diamond
had been pawned in a Bowery shop for §110
on the day he gave it to Spiegel.

In demanding $2,000 bail for BSplegel
Asslstant District Attorney Miner said that
there probably would be another com-
plaint against Spiegel. The lawyer asked
that $1,000 bail be fixed.

“Who is the bondsman?" asked Justice
Wyatt.

‘Big Tom Foley," was the announce-

ment.
“I don't think $2,000 will make any differ-
ence to him," said Justice Wyatt.

SEVEN TRIPS THROUGH SMOKE

Colored Elevator Man Stioks to His Post
and Saves Thirty Lives.

Harry Alexander, 21 years old and colored,
of 316 West Fifty-ninth street, saved a num-
ber of lives at the risk of his ownin a fire
in the five story brick factory building at
177 and 179 Grand street, opposite Centre
Market, yesterday afternoon. The fire
broke out during the noon hour on the
second floor, occupied by the Standard
Rubber Company, manfacturers of combs
and small hard rubber and celluloid articles.
Dense volumes of black, choking smoke
poured out from the burning celluloid,
and as soon as Deputy Chief Cruger ar-
rived, knowing the flimsy character of
the building, he sent in a second alarm.
The fire spread to the upper floor and to
the building at 181, next door, which was
choopea up considerably by the firemen.

On the up;;fr floors were twelve girls, shirt
makers for Kislack and Albert, and on the
floor below were tw ice that number of men,
employed by Charles Weintraub, who calls
himself a manufacturer of antique brasses
and bronzes. The stairways were so filled
with suffocating smoke that they could not
be used, and Alexander, who was the ele-
vator man, made seven trips in his car
the laat one being extmmel[; difficult and
dan%eroun because he himseclf was becom-
ing dazed.

e smoke was so thick the frightened
rls and men could not see the car, and
lexander had to call to them when he

reached their floors. On the last trip he
himself could not see, and he bum the
hof) of the shaft. Being sure he had saved
all in the building, he quit his car.

Alexander was also the first one in the
building to see the smoke and warn the
oocupants. The damage to the building
was about $5,000.
