Library May Be Held Up.

PrrrsBURG, Dec. 11.—That Charles R.
Cunningham, superintendent of the Pitts-

burg Carnegie Library, supposed to be

ths personal agent of Mr. Camegie in that
institution, is not a resident of Pittaburg
and so not entitled to draw city money,
is the announcement made by Chairman
Helmold of the appropriations committee
of Pittsburg Councils, Helmold, who is
chairman of the money ocommittes, an-
nounces that until the present tangle is
straightened out there will be no further

appropriations for the Carnegis library.

Cunningham, who is on the books as
“superintendent,” is known also as the
$4,000 janitor. He draws that amount of
money from the city yearly, though he is now
said to be a resident of Crafton, a suburb.
The oonditions under whioh the city has
been In the habit of contributing $158,000
to the Carnegie Library here yearly say
plainly that each employee of the li-
brary must be a resident of the city. Not
only this, but he must have been a resident
for at least six months before stepping into

tho place.

It now appears that Cunningham is not
