JUDGE SWAYNS EXPLAINS THR $10 A DAY
CHARGE,

After Judge Swayne finished his stats-
ment before the sub-committes of the House
Committes on the Judiciary and left Wash-
ington he heard the criticisma made of
him becauss he had given no explana-
tion of his collection of $10 a day for ex-
Peoses Incurred while travelling outsida
his district when his aoctual cxpenses
for the purposes stated in the law did not
reach that amount. When these oriticisma
wWeie brought to hia atiention Judge S wayne
vrote an explanation to the effect that he
distinotly .understood Chairman Palmer
of the sub-committee to rule out any ref-
rence to the praotice of other jndges in this
particular, and therefora supposed he
must refraln from saying anything on the
subj ot,

This explanatory statement he sant to
Washington, hoping it would be in season
to be used in the debate in the House; but
It came too late. Judge Swayne's com-
munication was as follows

“I notice that the lack of explanation of
my expense account of $10 per day has re-
sulted in an adverse report of the Judiciary
Committes. B8aid explanation was not
glven by me before the sub-committea
beoause Messra, Palmer and Clayton of
the sub-committee had ruled out all evi-
dencs concerning the ocustom of Federal
Judges in that behalf.

*My explanation {s that ] acted in abso-
lute good faith and with no Idea or intent
to defraud the (iovernment, and honestly
belleved that [ had a right to draw that
per diem allowance when sent from my
own district to hold oourt elsewhera. My
bellef {n the carrectness of said construo-
tion of the law was supported by informa-
tlon which I had to the effect that such had
been the counstruction and custom of Fed-
eral Judges when sent out of the: dis-
tricts, and, furtter, prior to this investi- |
gation I never heard of any other United |
Statea Judge who drew a less amount.”

$10 daily allowance for travel and at-
tendance while outsida their districts,
that fact will be of material assistance in
Judge Swayne's defenos, and it may bo
assumed with confidence that shonld the |
casn go to trial before the Senate ha will
oall hia colleagues on the Federal bench
to the witness stand to give their under-
standing of the law with reference to the
use of the stated allowance. There ia &
pretty general opinion that some, perhaps
many, Federal Judges have interpreted
the law to mean that they were entitled, |
when assigned to official duty outside their
districta, 1o the full amount of $10 a day, |
whether they actually ¢xpended that sum |
or not. Evidence on this paint has been |
prepared by the Treasury Department, |
to which returns of expenses of all Federal
Judges are made by the United States
marshals in their respective distriots; but
Sceretary Shaw declines to make it public
until it has been excmined by the House |
Committes on the Jidiciary, which bas
tha Bwayne case {n charge.

OPPOSITION TO SWAYNE DATES BACK TO 1889 |

Some of those Benators and Representa- |

Judge Swayne was born in Dejaware
went to Philadalphia in 1805, and practised
law there until 1885, when La settled in
Florida for the purpose of continuing his
legal work. In 1888 President Harrison
appointad him United States District Judge
for the Northern district of Florida, and
the next year, after the confirmation of his
nomination, ho took up his residence in
St. Augustins,

While aerving under a recess commission,
the Senate not being in session when he
was appolnted, Judge Swavne was active |
in msecuring the prosecution of election !
franda. e waa warned not to do this by l
hia frienda, who maintained that it might |
help defeat him whon hig name came before
tha Senate for confirmation. But Judge
Swayne persistad, and as a resnlt a bitter |
fight was made against him in the Senate.
