“Do you want Owen Kelly?®

Capt. Donaghy telegraphed to hold him
and sent for Patrick Kelly and his wife,
the brother-in-law and sister of the miss-
ing man. They came directly to his office,
and after talking over the malter sug-
gested that another telegram be sent ask-
ing the Californian to forward some proof
of identification. This was done, but up
until late to-night no answer had been
reccived from California.

Capt. Donaghy said:

“While the telegram is one of inquiry,
the natural inference is that Owen Kelly
has been located. There is8 no charge
against the man, no reason why he should
be looked up. As matters now stand,
and if Kelly really has been found it seems
to me to be entirely his own option as to
whether or not he returns.”

The modern elaborate police precautions
were taken at Jersey City to protect the
President.  Chief Murphy of Jersey City
was on hand with forty policemen. Men
in uniform were scattered downstairs and
upstairs, two mounted men below keeping
the teams from impeding progress to the
ferryboat, Upstairs on the platform Chief
Murphy had twenty six-footers in uniform
as an escort to the President. Chief In-
spector Cortright went over from Noew
York to take a look at things and was joined
later by Polioe Commissioner McAdoo
Central Office detectives and Secret Service
men mingled with the crowds.

People swarmed up on the opposite plat-
form to see the President, and out side the
latform  gates thousands waited for a
ook. As soon as he alighted, Chief Mur-
phy's six footers formed a hollow square
around him. With him was Willlam D,
Murphy of the Republican Club's reception
committee, who had come part way on the
truin, The President h.’u' to make his
usual stop in his progress down the plat-
form to shake hands with the engineer,
and it wasn't until he got near the elevator
that the crowd could make him out. Then
there was a cheer. It took but a moment
to ge! &ll the party on the freight elevator,
und down cut of kight they went to the
floor below. The crowd, not to be dished,
made a rush for the stairways

Carriages in waiting at the elevator

Nebody but Mr. Roosevelt and his es-
corts was sllowed to pass the private en-
trance, the vast door on the Thirty-third
street side. Even after the President was
snfe at tabla a dozen common oops, Cen-
tral Office men and Becret Service sleuths
were on guard.  All they did was to shoo
guests and reporters to the weat doord on
Thirty-third street.  Here you had to have
a ticket or a very innocent appearance to
ret past the guard.

The ticket takers wore on the ground
floor. Beyond that were cloak rooms and
corridors galore., It seemed a furlong
route to the banquet halls, and every roc
there lurked a SecretService man in evening
disguise. It was admitted that there were
fifty plain clothes men about the plaoce,
and 1!..'nt seemed to be 230. While the
Prosident was at table a Secret Service
man stood at every possible inlet, gazing
shiftily about

Guests who were so foolish as to try to
reach the dinner from the Thirty-fourth
atreet entrance had to mtreat to the street
and around to Thirty-third street.

PREPARING TO LEAVE MUKDEN.

Russians Show Signs of Plan to Fall Back
to Tieling.

Special Cadle Despateh to THE SUN,

LonpoN, Feb., 14.—A despatch to the
Times from Pekin quotes an Englishman,
who has just returned from a three days
stay at Mukden, as saying that there is
Immense confusion in the city. The pre-
dominant feeling among the Russian clvile
fans and military men is one of discournge=
ment. Everybody epoke of an early Jap-
anese oocupation of the place as a foregone
conolusion.

The dlscouragement of the military
officers is Intensified by the fact that Cen,

| Kuropatkin bhas his headquarters train

seemingly ready to retreat northward
at any time. Moreover, extensive prepa«
rations are going on at Tleling to resist
the enemy, implying a retirement from
Mukden.

The Russians are treating and paying
the residenta of Mukden well. The latter
are doing a roaring business. Train loads
of supplies reach the Russians dally over
the Chiness rallway by way of Sinminting.
Ons of the most serious consequances of
a Ruselan dofeat would be tbe cutting off
of this wouros of supply.

The Times says it learns that the Japanese
have released the British steamer Eastry,
whioh was welzed off Hokkaido last Tues-
day, they having learned that she wag
bound on an Innocent voyage from a Jape
anose port for Bingapore.

The dificulties that are being experienced
by veesels trying to reach Vladivostok
indioate the practical effectiveness of the
blockade of that port that has been es-
tablished by the Japanese. No steamers
bhave arrived there for two weeks. Two
are long overdue. It is feared that they
tried to pass through La Porouse Strait and
that thay ars icebound there.

RUSSIANS REPORT VICTORY, ™

Repulse Japanese Aftack In Lamatum
~—Saohetun Dombarded.
Speelal Cable Despatch to TEE SUN.

81, PrTERsSBURG, Feb. 13.—A despatch
from Bachetun, dated Feb. 10, states that
the Japaness cannonade along the front
became heavier at noon on that day., The
Japanese artillery bombarded Sachetun for
four hours ocontinuously and then made
an advance upon Lamatun. But they wers
oheokedfjand dispersed by ths fire of the
Russian artillery.

The Japanese continue their sapping
operations, carrying them on under the
cover of the thick emoke of their guns.
