The four territories of Arainibota
Saskatchewan Alberta and Athiboska
are to be redistricted and converted
into the provinces of Saskatchewan and
Alberta The division will bo effected

a north and south line on the lioth
meridian The northern boundary will bo
the flOth parallel of latitude and tho
southern boundary tho United States
border The eastern boundary will prob-
ably remain as it now Is Only a few
years ago this area was a wilderness
the homo of the Indian and tho pasture
lnd of tho buffalo It is still
settled but it is estimated to
present time a population of 500000 with
more coming The census
1001 gave it more than leoooo
The line of division will give to each a
fair half of the present population
