Word was received in this city yester-
day of the death, at Palm Beach, Fla., of
Meyer Guggenheim, whose extensive min-
ing and smelting interests made him one of
the best known men in New York financial
circles. Mr. Guggenbeim went South for
his health three weeks ago. Pneumonia
caused his death after a short lliness. His
son Daniel was on his way to Palm Beach |
at the time, having been notified on Wednes- |
duy of his father's serious condition. i

‘Ihe results of Meyer Guggenheim’s many
years of activity in the business and mining
world stand to-day in the name of his seven
gons. who are leading spirits in the Ameri- ‘
can Smelting and Refining Company--other- |
wite known as the Smelting Trust—but it |
was Meyer Uuggenheim's money and coun-
sel. coupled with their own abiiity, that
made them what they are.

Twenty vears or so ago Mr. Guggenhelm
divided the greatar part of his fortune
among them, and the firm of M. Guggen-
heim's Sons was formed. The firm name
ie accurately descriptive, for it was the
father who, although not a ner, trained.
advised and commanded sops in thelr
business problems. All of them are now
rich, and some are nearly as rich as their

father was.
