WITH EQUITABLE MONEYS. :

Mr. Sehiff Advised That It Is Legal for |

—FExeeutive Commitiee  Considers |
the Rrackett Petition and 1s Sileal.

Friends of Jumes Hazen Hyde, vice-
president of the Equitable Life Assuranoe |
Society, denled yesterday the nccusations |
made against him in the petition filed by |

Benator Edger T. Brackett with the At- |

torney-General at Albany

The petition asks for the removal of Mr
Hyde and Jacob H. Behil, a director of
the society, from office and calls on the
Attor: ey-General to compel the restora-
tion to the society of funds which, the
Senator alleges, have been diverted by
directors controlled by Hyde and *wasted”
by him in social entertainments and trips |
to Furope.

Personally, Mr. Hyds would make no
public decial of the charges, but his friends |
ray that | e will do so at the proper time.
Said one of Mr. Hyde's friends:

“First, »r. Hyde will deny in fot> the |
charge that he has spent the society's |
funds on his personal entertainments and
will sho~ that the expenses of the recent
costume ball and other entertainments
given by him in the past were paid for out
of his own private fortune. It will be proved
that Mr. Hyde's personal fortune is amply |
large to warrant these expenses or any |
others in reason that he might choose to
peur |

“secondly, Mr. Hyde will show that,
instead of having ‘squandered’ or ‘wasted’
itz funds in speculation, every one of the
society's ventures complained of has
bheen highly remunerative. The bond deal,
for instance, with Kuhn, Loeb & Co., in
which firmn Mr, Schiff is interested, it will ‘
be shown, has netted the Equitable Society |
$1.200,000 profit already. |

“Thirdly, it will be denied absolutely |
that Mr. Hyde's manner of living in Paris
js or has leen extravagant, and the in- |
nuendo that he conducted a princely® estab- |
lishment there will be shown to be
ridiculous.”

William C. Gulliver, one of Mr. Hyde's
counsel, said that he had not seen the pe-
tition, but that its statements, whatever
they were, would be answered at the proper '

|

time and in the proper way before the
proper tribunal, and that until then there |
waa nothing to be said.

The petition says that Mr. Schiff as a |
member of Kuhn, Loehh & (o. derived a
profit from sales of bonds by that firm to
the society, of whioch he is a diresor and |
that this was illegal, Mr. Schiff issued
this statement yesterday

*It must not be expected that Ishall dignify
by any defence of my firm's position the
wild allegations made, which Lave no basis
in fact. Suffice it to say that my firm has |
recently submitted to eminent counsel the !
transactions it has made heretofore with |
the Eq itable and has been advised by all
of these counsel that in their opinion no |
reason exists why these dealings should
be discontinued or why similar transaotions |
should not be made in the future by the
firm of Kuhn, Loeb & Co. with the Equitable
Life Assuranoce Society.” g i

Mr. Schiff, his friends said, will be able |
to show that the bonds sold to the Equitable |
by Kuhn, Loeb & Co. were sold at the mur ket
rates, and that the Equitable has profited
largely by the deal.

A lawyer who is engaged with the inter-
ests that are seeking to mutualire the so-
ciety completely commented on Mr, Schifl’s
statement. Said he

*It is not a matter of whether the Equita-

ble made money or not from the transac-
tions with Kuhn, Locb & Co. That has
nothing to do with the question at issue,
which Is whether a director of the Equita-
ble Life Assurance Society bas the right
as & member of a firm to participate in a
business transaction with the society, to be
at the same time the seller and the buyer.
The statutes say that he hasn't and I firinly
believe that there are few reputable lawyers
in this city who will put themselves on rve-
ord to the contrary. *

This lawyer said further that there was
no warrant for the statement attributed to
Mr. Schiff that the Equitable had profited
in all its dea ings with Kulin, Loeb & Co.
As a matter of fact, he said, the bonds which
the Equitable bought from Kuhn, Loeb &
Co. have not all been sold and until they
have been sold it is impossible to say whether
there has been a profit or a loss on the tran-
paction. While it might be possible to sell
fifty or a hundred or even more of the bonds
at the market price, it could not be said
definitely that the entire lot could be dis-
posed of at the same pricy.

