Prince FREDERICK LEOPOLD of Prussia
was despatched to the Far East ostensi-
bly for the purpose of acting as a special
military envoy at the Russian

Last month however we
were Informed that the Prince having
arrived in Pekln presumably on his way
to Manchuria had decided to remain for
a considerable period in the Chinese
capital It now appears according to a
telegram from Berlin that the real aim
of his mission is to negotiate a new com-

mercial treaty between Germany and
the Middle Kingdom What does the
Berlin Government desire and what
prospect has it of witnessing the fulfil
ment of its wishes

We learn from Berlin that the proposed
treaty although nominally contempla-
ting only commercial interests has also a
