lue members of the Metropolitan Turf
\neoclation bhad plenty of time yesterday
1o discuss the orisls which has virtually split
their organization wide open as a result of
the wrangle with the racetrack managers,
who have decided for all time that book-
makers are not factors in the government
of the turf, but are simply conveniences for
the accommodation of the betting publio.
As Tag SuN outlined yesterday, the Mets
will probably be thoroughly reorganized
in the near future, but even {n new shape
it 18 improbable that they will ever receive
the old recognition from the track owners
that was acoorded to them before the present
trouble cropped up, From what was sald
among the bookmakers yesterday, Whealook
aud Jones, the leaders who were conspicuous
fn the attempt to oust John ¢, Cavanagh
from the betting ring at Aqueduct and
Jamaica, are steadily losing support in their
controversy with the track owners, With
Lichtenstein and Burke, both members of
the governing committee of the Mets, al-
ready opposed to Wheelook and Jones, it
may be sald that Heney, the fifth member,
{s on the fence, ready to drop over to the
conservative peace seeking element on the
slightest provocation. This state of affairs
means that a general stampede to get under
cover within the next few days is possible,
for the Mets as a whole fear that further
resistance to the mandate of the track owners
will result in their permanent undoing

From several well known bookmakers the
story was gleaned yesterday that a few
days ago Wheelock and Jones discovered
that their former allies had practically de-
serted them. Wheelock and Jones, after
recerving a4 sharp rebuke from the track
managers, who told them, it is said, that un-
less the Mets backed down they would be
quickly wiped out, attempted to call a meet-
ing of the bookmakers' club to take summary
action  To their surprise they were informed
by Burke, Lichtenstein and others that there
was no general desire to clash with the track
owners, and that suck A& meeting was inad-
visable. Wheelock and Jones, however, be-
lleving that they were strongly intrenched,

declared that they would secure the
pecessary quorum, call a meeting and
declare war. Burke and his friends re-

torted with the statement that such action
would be followed by wholesale resignations
apd the formation of @ new organization
which would treat direotly with the track
owners, with repewed privileges the main
object. Since then Wheelock and Jones have
been trying to secure & quorum, but they have
met with so little encouragement that the
bookmakers say they are pretty well dis-
couraged

Meanwhile the track owners have not
weakened a bit. They issued an ultimatum
last Tuesday and have never recorsidered
ft. They see no reason why there should be
a change in the present arrangement in the
ring, for they stand willing to accord privi-
legas to all bookmakers of good standing
whether they are members of an organiza-
tion or not. For that reason conservative

layers like Burke, Lichtenstein, Cowen,
Thompson, Connor, lLevy, Hayes, Lloyd,
Maver, Yeager and others cannot see the

sense n conducting a strife when they are
siill entitled to places in the “first line” so
boug as they pay the required fees for badges
and privileges, It is a business propogition
with them, they say, and it is not good policy
t weur the enmity of the track owners, who
are all powerful and can decide who shall
make book in the local rings and who shall
remain oo the ground

So it may be taken for granted that the
track owners have practically won a fight
that bas had its unpleasant features, although

it was nevitable if only to establish the stand-
ing of the bookmakers on the Eastern turf.
John Gi. Cavanagh has heen vindicated, in-

asmuch as the track owners have, in recog-
nitlon of his honesty and diligence in looking
after the public’'s welfare, backed him up
to the limit

Racing in the West has fallen into disrepute
for the reason that the bookmaking element
got control of the sport and the public lost
confidence The prosnerity of the turf in the
East, however, has been due o the fact that
men of standing in the cormunity, such as
August Belmont, £ I Morgon, John Sanford,
James R Keene, F. K. Hitncock, J. H. Brad-
ford, H. P Whitney, H. k. Knapp and others
are in supreme control By them dishonest
methods and shady transactions, If detectad,
have never heen countenanced, and that is
why thousands of turf enthusiasts go to the

track from day to day, confident that their
welfare 15 it the proper hands