Although nothing defluite in regard to
the charges was given out hy either the
Equitable officers or Mr. Hyde personally,
the matter was the subject of discussion
at the regular meeting of the executive
ocommittee of the directors.® Mr, Hyde
is chairman of this committes and on it,
among others, are FPresident James W
Alexander, Gage E. Tarbell and Senator
Depew. Senator Depew is not a very
regular attendant at the meetings, but he
was on hand at 11 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, as were all the other members and |
representatives of Alexander & Colby,
the society's lawyers. After the meeting
Mr. Hyde said that no statement would be
given out.

Senator Depew, when he appeared in the
corridor from the meeting of the executive
committee, was questioned regarding the |
Brackett petition. Ie replied:;

“When anybody attacks me I answer
the attack. I should say the persons who |
should answer such an attack are those |
immediately affected by it. 1 can't answer l
for others about a thing of which 1 know
nothing. * |

John D. Crimmins, chairman of the
olloyholdars’ committee, said that the

ackett petition would have no immedi-
ate effect upon any action contemplated ‘
by the committee.

“The policyholders® committee,” said he,
*will go right aiong in its own wav, It
will not join in any other movement

*I expect that Supt. Hendricks will come
to New York to interview Mr. Hvde and
his counsel, rather than our committee, for
slthough he was very reticent when we |
saw him at Albany vesterdav, ] under- |
stand he believes as we do, that the mutuali |
sation should go into effect immediately |
and not be drawn out over a period of four
wears. This could be accomplished Ly all
the directors resigning. I had hoped that
the hearing would be held at Albany vester-
day and the matter closed up, but the Super- |
jutendent of Insurance thinks he can do
something toward arranging a Ccom-
promise "

It was learned on good authority yester-
day that the Hvde interests had made
known to the Crimmins committee their
willingness to grant further concessions
in the matter of the number of directors
to be slected by the policyholders, but M-
Hvde and thoss with him, it was said, are
standing out against the attemnt to put
mutualization into effect immediately,

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' WALLKILL MYSTERY DNSOLVED

‘.\'0 II)E.\'T”"M'.ITIU,\ OF WOMAN
FOUND IN THE RIVER.

{ Coroner's Jury Decldes After the Autopsy
That Death Was Caused by a Blow on
the Head—Relatives of Missing Davis
Woman Fall te Identify the Body.

|  Garpiver, N. Y., March 20.—The verdict
of the Coroner’s jury convened here to-day
to inquire into the cause of the death of the
young woman whose body was found
| floating in the Wallkill River last Sunday
' was that the young woman was murdered
| several days before the body was thrown
| into the river and that death was caused by
| a blow on the top of the head, made by some
| heavy flat instrument. The body will be
| buriad to-morrow afternoon in the cemetery
at Modena, in the township of Plattekill
if there ia no identification meantime,

This finding indicates that the girl was

probably beaten to death and left for
[ days in some out of the way nook in the
Shawangunk Mountains before the body
was thrown into the river.

After the autopsy Dr. Van Hoovenberg
testified before the Coroner's jury as
follows

“Dr. Stephens and 1 have found under
the forehead a blood clot, indicating that
the woman was struck a blow while still
alive, and several days before death.

*“Wheother she was murdered it is not for
us to eay, but that sho was killed before |
the body was thrown into the river, or
found its way there, is undoubtedly true,
and | personally believo she was murdered.”

While the District Attorney and the
physicians were performing the autopsy
a tottering old man, who wept and muttered
to himself, arrived by train.

“My poor lost daughter!” he wailed,
looking beseechingly at the station idiers.

The old man was Lyman Davis of New
Paltz, N. Y., whose daughter, Eliza Davis, 1
fell in love with a New York summer boarder
four years ago. later she married Charles
Van Dermark, a farmer of Napanoch, N. Y.,
| and lived with him until two years ago
l From that time until two months ago her

father knew nothing of her whereal.outs.
Then he heard from his brother, Joseph

Davis, a policeman attached to the Sixty-
eighth precinct in New York eity,and living
at 100 ‘t'nt 114th street, that he had met her
in New York.

The bereaved father seemed positive that |
the mysterious body was that of his daugh-
ter, and asked to see the body. It was not
thought wise to allow him to do so, but he
left his nephew, George Davis, to investi-
gate and returned home. George Duvis af-
tyuward saw the body and suid it was not
that of Eiiza Davis.
